St. Petersburg, June 9.—Special dis
patches received “hére indicate a ser-
ious: situation on the Turko-Persian
frontier. Turkish troops, which hith-
erto have been massed on the Rus-
sian frontier in the vicinity of Br-
zeroom village are in full movement
towards Persia. Detachments have al-
ready invaded Persian territory.

The Turkish occupation of the dis-
trict of Azerbizan, west of Urmiah
lake has been carried out in a systeni-
atic manner, and the method of admin-
istration of this territory is similar
te the administration in regularly an-
nexed territory which would seem to
indicate that the Turks mean to remain
permanently. Bodies of 'Turkish reg-
ulars, who have followed in the wake
of the Kurdish tribesmen bhave com-
menced to collect revenues. In spite of
the proverbs.f Turkish slowness a cus-
toms house has been established at
Keslur, some miles inland from Uru-
miah. The Turks have seized salt

mines belonging to the Persian crown
and have expelled the Shah’s officials.
There is every indication, says the
dispatches, that the Turks are taking
full advantage of the disturbed condi-
tions in Persia to 'seize a valuable
sirategical portion of the country.

GOVERNS PUGET
SOUND TRAFFIC

PRIVILEGES GIVEN TO
U. S. BOATS BY CONGRESS

Legislation Will Help Interna-
tional S. S. Company in Rate
War With C. P. R.

Port Townsend, June 9.—A change in
legislation ,of particular import, coming
at this time when there is a fierce rate
war prevailing between the American
and Canadian transportation compan-
ies for international business, was
made at the last session of congress,
official notification veing received by
Colletcor Harper, of this district, in
yesterday’s mail from Washington,

Heretofore the daily boats, operating
between Seattle and British Columbia
ports, via this city, the port of entry,
have been required to go through the
formula outgoing that would be re-
quired of a steamship going to Japan
or Australia, and the return voyage a
few hours later involved the red tape
methods that would attend the arrival
of an Oriental liner, not to mention
the expenmse involved.

Through the workings of the new
law hereafter American vessels mak-
ing three or more trips per week be-
tween American and adjacent British

territory shall be exempt from entrance.

and clearance demands and tonnage
tax ‘while such service is maintained.
The law, so far as the officials here

can see, does not relieve the vessels of ]
.the tax of 67 cents per ton for survey

when light, and $3 when dutiable cargo
is embraced in the manifests,

The measure in question was father-
ed by Senator Piles, and was made to
apply especially to Puget Sound traffic.
Its enforcement will give the Interna-
tional Stamship Company a distinct
advantage over the Canadian Pacific
railway, with which it is at present in
competition on the Victoria and Van-
couver routes,

Another departure from existing re-
gulations was made by congress at its
last session, which, like the foregoing,
will be of much interest on Puget
Sound. In the act referred to congress
conferred power upon the president,
whenever in his judgment such a step
was -advisable, to relax the strict
statutes governing the entrance of for-
eign vessels  when the same were
yvachts coming into the country tempor-
arily, and for the purpose of partici~’
pating . in races. Congress 'had the
fostering of the big Atlantic interna-
tional yacht races in view when the
legislation was passed, but nevertheless
the temporary suspension will be of
great interest on Puget Sound, where
an international yacht racing associa-
tion exists, including many trim sail-
ing craft which are owned across the
poundary and are raced unger the
colors of the various British Columbia
yvacht clubs. Heretofore these vessels
coming across the straits to participate
in the annudl meet have been compel-
led to enter and clear the same as
merchant vessels; In the future, if the
vachting association officers take the
matter in hand in time, it will be pos-
sible for visiting yachts to avoid all the
formalities required in the past, and
they will have no occasion for further
formality than to réport their presence
to the inspectors detailed for boarding
duty in the harbor.

Montreal, June 9.—The Quebec elec-
tions which took pldce yesterday re-
sulted in the return of the Gouin gov-
ernment by a slightly reduced major-
ity. The oppositior had seven members
in the last House; in the new one they
will have twelve,

The feature of the contest was the
fight in the St, James division of Mon-
treal between Premier Gouin and Henri
Bourassa, the Nationalist leader. The
premier was considered impregnable in
this division which he has represented
for some years, but Mr. Bourassa beat
his oppenent by 51 vates. The premier
was- also a candidate in Portneuf, and
was elected there by a majority of 825.

Mr. Bourassa ran for two constitu-
encies, the second being St. Hyachin-
the, where the vote was a tie. The re-
turning officer will vote for Mr. Bour-
assa’s - opponent. Another feature was
the defeat of the two Conservative
leaders, Messrs, Leblanc and Pelletier,
the former, in Laval by 17:2nd the lat-
ter in Dorchester by ‘a .large majority.
Armand Lavergne, who resigned his
seat in the House of Commons to run
for Montagny, was sueccessful.

