New York, Jan. 26.—Within con-
ciderably less-than 72 hours after the
crash between the ocean liners' Repub-
lic and Florida, off the Nantucket
shoals, which eventually sent the one
to the bottom and reduced the other to
an almost helpless state, the survivors
of the thrilling accident have found a
haven at last. At nightfall last night
1.650 passengers from the two vessels
were safe in this port, brought hers by
the Baltic, while nearing it wers tke
rescued officers and crew of the Re-
public safe .on board the derelic des-
troyer Seneca, to which they were
transferred from the revenue cutter
(iresham, after staying up to the Jast
moment by their sinking vessel. At

Sixteen hundred and fifty persons,
passengers on the Republic and the
Florida, whose liVes were in jeojardy
for' hours while the call -of wireless
telegraphy was gradually bringing aid
nearer and:' nearer to them, reached
New York on the steamer Baltic. No
argosy of the olden days, bringing
golden treasure, wasg ever more wel-
comed, Frenzied cheers from the thou-
sands at the pier when she was dock-
ed, greeted her arrival, tears of thank-
fulness were shed, affectionate greet-
ings were -exchanged, and only here
and there a note of sadness heard. Five
fatalities had marked the tragedy as
not without its toll in human lives, but
of those dread scenes of anguish that
would have been enacted had not’the
fortuitous circumstances pressed into
aid human herioism and scientific mar-
vels there was hardly ay suggestion.

When the Florida reached her dock
it was learned that three, and not four,
of the crew had been killed when the
steamer collided.

After the Gresham came up with
the sinking Republic preparations were
made to.tow the steamer to the near-
est land for beaching, as Capt, Sealby
thought that she could be saved, but
the steamer’s bulkheads Wwere unable
to withstand the pressure, and at 7
o’clock Saturday night- Capt. Sealby
ordered every man off the ship. - He
himself refused to leave, and the sec-
ond officer remained by his command-
er's side. An _hour- later while the
searchlights of the tug Mary F. Scully
were playing on the scene, two shots
were heard from the bridge of the Re-
public, two blue lights were burned
and then the bow of ithe doomed ship
shot up in the air, and the great liner
sank stern first, Just before she went
down Capt. Sealby climbed the mast,
while his second officer jumped from
the rail, They were rescued by one of
the Gresham’s lifeboats, in command
of Gunner Johannsen. On the after
deck of the Republic, as she went down
rested ' two caskets, containing the
bodies of Mrs, Eugene Lynch, of Bos-
ton, and W, J. Mooney, of Langdon, N.
D., who were killed in the collision be-
tween the Republic and the Florida.
The Republic rests on the bottom .of
the Atlantic with 838 fathoms of water
over her at a spot 15 miles west cl

The guillotine was erected on a
public square alongside the prisqn. The
locality was cordoned with soldiers,
who effectually blocked all the streets,
but an impatiént crowd which had as-
sembled during the night demanded
that it be given ‘a chance to witness
the execution,

Some people climbed upon ladders
from which they kept the others in-
formed of the details of the proceed-
ings, while the windows of houses over-
looking the square were jammed with
people,

The condemned, 2 man named Remy
Danvers, who had .cruelly shot an aged
farmer and his wife, was first made
aware of his fate by the yells of the
crowd that surrounded the prison, He
came out of the prison yard with livid
face and staring eyes, and it was
necessary to make use of force to get
him to the guillotine and his head in
position for the fall of the blade.

Bowling Club Has Not Acquired
Any Proprietary: Interest
« There.

A letter was read from Hon. J. S.
Helmcken at Monday night’s meeting of
the city council protesting against per-
mitting a bowling club to have the use
of Beacon Hill, the suggestion in the
letter being that the club in question
thereby acquires some proprietory in:

The letter was referred to the public
parks board, under whom the neces-
sary ‘permission was obtained by the
bowling cluh, and will be dealt with
by them at their next meeting.

The members of the board ques-
tioned on the matter state that the
rights of the club at the hill are only
permissive, and. that they are liable to
cancellation. at any time. The board
recognizes’ that under the trust deed
wheyeby the. city holds the park, no
rights there can be delegated to any
one or any organization. Within the
last two or three years,“however, the
erieket club has sought permission to
use a portion of the park at the north-
egstern corner, which was formerly
little better than waste land. The
same privilege was Sought by the re-
cently organized bowling club and the
permission issued in each case was the
‘same. - ’

By this arrangement the two organi-
zations mentioned spend considerable
sums of money to under-drain, level
and seed what was previously a marshy
and unused part of the park, for the
improvement of which the board has
no- funds. By the expenditure of a
large sum of money there thig waste
section will be converted into delight-
ful lawns, without costing the city a
cent and without conferring any rights
on the parties making the . expendit-
ures. It is specifically .arranged that
no fees of any kind shall be imposed
for- the use of these grounds or for
witnessing any of the competitions
there.

Dr. Helmcken's vigilant interest in
the park is well known, but the mem-
bers of the board say they believe they
have performed a service for that in-
stitution which eVen. Dr. Helmcken
will commend when he understands its

terms.

PRIMATE OF ALL -
CANADA PASSES AWAY

Archbishep Sweatman Had a

Most Notable Career in
Church. 7

Toronto, Ont:, Jan. 26.—Archbishop
Sweatman, Primate of all.Canada, died
at 1:30 o'clock yesterday ‘afternoon,

-after being ill for a week ‘of pneumo-

nia. He was in his’Tist-yed®. The last
official -function .oves +which “Arch-
bishop Sweatman ' presided "was " the
consecration of Bishop Farthing in

Montreal.

