DRE}DGI\G FOR GO‘JD

The Vice-President of the Olsou Dredglng
Company Going to Quesnelle.

O. 6. Hall, vice-president of the ‘G- H.
Olson Dredging Company, which will op-
erate on the Quesnelle river during this
summer, will leave for the north the latter
part of th's week.

The company has a dredger about twenty
miles up the river from Quesnelle City:
It was built last summer at a cost of $20,-
000. It bhas a bucket attachment such’ as
is used in New Zealand very successfully.
There dirt at 4 cents a yard can be worked
profitably. The Olson company has a pa-
tent arm which it controls exciusively, and
which will add” to the efficiency of .the
dredger. It is believed that the river hot-
tom will pay 50 cents to the ton. and this
dredger will handle 600 tons a day-

The company built one boat, which was
sold to the Northwest Dredging Company,
of Tacoma. and which found 35 to 50 cents
a yard- last summer. The time during
which work may be carried on Is very
short. For several months the river I3
frozen or contains frozen ice, which makes
work impossible. The best results are ob-
tained in the latter part of the summer.

“We believe,”” said Mr. Hall, “that the
bed of the Quesnelle river contains a large
amount of gold, and that we will be sue-
cessful in sifting it out.”

Full Court Grant Appeal of the
,Defenda.nt in Harris vs.
Dunsmauir.

An Interesting Judgment Handed
Down in a Victoria Cause
Celeure.

In Harris vs. Dunsmuir, Mr. Justice
Drake this morning delivered the judg-
ment of the Full Court granting the
plaintif a new trial. The judgment is
as follows:

Drake, J.; This is an appeal from the
Judgment of Mr. Justice McColl direct-
ing the jury to find a verdict for the de-
fendants, he having arrived at the con-
clusion that the written proposal of -Mrs.
Dunsmuir, which was accepted and act-
ed on by Harris, was in fact the whote
contract. It was strongly contended
that the appointment of agent, and let-
ter of instructions of the 18th of Sep-
tember, 1890, did not make a contract,
because Harris had not assented thereto
in writing, and thus all the surrounding
conversations = became - admissible, aod
therefore the alleged agreement set up
by Harris to pay for expenses and time
in case of no sale, was to be treated as
a separate and indepemdent contract for
which .the plaintiff was entitled to sue.
Harris, in his statement of claim, relies
on his appointment as agent under the
documents of the 18th September, 1890,
and he alleges that he went to England
in October, 1800. in pursuance of such
appointment. This is hardly consistent
with the present contention that the con-
tract was not accepted and acted upon.

The grounds of complaint as appears
by the claim are that the defendant
wrongfully prevented him from earning
his' commission by refusing to accept the
terms which he had obtained. Not one
word about any claim on an independent
contract. that under any circumstances
he should be paid for time and erxpenses
in case of failure:
