Jimmy Chickens is dead. To th.e
stranger within the limits of this muni-
cipality of Vietoria this simple state-
ment contains no significance. To V'S&
torians, however, particularly those in-
terested in police circles, it rfecalls .

the genial aborigine played ‘-‘0“1"‘0“0‘1‘:
parts. He passed away ln a good o
age wome days 2go on the Island which
bears his name, at Oak Bay, and was
buried near the grave of the wife who
ghared his joys, his sorrows and the con-
tents of many & magic bottle. ;

To begin with, the name Jimmy
Chickens is merely & sobrfquet. His
real cognomen is unive'rsnlly.unknown,
he having borne the name which he has
made famous in this locality from early
m;—;zryv}ns considerably over sixty years
of age, and it is quit_,e pos.sible that thfs
greater portion of this period was pass-
ed inside the precinets of the durance
vile on Cormorant street or the .brmk
mansion on Topaz avenue. In this re-
spect he occupied a bright particular
sphere of his own. 1t was exclusively
his. Lawrence Mooney had a record,
while Phillip Chalk had also a reputation
of considerable proportions, but Jimmy

ipsed them all 3
edﬁlj:eo’ne great weakness was his total
disregard for the principle of modera-
tion in satisfying his therst for strong
drink. When in possession of a bottle
of the fiery fluid and unmolested he was
almost though harmlessly h‘re.‘«ponmb}&
and he invariably wound up his orgies
by a sojourn in the Cormorant street
station or at Topaz avenue.

In these questionable observances at
the shrine of Bacchus, Jimmy had as
companion his better-half Jenny, and it
was a pitiful sight which was present?d
by the venerable pair when, maudlin
and with uncertain steps, thay endeavor-
ed to return to Oak Bay, their efforts in
innumerable instances resalting in dis-
mal failure. Then would loom up the
awful presence of a large man in blue,
who would escort the unfortunats couple
to the police station and hustle them
into a cell. The curtain would fzll on
the final act of this drama in the police
court, when the magistrate sentenced
them to a term of imprisomment.

Not so very long ago the wife of
Jimmy's joys and sorrows passed to the
great bevond and Jimmy was inconsol-
able. Life appeared to have lost all its
beaunties for him. For a brief period
even the effervescing fire water had no
pleasures for him. But the reformation
was only a brief respite; old habits came
back to him with an irresistible rush, and
$n a short time he was again a familiar
figure in the culprit’s dock at the police
station, his perennial, deprecatory grin
again illuminating his countenance.

He was a model prisoner. In this re-
spect he has been the object of almost
countless eulogies or the part of the
jailers and other members of the police
department, from the chief down. He
was an indefatigable worker, always
willing, jovial, dexterous, and always
trustworthy. He could be allowed to the
extreme limit of the city on parole and
would return to captivity at the appoint-
ed time. By tacit understanding he was
a potentate among the culprits, his fa-
miliarity with the members of the police
force and his long intermittent residence
at both bastiles giving him a seniority
that was his indisputable right.

Whenever Jimmy was placed in the
lock-up for over indulgence his son and
heir Johnny would invariably visit his
erring father with a change of apparel
and words of comfort. Jimmy needed
none of the latter, and on one occasion
when asked by a scribe which he pre-
ferred, he replied that all he wanted was
his “other pair of trousers.”” He said
that on that occasion it was his last of-
fense against the laws of sobriety, but,
unfortunately, his exemplary resolutions
were speedily broken,

His sense of proportion was unigue.
On being fined on one occasion for be-
ing in possession of a quart bottle of
whiskey, the aged sybarite acquired the
impression that the size of the bottle
had something to do with the large fine.
Congequently when he was subsequent-
Iy gathered in with a pint bottle in his
possession, he innocently inquired if his
fino would be proportionally light.

Years ago he took up his residence on
Mary Todd Island at Oak Bay. Here
with his wife he establisned his head-
quarters. His occupation was salmon
£shing, and the proceeds went toward
teplenishing his supply of liquor. His
hut was the only structure in the Isl-
and: and its style of architacture was
ancient. But it nevertheless was home,
and Jimmy was doubtless as much con-
tented beneath its sheltering roof as he
would be in a more pretentisus dwelling.
It was the scene of many a wild orgy,
and will be desolate in its loneliness now
that its owner has departed,

The last act in the drama of Jimmy's

[ RATES REDUGED.

