“We want
industrial peace, but not at the sacrifice
of any of the elements of manhood.” He
said: “The increased grewth in the or-
ganization of labor has brought greater
responsibility.”

Bishop Potter expressed nis gratifica-
tion at the growth of the spirit of con-
cilintion. He praised the humanity of
American diplomacy in China and said
that it offered a splendid example for
emnlation. “If you rise to this oppor-
tunity,” he said, “you will set the world
another example that yon will have the
privilege to remember with pride all of
your lives.”

John Mitchell said that he was for
peace becauss he had known the bruises
of war. “The relations of labor and
capital,” he said, “are purely a business
proposition. - There is no sentiment -in
it. - Peace is better for both, and T am
for peace if we can have an honorable
peace. I believe there never would be
strikes if the employers and employees
could meet in fair conferemce. If we
could have got a hearing last year the
great coal strike would have been avert-
ed.”

Daniel J. Keafe said that conciliation
was more acceptable than - arbitration,
for in the latter svstem there had to be
a decision defeating one side or the
other.
