MOOSE AND DEER

Are Bought by Dealers for About

left

Four Cents a Pouad.

There have been a great many
moose, deer and caribou killed in the
New Brunswick woods this season, but
notwithstanding this fact, these ani-
mals seem to be quite as plentiful now
as ever. In fact the hunters and
guides who are familiar with the
situation, say there have been more of
these big animals seen in the places
they are accustomed to haunt than for
years past. There have been a great
number, of licenses issued, but, of
co,urse, every one who gets. a lieenqe
aoes not get a deer.” In inatri-
monial aréna it is different. Most of
the licenses are issued to persons
whose object is sport pure and simple.
A walk in the bracing fall air and
when fortunate a shot at one of these
splendid denizens of the forest is sport
fit for kings. Many of the most en-
thusiastic of the hunters are men of
means from the other side of the line.
Of course, there are quite a number of
people who combine the sporting and
the trading instinects, and a lesser
number who go after the game for
what there is in it, in dollars and cents.
The average deer, when dressed,
weighs about 100 pounds, and the price
paid by the dealers is about four cents
per pound, including fore and hind
quarters, skin, feet and head. The
people who have become milllonaires
by their prowess with the rifle are lim-
ited. Moose, of course, are much
larger, but the price per pound is
about the same as far as the dealer is
concerned. Our dealers here handle
about 500 hides in a season. These
come from all over the province, and
are shipped principally to a dealer in
Wingham, Ontario, who makes a spe-
cialty of tanning deer hides. The lea-
ther is used largely in the manufac-
ture of gloves. The legs of the deer
are used chiefly as fancy table legs,
and for ornamental purposes.

In so far as the contents of the re-
port sent by General Stoessel to Em-
peror Nicholas by the torpedo boat de-

stroyer Rastoropny, which craft was
sunk in the harbor of Chefoo after ac-
complishing the purpose of her dash
out of Port Arthur, have come to pub-
lic knowledge, it serves to indicate
that the Russian military commander
at Port Arthur regards the crisis of
the siege as not remote. The report
asgerts that the inner line of defences
is intact; that the damage to war-
ships in the harbor by Japanese shells
is not great, and that the garrison will
be able to hold out against assault for
some time. Conditions south of Muk-
den remain unchanged, although there
are said to be indications that im-
portant developments are at hand.
CHEFOO, Nov. 16.—Commander Pe-
lem, of the Rastoropny, said today
that the destroyer’s object was simply
to carry despatches. The other Rus-
sian ships remained at Port Arthur.
The Rastoropny entered Chefoo with
a music box playing a sprightly air
and the savory odor of a breakfast
steak apparently testifying to the
fact that Port Arthur still enjoys fresh
meat. The destroyer anchored a few
hundred yards abaft the United States
cruiser New Orleans, flagship of Rear
Admiral Folger, commander of the
cruiser squadron of the Asiatic fleet.
The Chinese cruiser Hai-Yung raised
steam within twenty minutes and came
close to the Rastoropny. Capt. Ching
of the Hai-Yung boarded her and held
a brief conference with Commander
Pelem. Ensign Wainwright, Rear Ad-
miral Folger's aide, boarded the Ras-
toropny immediately, but he and Capt.
Ching were not ‘invited to enter the
Rastoropny’s cabin, although a bliz-
zard was cutting their faces. Captain
Ching notified Commander Pelem that
24 hours was the limit of the time he
could remain armed at Chefoo, after
which the Rastoropny would be com-
pelled to disarm.
Following the conference with Capt.
Ching, the Rastoropny was moved fur-
ther in, to the anchorage of the torpedo
boat destroyer Ryeshitelni, where the

The Port Arthur newspaper Novikrai
of Nov. 11, copies of which were
brought to Che Foo this morning by
the Rastoropny prints brief details of
a daring exploit which resulted in the
sinking .of a four-funnelled Japanese
| torpedo boat destroyer.

Japanese torpedo boats and destroy-
ers were engaged in removing mines,
mostly their own, from Tache Bay on
Nov. 3. Midshipman Dimitrieff con-
celved the idea that he could torpedo
the Japanese boats under cover. of
darkness as the latter were busy and
enjoying a fancied security. It was
the very audacity of the plan, the No-
vikrai says, that made it successful.

Securing a steam launch from the
battleship I‘Qetv‘lzan one carrying a tor-
pedo tube, and accompunied by half a
dozen silent volunteers, Midshipman
Dimitrieff, in the dense darkness, slip-
ped out of the harbor and succeeded in
evading the Japanese searchlights.

Circling around the Japanese hoats
With the launch moving-at top speed,
the midshipman came within striking
distance from the seaward side and
launched his projectile, It sped true
to the destroyer. There was a sudden
explosion and the destroyer sank im-
mediatety.

The launch then sped towards the
harbor, but was not pursued, the Jap-
anese evidently not having observed
the launch, and thinking that the de-

stroyer had struck one of their own
mines.

HOW A BRAVE WOMAN
FOUGHT IN RUSSIAN ARMY.

Papers from Port Arthur Contain Ihteresting
Stories of the Siege—How a Japanese
~ Warship Was Destroyed.