All the members of the Gouin govern-
ment were returned by. good majori-
ties. ¢

In Ontario.

Toronto, June 9.—Yesterday's election
in Ontario resulted in favor of the
‘Whitney /‘government, In the last House
Premier had behind him 72 members,
leaving the opposition 20. At the last
session the number of ‘seats was in-
creased to 106, -The government, how-
ever, did much better than it antici-
pated, carrying no less ‘than 88 seats,
leaving eighteen for the Liberals, and
Mr,  Studholme, 'the :labor candidate,
being elected in Hamilton. One séatis
still in doubt.

The members of the government
were returned, mostly by large majori-
ties, the exception being Hon. Nelson
Monteith in South Perth, who only has
a majority of thirty,

The - Conservatives carried all eight
seats in Toronto. The Bbest fight was
made by Rev. D, C, Hossack, who was
only defeated by John Shaw by about
four hundred. .

New Ontario went solidly for the
government, though the returns re-
ceived are not yet fully completed, the
majorities appearing to be large.

Liberals were. elected in the follow-
ing constituencies: Bruce South,
North Grey, Haldimand, Centre Huron,
Bast Lambton, North Middlesex, West
Middlesex, West Northumberland, East

KING EDWARD IN
RUSSIAN WATERS

MEETING WITH CZAR
IS STRIKING CEREMONY

Great Gathering of Royalty
Aboard Ship in Bay of
Reval.

Reval, June 9.—The meeting between
King Edward and the Emperor
Nicholasg occurred here to-day with due
formality. It was the first time that
an English monarch has ever made
an official visit in Russian waters.

The British squadron escorting the
royal wacht Victoria and Albert, with
the King of England on board, entered
the bay of Reval shortly after 10
o’clock this morning. The customary
.salutes were fired, and after an ex-
change of formal visits the King and
the Emperor lunched on 6 board the
Russian yacht Polar Star as the guests
of the Dowager Empress,

The day was favored by brilliant and
beautiful summer weather. Thousands
of spectators had gathered on the bat-
tlement summit of the Mount de la
Cathedral, along the wooded shores of
the bay, and at other points of vantage
of the sea wall to witness the incoming
of the ships of war. The imperial train
bearing the Emperor of Russia and his
suite from Peterhoff arrived here at 8
o'clock this morning. When the {m-
perial party alighfed they were sur-
prised to find the' disembarking plat-
form surrounded by a guard of the
school children of Reval instead of a
detachment of troops. The children
cheered enthusiastically, and this evi-
dently made a deep impression upon
the Emperor and the Empress, accom-
panied by the infant Czarevitch and
the little Grand Duchess, his sister.
The royal party at once boarded a
launch and were taken out to the yacht
Standart. The Russian Empress, the
Queen of Greece and other notabilities
arrived by train one hour later, and
were put on board the yacht Polar
Star, N

The Emperor wore the uniform of a
captain in the Russian navy, The little
Czarevitch, who was in high spirits,
was clad in a youthful sailor costume.
Ag Emperor Nicholas boarded the Stan-
dart the imperial salute was fired, the
royal standard was ‘Thoisted; to the
masthead, and the yachts and all the
rest of the shipipng in the harbor dress-
ed ship and broke out their bunting,

The British vessels which had ar-
rived in the offing during the night
were not visible on the horizon, In the
lead was the Victoria and Albert, and
then the two cruisers, and in the rear
the other imperial yacht Alexandra.
Passing outside the Russian vessels,
which - had formed /in two lines, and
travelling quickly- past the Standart
and Polar Star, the Victoria and Al-
bert and the two cruisers swept around
in a great curve, coming close into
shore and dropipng anchor between the
Standart and the Polar Star. King Ed-
ward was on the bridge of the Victoria
and Albert, and the Emperor occupied
a similar position on the Standart.
Both Monarchs could plainly be seen
from the shore. King Edward wore the
uniform of a British admiral,

The minute the visiting vessels drop-
ped their anchors a launch. bearing
Emperor Nicholas left the side of the
Standart and ° the Russian monarch
boarded the Victoria and Albert, where
he exchanged very hearty greetings
with King Edward, whom he has not
geen for seven / years, and saluted
Queen Alexandra and the Princess Vic-
toria. After a few minutes on board the
Victoria and Albért. Emperor Nicholas
returned to the Standart. In the mean-
time King Edward had donned the
the uniform of a Russian admiral, and
he at once returned the call of the
Emperor. On board the Standart he
was presented to Premijer Stolypin,
Foreign Minister Iswolsky and Vice-
Admiral Dickoff, minister of marine.