The late Right Rev. Arthur Sweat-
man was a strong and disfinct individ-
uality. He was born in London, Eng-

land, in 1834 The deceased received
his early education at University col-
lege, London, angd. subsequently en-
tered Christ A Church . college, Cam-
bridge, where he graduated with hon-
ors.. He was ordained for the minis-
try and became curate of Holy Trin-
ity church, Islington (a suburb of
London). In 1865 he came to Canada
and for some time fylfilled the duties
of head master of Helmuth Boys’ col-
lege, London, Ont. His gifts were soon
recognized and preferment quickly fol-
lowed. Step by step he rose, and in
1872 the Bishop of Huron made him
his chaplain. During the absence of
the bishop he acted as administrator.
On the death of Bishop Bethune he
was -elected to succeed him as third
bigshop of Toronto. - Honors now fell
thick upon him and in 1888 he at-
tended the Lambeth conference. and
the Winnipeg Union conference in
1897. In January, 1907, he was elected
president of the Provincial House of
Bishops, Metropolitan of the Province
and ‘Arshbishop of Toronto; and on
the same date by the Geheral House
of Bishops, Primate of all Canada.
The life of the late Archbishop
Sweatman'is a monument in itself to a,
man who had lived up to the purest
and highest ideals of human existence.
His aim_ was te.strive to alleviate the
distressful conditions. which environed
so many of his less fortunate fellow
creatures. :

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|CAPTAIN’S TALE
| OF SOQUEL'S LOSS

HIS BRAVE WIFE’S
FINAL WORD OF LOVE

Weather Prevented Observa-

tions Being Taken for
Six Days.

Port Townsend, Wash., Jan, 25.—De-
tails of the wreck of the American
schooner Soquel were brought here
with twelve survivors and the bodies
of the wife of Captain Carl Henning-
sen-and his 3-year-old daughter by the
Unjted States revenue cutter Daniel
Manning this afternoon.

Capt. Henningsen’s statement of the
loss of his vessel changes the story in
several particulars. To the Associated
Press Capt. Henningsen said last
night:

*“1 was bound in past Cape Flattery,
the approximate location of that point
was reached Sunday, January 17th, The
weather was exceedingly bad. I had
the schooner standing off ana on until
¥riday.-An observation to ascertain our
position had been jmpossible for six
days. I calculated that we were south
of Cape Flattery light and with a
slight moderation of the wind a course
in shore was ordered Friday afternoon.
A heavy snowstorm was blowing sO
dense that within a few hours two feet
had fallen upon deck. At 8 o’clock the
course was changed so as to take us
out to sea. We had, however, passed
Cape Flattery and were blown on to
Vancouver island, while on a course
that I imagined would take us to sea.”

Captain Henningsen says the Soquel
struck at 12:30 a. m. Saturday. His
wife and child were in bed at the time,
but Mrs. Henningsen was unwilling to
remain in the cabin, and, wrapping a
blanket about her baby, came on deck.
A life boat lashings were removed and
in this Mrs. Henningsen took a posi-
tion beside her husband, the captain
o 8 the child. A loud report of
an advancing comber caused :© the
woman to call: “This is death; kiss
me, Carl.”

In full sweep of the storm, the
loosened lifeboat was raised from its
cradle and dashed onto the deck, pin-
ioning - the three ' beneath. Captain
Henningsen- was rendered insensible
and his wife instantly killed. The
child. was thrown across the ship by
the wave and ‘the work of death was
complete. The crew remained huddled
together until morning. Then six sail-
ors lowered the captain’s gig and made
an attempt to, reach the coast.

of the captain, was washed overboard,
but was rescued by, those on the
schooner. His companfons in the small
boat finally landed _on a cluster of
rocks a short distance shoreward from
the wreck. They were rescued eight
hours later by a boat's crew from the
steamer Leebro. Capt. Henningsen and
half his crew remained aboard . the
schooner until’ Saturday evening.

At low tide they were able to reach
the rocks from which their mates had
been rescued a short time before, There
they were forced to remain until yes-
terday morning, when the surf boat of
the Waddah Island lifesaving station
succeeded in reaching the rock. At the
request of Capt. Henningsen four of
the life-saving crew swam to the
schooner and brought off the bodies of
his dead wife and child, This daring
aet of the Waddah life-saving crew is
given high praise,

HAVOC IN MONTREAL

Hundreds of
poles are down all over the city, the
storm in this respect being one of the
most costly in the c¢ity’s history. West-

“Rank,” “Raw,” “Disgraceful,” were
some of the terms employed, and ‘e
action of the Colonist newspaper in
publishing an alleged fac-simile which
is proved to have been a forgery, was
condemned on all sides, It is only fair
to say that some of the most outspoken
condemnations came from Conserva-
tives, who utterly repudiated. the use
of loaded dice in the form indicated,
and also deprecated such an improper
use of a telegram from the chief of the
Conservative party.

One of the gentlemen who expressed
himself most freely was formerly.one
of the leaders of the party in this prov-
ince and still holds a commanding- po-
sition in its counsels. “It is the most
disgraceful thing I have ever wit-
nessed,” he .declared, “and the failure
of the Colonist to make any explana-
tion of its ‘action only intensifies the

Consulting Engineer Carlyle is Qtimll-

tic Regarding Outlook, i

Presiding recently at the meeting aof
the IL.¢ Roil Mining Company in Lon-
don, the chairman, T. D. Grimke-Dray-
ten explained the reasons for the di-
rectors’  'recommendations that 'the
amount of £35,106 standing to the debit
of mine exploration and development
account should be written off.” ' The.