Dominion Order-in-Council Modifies Charges
on Shingles—Gazette Contains Batch
of Appeintments and Notices.

The Officmal Gazette published last
evening coatains a Dominion order-in-
council reducing tlie rate on shirgles, as
follows:

“Whereag it is found that the rate of
twenty cents per thousand chargeabie on
shingles under section 11 of the regvia-
tions governing the granting of yearly
licenscs and permits to oat timber on
Dominion lands established by order-lq-
courcil of 1st July, 1898, and
amending  orders-in-council, is gt
excessive  n Manit)ba end :
Northwest Territories, where shinglés
sell at from 3250 to $3 per thousand,
but in British Columbia, whe:a they only
sell for $1 per thousand, it is quite ap-
parent that the rate is too high;

“And whereas the timber used iz mak-
ing shingles in British Columbia is of
a clasg that cannot be used for the man-
cfacture of lumber, beiag the hollow
butts of treas cut down in logging, snd
therefore if not used for shingles, will be
burnt in the process of clearing the
lcnd; eand it is thus deemed advieable
to modify the said rate:

“Therefore His Excellency, by wnd
with the advice of tho Queen's Privy
Council for Canada, is pleased to order,
that instead of dues being charged in
the province of British Columbia at the
rate of twenty cents per thousand on
the manufactured shingles, the said dues
shall be and the same are hereby made
chargeable on the shingle bolts at the
rate of fifty (50) cents per cord.” |

Former Attorney of B. A. C. Gives
His Version of the Nego-
tiations.

T. Mayne Daly States That Val-
entine Peyton Became a
Nuisance.

On the court resuming yesterday af-
ternoon, Judge Heyburn stated that he
had a conversation with Valentine Pey-
ton in reference to paying Frank Graves
$10,000 = to procure his assistance to
ratifying the agreement. The name of
this party was not given at first, the
only information given being that he
was very close to the Turners. The ad-
vances came from Valentine Peyton,

He then came to the conversation he
had with Col. Peyton after the meet-
ing refused to ratify the agreement. He
snggested buying out the majority if he
could get the $500,000 out of Col. Turn-
er's hands. Col. Peyton preferred the
cash. He said that Wakefield was act-
ing for them. He (the witness) then
sought a conference with Wakefield, and
went over the ground with him, and ar-
rived at the terms of a settlement as
afterwards set out on the escrow agree-
ment, namely, $6 a share for a control-
ling portion of the shares. This was
subject to their being able to get the
$500,000 from Col. Turner.

He went to the latter and had a con-
versation with him respecting this
cheque, as a result of which Col. Turn-
er agreed to relinquish the cheque, This
was done later on in the evening,

He notified Mackintosh, who went to
the B. A. C. office to be on hand, He
also met Wakefield, who also took steps
to have his principals at tha office,

A meeting resulted, Wakefield and
witness then drew up the escrow agree-
ment, the first part of which he dictated.
Wakefield dictated the latter pert, name-
Iy, the authorization on behalf of the
beneficiaries to sign the document.

The principals then proceeded to the
bank. The stock certificates were then
placed in escrow, the $500,000 was pass-
ed to Wakefizld as Peytoa’s representa-
tive, the Peytons assenting.

He heard no suggestion at any time
of the B. A. C. paying Peytons more
than $6 under any circumstances. Gov.
Mackintosh had nothing to do with tae
making of the contrrct, and his first
knowledge of it was when ha was advis-
ed by witness,

Subsequent to June 28th (the date of
the meeting) he had frequent conversa-
tions with the Peytons, and they never
surgested such an agreemant

Peyton froquently stated that he felt
under obligations to see that W hittaker
Wright zot the property. He said that
he had made such a promisa to Wright,
and felt obliged to do all in his power
to see that it was carried out.