The Novikrai of Nov. 11 tells a ro-
mantic’ story of Parateni Korotkie-
witch, who, although a woman, served
gloriously in many fights at Port Ar-
thur until death closed her strange
career. Her husband was serving at
Port Arthur, In endeavoring to join
him she was stopped at Harbin and
was not allowed to proceed further
owing to her sex. She then donned
male attire and succeeded in reaching
Port Arthur shortly before the land-
ing of the Japanese on the Peninsula
of Liao Tung.

Finding her husband’s regiment, she
enlisted in it. She participated in num-

| erous sorties, and although her sex
‘was soon discovered, her record for

bravery, tirelessness and attention to
the wounded, and the excellent moral
influence she exerted over the soldiers,
who never swore in her presence, won
her permission to remain in the ranks.

While fighting side by side with her
husband the latter was wounded. His
wife nursed him until the werisis in his
case, was passed, when she returned to
the front, where she became snessen-
of the
fifth regiment. In the performance of
her duties as messenger she was often
seen riding furiously from one position
to another, seemingly unaffected by
the bursting of shells or the din of
battle.

On Oct. 16 she visited the trenches
with = despatches, when huge shells
from the Japanese guns struck and de-
stroyed the Russian position. Pari-
teni Korotkiewitch and eight others
were instantly killed. They were
buried in one grave with the Russian
flag wrapped about her body.

The Novikral concludes its story by
saying: ‘“Parateni Korotkiewitch had
won the respect and admiration not
only the soldiers but of the higher
officers, and had shown all how to die
nobly.”

The four issues of the Novikrai
brought by the Rastoropny show evid-
ence of a merciless censorship. Two
of them contain no war news and not
one publishes a single explicit state-
ment having reference to the fighting
on land.

The animal, a good sized one,was near-
ly all white, only a few brown spots
showing. Talking with the Globe, Mr.
McCavour said many persons in the
vicinity had seen the deer during the

tempted to kill it. The deer itself
showed evidences of having had a hard
time. One eye had been torn out, evi-
dently by a bullet, and one of the
prongs had been shot off its horns. Mr.
McCavour succeeded in putting three
shots into the deer. He was at the
St. John Mercantile Company’s store
on the North Wharf when seen by the
Globe, and the large crowd gathered
round all expressed surprise at his
capture. The hair was
snow, and old hunters and countrymen
declared they had never before seen a
white. deer.

From the above it would appear that
a very beautiful and exceedingly rare
specimen of the deer has been hound-
ed for the past two seasons, within a
few miles of the city, and at last falls,
pierced by three bullets and is seen to
have suffered for months past as the
result of the determination of other so-
called sportsmen to end its innocent
life.

And this is the kind of sport that is
encouraged by the provincial govern-
ment, Not satisfied with the ruthless
destruction of our native animals by
clouts of bushmen and others, the gov-
ernment spends thousands of dollars
yearly in sending broadcast alluring
announcemeints with the object of at-
tracting the game slaughterers of the
United States so that they may come
and lend a hand in the work of deplet-
ing our forests and exterminating our
native animals.

And all this in order to obtain a
paltry sum from licenses, and money
for a score or more guides, and to en-
able shop-keepers to disposg of a few
hundred, or at the furthest, a few
thousand dollars’ worth of imported
canned meats and other food supplies
for the use of these men while in
camp.

Are the finances of the province in so
low a condition that we must barter
the lives of our beautiful native ani-
mals in order that funds may be raised
to run the country ?

Surely not, and if not, will some move
in this important matter and bring to
a halt the craze that is rapidly grow-
ing, for the destruction of the lives of
animals.

Things are getting to such a state

that one cannot pick up a paper with-

has secured in slaughtering one of
these beautiful animals. The more
beautiful the animal the more praise
bestowed.

Some licenses may
be quite a source of revenue to our
provincial authorities, but it seems to
me that some mode of securing income
other than by the sacrificing of the
lives of our poor, dumb, native animals
might be resorted to.

| condition which causes it is known
as albinism, which is an absence of
coloring matter in the system.

For my part I would prefer that
freaks only were killed and normal in-
dividuals spared, as that would tend
to increase and not diminish the num-
ber of true to species forms in the
future.

The more I hear of gunners in gen-
eral, the more firmly do I believe that
evolution has not as yet had quite
time enough to destroy the savage na-
tures of thousands, for what on earth
else could be given as a reason for so

To such an extent does this nature
exist in many that when on the war-
path common sense and judgment seem
to disappear and anything seen to
move in the distance is fired at even
though in'many cases the moving ob-
ject turns out to be a man.

If our government could do away
with the issuing of licenses to foreign-
ers and charge and collect a heavy fine
from the simple-minded so-called
sportsmen who send bullets through
anatomy of members of their own
genus, the lives of both our men and
lower animals might soon be better
protected.

Again, in referring to the white deer,
I examined the carcass in the market
and am firmly convinced that the
charge that deprived the animal of one
eye a few days before it was killed,was
not from a rifle, but from a shot-gun,
and if such is the case, no doubt dozens
of seriously wounded animals are sent
off to linger, suffer and finally die, from
the effects of charges of shot which
never should kave been fired at them.