CHINESE FROM PELEUS
KEPT IN QUARANTINE

Holt Liner Did Not Touch at
Outer Dock Yes-
terday.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Owing to the fact that there had been
a case of smallpox on the Holt liner
Peleus within sixteen days previous to
her arrival at William Head her pas-
‘sengers, numbering 258 Chinese, Wwere
not landed at the outer wharf, being
¢etained in quarantine upon her ar-
rival yesterday. They will be liberated
to-morrow when the time allowed by
the Canadian regulations, eighteen
days, is completed.

The Peleus was fumigated in Japan
on account of a case of smallpox which
developed among the Chinese crew.
Precautions were taken by Capt. Har-
man when the first signs of the
malady showed in the seamen, which
was when the blue funnel liner was
between Kobe and Yokohama. At the
latter port the man was landed and
the vessel fumigated.

Of the crowd of Chinese brought
over by the Peleus, 9 are mewcomers
and will have to pay the head-tax of
$800 each, to secure admission to this

MONK AVERTS
GREAT DISASTER

. DASTARDLY ATTEMPT
TO BURN DOWN CHURCH

Cool Action Results in 1,800
Persons Escaping From
Berlin Edifice.

Berlin, June 9—An attempt was/made
yesterday to burn down the old St
Paul's Catholic church at Moabit, be-
longing to the Domini¢ans, which was
crowded with people assembled to hear
a sermon by the famous Dominican
Monk Bonaventuri. About 1,800 per-
sons were present, including more than
a thousand women and children to
hear the minister.

‘While the congregation was kneeling
in silent prayer* someone informed
BRonaventuri that the church was on
fire. Without alarming the congrega-
tion he coolly stepped over to the
priest, ' who was celebrating the mass,
and requested him to close the service.
The priest left the altar and spoke to
nis six assistants who walked down the
aisles and whispered to the pewholders
that an insignificant blaze had broken
out and that they had better go ‘as
soon as possible. In a short time the
church was ‘a mass of flames and the
fire brigade was hurrying to the burn-
ing building. X

These in the church not knowing the
extent of the fire, fortunately did not
realize their peril and on the clergy’s
request made their exit rapidly and in
an orderly. manner. The fire fighters
discovered that nearly a dozen fire
brands soaked with petroleum had
been distributed about the roof. The
flames were extinguished ;with- difficul-
Ly after great damage had ‘been done.

SAD ELECTRIC TRAGEDY.

Two Linemen Killed by Live Wire at
Montmorency.

Quebee, June 9.—Paul Rogers and a
man named Langlois were electrocuted
while at work as linemen in Mont-
morency yesterday. Rogers slipped and
fell across a live wire. He shouted’in
his agony and Langlois hurried to his
rescue. In his haste he forgot to don
his rubber gloves, and when he at-
tempted to cut the wire he was struck
dead. His companion was also killed.

SASKATCHEWAN'’S LIQUOR LAW,

Regina, Sask., June 9.—Members are
vieing with each other in efforts to
secure an ideal ligquor law in the Sas-
katchewan house, and throughout yes-
terday’s seasion in committee of the
whole the bill was considered at length.

EASTERN SEALING.

Return of Steamers to Newfoundland
Shows Decrease in This Year’s
Value,

The last of the sealing steamers to
return to Newfoundland from the ice-
fields was the Diana on May Tth, and
the results of the fishery are mnot
known. The total catch has been 213,-
863, which is 31,188 less than last year,
and a decrease in value of $80,767.66.

Notwithstanding the fact that the
weather conditions on the coast early
in  March when the steamers left for
the ice, were exceptionally favorable,
the geason proved to be severe, and re-
sulted in the loss of three vessels, which
were crushed in the heavy ice-floes.
Fortunately these wrecks were not at-
tended with loss of lite, as the crews
were able to make their escape to oth-
er steamers that happened to be in the
vicinity. It id" understood that the,
owners of the lost steamers are already
taking steps to replace them with mod-
ern 'specially constructed, and more
powerful vessels, that will be adapted
for freighting purposes, when not em-
ployed ag sealers during the few weeks
that the seal fishery lasts. It may be
noted ‘that this business is undergoing
a change in recent years, and is pass-
ing into the control of a few wealthy-
shipping concerns. Fewer men  and
ships are engaged in the work than was:
the case in former seasons,

Bills Adopted to Guard Against
Bomb Outrages and
Conspiracy.

Simla, June 9.—The vicerega) council
after strong speeches by Lord Minto,
viceroy of India, and other members of
the council, emphasizing the urgency
of dealing with seditious outbreaks,
yesterday adopted . two emergency
measures. The first is known as the
explosives bill; it provides’ measures
against bomb outrages and cons
piracy.
The second is the press bill, empowers
the suppression and confiscation of
newspapers inciting to criminal acts.
Lord Minto was careful to explain
that both of these bills should be re-
garded as exceptional measures to
meet an exceptional situation. He add-
ed that if they were found to be not
strong enough some measure more 8e

vere would be adopted. "