Crosz-examined by Mr. Bodwell, wit-
ness gaid that the agreamsnt of May
27th was in hisx opinion bindirg. Col.
Peyton know about it and talked on
that bacis at the meeting “vith him ou
June 12th. At that meeting they talk-
ed o1 the subject of sccuring immediate
possession, or whether they would wait
for tha action of sharoholders «t the
ratification meeting. Ona juestion way
\\'l.mthor they pay at once and take the
mine over, or wait.

A long cross-examination iook place
on the reasons which prempted the wit-
ress to advise Mackintosh {o follow up
the contract in the face of the cable
from Wright, saying to stay all nego-
tiations. Witness thought that they
were not violating the spirit of their in-
structions.  Ha believed that had Wright
been acqua‘nted as they were with the
circumstances he would have thoroughly
approved of the arrangement.

In reply to Mr. Bodwell, the witness
said he was not being paid for attend-
ance at the trial as a professional man.
Ha had not assisted in the preparation
of the case.

Further questioned, the witness said
a large part of his business was in
Wallace, Idaho, and he had been in some
very big mining cases.

“Is not mining litigation the most cor-
rupt form of litization in your coun-
try ?” asked Mr. Bodwell.

“I do not need to defend the courts
of my country. They are not corrupt,”
replied the witness with warmth.

Mr. Bodwell then asked if the witness
knew the Eureka-Richmond case, and if
l.f wasg not common knowledge that the
jury was bought.

Witness replied that he had mever
been engaged on the case and knew
nothing whatever in regard to it.
Ne‘ther had he ever boasted that he
never lost a case,

T. Mayne Daly, attorney for the B, (AL
C., was also examined. Asked as to
whether Valentine Peyton had ever ap-
proached him in regard to buying over
one of the trustees who in return would
influence Senator Turner to confirm the
sale, he said he repeatedly approached
him, and indeed became a nuisance. He
told him that if he was so0 enxious to in-
duce the sale why didn't he put it up
himself ?

TO-DAY’'S PROCEEDINGS.

Mr. Daly’s cross-examination was con-
cluded this morning. Governor Mackintosh,
who, owing to the recelpt of the sad intelli-
gence of the death of his son, was not in
court, was sent for, and entered the dock
for a few minutes to correct an Impression
left by his evidence that Lord Dufferin had
been disgracéd by the London & Globe. He
said he wished to correct that, as he didn't
think any man could disgrace Lord Duf-
ferin.

Mr, Bodwell then called Col. Peyton to
glve rebuttal evidence regarding the state-
ment of Heyburn that the deal had been

The witness stated that Pey-
burn’s statement was not correct, and that
he had had no negotlations with Heyburn
witever.

FROGMORE MAUSOLEUM,

*Where the Remains of the Queen Wili

Be Laid at Rest,

Within sight of Windsor Castle, in the
grounds of Frogmore House, stands the
Royal mausoleum built by Queen Vicroria
for the Prince Consort’s burial place. In
the house close by, her mother, the
Duchess of Kent, lived till her death, a
few months before that of Prince Albert.
She, too, rests in a mausoleum at Fvog-
more,

The building erected by the Queen for
her husband’s tomb is one of the most
beautiful of its kind. Its interior is de-
corated in the Italian style, with exceed-
ing richness, colored marbles, whbite
statuary marble, bronze ornamentation
and mosaics, all being of the costliest
description. The Queen shrank from
the thought that her beloved Albert, who
was by nature bright and joyous, 1est-
ing in the dark crypt beneath §St.
George’s chapel, which George III had
designed for the tombs of his family,

Several years were spent by the Queen
in elaborating the details of the splendid
mauscleum, It has been guarded with
absolute privacy. On the anniversary
of the Prince Consort’s death, year by
year, the members of the Royal family
gathered in seclusion around the massive
sarcophagus under the octagonal lantern
crowning the building.

The touching inscription “‘Here at Last
I Shall Rest With Thee, With Thee in
Christ Shall Rise Again,” indicates the
Queen’s wish to be laid herself to vest
in the mausoleum.

The Royal burial place for the
(reigns of Britain is~ in St. George’s
Chapel. Windsor, where the original
Wolsey Chapel or Tomb House has been
restored and superbly decorated, and is
now known as the Albert Memorial
Chapel, This contains a sarcophagus
of the Prince, and here the Prince of
Wales’s son, Prince Albert Victor, was
buried in 1892.
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BROWN’'S CLAIM.