The rule followed by all thorough
sportsman is never to fire unless they
are reasonably sure of a kill and no-
thing pains a true sportsman more
than to have a wounded bird or other
animal get away. In closing I would
like to state that although not a
sportsman I have collected quite a
number of birds in connection with
my study of ornithology, and that all
birds taken have been made the best
possible use of and not wasted or
used as ornamentz and further that
the more I learn of birds the more I
realize their inestimable value and the
result has been that I have not col-
lected a solitary bird during the last
three or four years, although my col-
lection is far from complete,

Realizing just how the repert of the

Ezekiel Barlow Ketchum, manager
of the Lawton Saw Works, died at
his residence, 31 Coburg street, about
half-past eleven Thursday morning.
Mr. Ketchum had been in rather poor
health for about a year, but was at
his office on Wednesday of last week
as usual. On Friday his ailment
reached an acute stage and he grew
steadily worsa until the end.

The decvased was born in this city
seventy-three years ago and was a
son of the late Edwin and Margaret
A. (Leavitt) Ketchum. He was a
great grandson of Jonathan Xetchum,
a United Empire Loyalist, who came
to St. John at the time of the war
of the secession. In his early life Mr.
Ketchum followed the sea and was
one of the most successful master
mariners that ever sailed out of this
port. Before he was twenty-one
years of age he was in command of
a full rigged ship owned by Gilbert
& Co., the well known shipping firm
of this city. In 1854 Captain Ketchum
retired from the sea and engaged in
general business in St. John. Two
years later 'he went to Hillsboro,
where he entered the employ of the
Albert Mining Co., eventually becom-
ing its manager. He continued to oc-
cupy this position until the mines
ceased operation owing to the alber-
tite becoming exhausted. While at
Hillsboro Captain Xetchum became
interested in ship building and his ven-
tures in this line were very profit-
able.

In 1881 Captain Ketchum came to St.
John, where he promoted the Court-
enay Bay Cotton Mills, also superin-
tending their construction. Associat-
ed with him in this enterprise was his
brother-in-law, John H. Parks, He
remained as manager of the mills un-
til a few years ago, when they ceased
operation. Captain Ketchum lost,
heavily in this entn MEALOK. g

At a later period he organized the"
Portland Lime Co., whose kilns were
situated at Pokiok. This concern did
not justify the expectations of its
founder either, and in 1892 Captain
Ketchum became manager of the Law-
ton Saw Co., which position he held
until the time of his death,

Captain Ketchum was one of the
liguidators of the defunct New Bruns-
wick Bulilding Society and was also
one of the liquidators appointed by
Chief Justice Tuck to wind up the af-
fairs of the Mispec Pulp Co., which
was recently sold to the city. After
the death of Hon. T. R. Jones he was
appointed to succeed him as inspector
of the cantilever bridge.

Captain Ketchum was a most suc-
cessfui shipmaster, and a very able
business man., He was a man of ex-
emplary integrity, and exceedingly
popular with his business associates
and intlmate friends. His death will
be greatly regretted, and leaves a
blank in the business world hard to fill.

In religion the deceased was an An-
glican, and in politics a conservative.

Captain Ketchum was married in
1855, to Miss Annie Barr, daughter of
the late William Barr of St. John. Mrs.
Ketchum’s death occurred about two
years ago.

Three children survive. They are:
Francis Edwin, railway mail clerk;
Mrs. Archer C. Puddington of New
York, and Miss Alice, who resided with
her father.

The deceased is also survived by two
sisters, Mrs. Brown of San Francisco,
and Mrs. (Dr.) J. E. Grifith of Boston.

The funeral will be held on Sunday
afternoon at three o’clock.
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COUNTED NINETY MOOSE.

Hunters in Gloucester County Can
Select Animals With Heads to
Suit Their Fancy

Gloucester county seems to be the
ideal hunting ground for moose in this
province. In that county it is not a
case of taking the first animal that
comes along, but the hunter has only
to wait and choose a pair of antlers
that suits his fancy; and it depends on
his own skill after that whether or not
he gets them. A great many tourists
have been hunting in the vicinity of
Bathurst and the Upper Nepisiguit
and have returned to the States well
satisfied with their trips. The heads
secured, though slightly smaller on the
averaze than those got last fall, were
well formed and some magnificent
trophies were shipped to taxidermists
at different points to be dressed.

Some of the hunters tell great tales
of ths nuinber of moose seen, one gen-
tleman stating that he actually ccunt-
ed ninety moose at different places be-
fore he shot an animal with a head to
suit him. These hunters leave a sreat
deal of money in the town and among
their guides, the accounts of one New
York party amounting altogether to
nine hundred and sixty dollars for sup-
plies, guldes’ wages and transporta-
tion to and from the hunting grounds.

Capt. Rouse’s relatives here say that
he made considerable money by the
sale of some patents, and they cannot
understand his being in poverty unless
it was that a recent law suit, which
went against him, caused him to lose
all.