Papers in the Case Transmitted to
United States Senate,

In response to the request coutaincd
in the Senate resolution of the 21st, P're-
sident McKinley on Tuesday transmit-
ted to that body papers bearing upon the
claim of R. E. Brown, of Spokane, form-
erly of Victoria and a citizen of the
United States, against the South African
republic. Most of the papers irans-
mitted had been printed hitherto, but
the secretary of state makes a report
upon the subject in which he says Mr.
Brown, on July 15th, 1899, filed with
the department of state an extended
memorial alleging that a denial of jus-
tice has been ecmmitted, to which he
was a party, by the Supreme court of the
republic of South Africa, caused sy the
interference of the executive,

While, from the showing made, there
appeared to be grounds of complaint, the
department, cn account of the war short-
ly atterwards, and of the disappearance
of the organized government of the
South African republic, has delayed tak-
ing definite action until there should be
cither a restoration of that government
or a new government definitely organiz-
ed, upon whom a request be made, if
proper, for payment or for judicial de-
termination.

A Fatal
_I_E}Elosion

Occurred at Giant Powder Co.'s
Works, Telegraph Bay,
Last Evening.

Twa Men Killed, One Dying Al-
most Immediately—Inquest
This Afternoon.

‘About 6.30 o’clock yesterday evening
while George Phillips and John Fenton
were standing in the yard of the Giant
Powder Company’s works at Telegraph
Bay an explosion occurred as a result of
which one of them died almost immedi-
ately, and the other expired at the Jubi-
less a short time afterwards.

‘Operations at the work were termin-
ated for the day at 5.30 o'clock, and, ac-
cording to custom, ffteen or twenty
pounds of nitric acid were left in a
small tank in the yard, in the process of
manufacture,

It was this that exploded, and while
there are a number of theories regarding
the cause, it is impossible to advance
any definite explanation of the catastro-
phe, neither of the mnen, it is said, hav-
ing tampered with the material,

iAilccording to information they were
standing in proximity to the tank talk-
ing when the explosion occurred, and
the violent concussion threw both to the
ground. The men in the vicinity at
once hastened to the scene, and found
Phillips very badly injured, while Fen-
ton died in a few minutes. The injured
man was removed to the Jubilee hos-
pital in the ambulance, which was sum-
moned, and everything was done to al-
leviate his pain, but Le died shortly af-
ter his arrival,

The tank where the explosion occur-
red is situated about 700 yards from the
building in which the explosion took
place last year. On that occasion there
was no loss of life, although the tank
in the building was wrecked, and the
noise could be heard for miles. The
damage to the works resulting from yes-
terday’s disaster was very light indeed,
in fact it could be easily covered by $25.

Of the victims George Phillips has
been a resident of the city for a long
time, while John Fenton was a native
of England, and a member of the R. N.
R., and had only been employed at the
works a few days.

An inquest will take place at the Giant

Powder Works this afternoon at 2.30
o’clozk.

THE ANNUAL MEETING.

Yeur's Reports of the First Preshyterian
Church Show Highly Satisfactory
Conditions,

The annual meeting of the First Presby-
terian church was held last evening. Rev.
Dr. Campbell was chairman, Mr. J. D. Mec-
Intosh secretary. The congregation was
largely represented, and the meeting was
one of the most pleasant and successful
held for several years. All the reports
showed the church to be in excellent con-

dition.

The report of the session referred to
James Flett, one of the elders, and six
other members who died in 1890, in feeling
terms; and the report of the board of man-
agement said of Alfred Flett, who died in
December: ‘“We cannot close this report
without expressing our deep regret at the
loss sustained by the congregation and the
bourd of management through the removal,
by death, of Mr. Alfred Flett, a constant
and zealous member, one who was ever
ready to assist to the utmost of his ability
in all our ehurch work; and we extend to
bis widow and family, and to his aged
mwother, our heartfelt sympathy in tneir
bereavement.”

In referring to the Queen, the report of
the session sald: “To-night the drapery of
mourning belts the globe, and the nation
weeps.

$21.65; Junior Endeavor, $74.65; missions,
$120. Total aggregate contributed during
