been played, or rather fought, and Yale
bas come off victorions, though it seems
to be true that, as a Yale man admitted,
the result was as much due to superior
luck #s to superine prowess on the part
of the victors. The game was played
in Springfield, Mass. It was s great
game in many respects; great sa to the
intérest ¢ xcited in'it, the peovle in at-
sttendance and the money spent. A
Bpringfield paper estimates that there
were 15,000 persons in attendance from
outside the city, whose expenses would
not be less on anaverage than £5 each,
making $76,000.. The sale of seats is
supposed.to have realized at least $45,-
000, making $120 000 spent legitimate-
ly (if the word is applicable) on the
game, and the sum actuslly spent was
probably much larger—to say nothing
of the sums illegitimately spent in
gambling on the results of the comtest.
It was, o! course, & grest exhibition of
physical force and agility. The men
| engaged in it were ploked and trained
athlotes, and several of them were
| above six feet in helght and weighing
| 200 pounds or more. But the result of
this game and of other intercollegiate
matches which have taken place since
the Yale-Harvard mateh, will certainly
not sdd to the prestiga of foot-ball as s
popular game, or win for it favor with
the colltge authorities. It had been

Bo it
will be seen that the bishops difler
respecting the duties and privileges of
the olergy in reference to ch.izemﬁp
in thestate. Archbishop Ireland evi:
dently holds with such priests as Mo-

take part as & citizen in the direction
of political and clvic affairs, and that
ucder certain circumstances it becomes
an imperative duty so to do, exerois-
ing the right of the franchise and his
personal influence to promote right
government and to overthrow public
wrongs, Bishops Corrigan and Me-
Quaid, on the other hand, hold that
this is all wrong, snd that if the clergy
are to influente political and civic
affairs it is to be done by other menns
than those which are legitimate for
other citizens.

QUESTIONS

Firat. Is it right for & brother who
does not attend tue prayer and confer-
ence meetings to bold an important
office in church?

Becond. Can brethren and sisters be
considered true Christiaos who, under
favorable circumstances, will not at-
tend the social meetings of the church ?

Third. What' are we to"think of
Christians whose voices are not heard
in the church, excepting in times of
revival ?

Fourth. What can be said of church
members who are willing to help pay
the gutor's salary but will not give
anything to home and foreign missions
and other religious objects?

The questions here presented are
such, no doubt, as pastors and the
faithful few who with them eshare in
the labors and responsibilities that be-
long to the work of the ministry often
ask themselves and one another, and
find them much easier to ask than to
answer.

1. As to the first question however,
it would apoear that there should be
little lifficnlty. Of course there msy
ba exceptional cases in which a brother
may be so situated that, with every de-

Mr, Editor :—Under the above heading
jo MesseNoER Axp Visiror of Nov. 7
and 14, Rev. J, Denovan has oriticised
and condemned several old hymps. He
quotes from Cowper, “There is a foun-
tain filled with blood,” eto.; and here is
what he says concerning that hymn:
“The statement is historically, dootrin-

Denovan in many of his criticisms on
quite s number of our hymns in the Can-
adian Hymnal, yet I thinkin some
cases he has carried his censures too
far, For instance, his remark about
that excellent hymu, “Jesus keep me
near the oroes,” etc. Why the doctor
sbould imagins that when we mention
the cross in singiog this valusble
hymn that we have only the crucifix
in our minds I arg at & very great loss
to know. If 80, then we must have the
same crucifix in our thoughts, when
we are told by our Lord in so many
places that unless we thke the cross
and follow Him we cannot be His dis-
ciple. Then when Paul says he glories
in the cross only, we must understand
that he means the literal cross on which
Ohrist died. I fear that the doctor's
tendency 1o literal habite of Beriptural
interpretation has in some way dis-
qualified him from takiog the proper
spiritual grasp of our poetical aspira-
tions. I can very devoutly sing,
“Jesus keep m> near the cross,” etc.,
and have only in my mind what the
cress stood for in the apostle’s mind
when he gloried in the cross, viz., the
suflering and death of our Lord, when
He purchased our pardon on the tree.

Then again he is very much troubled
about Mt, Calvary. Every scholar, or
general Bible student, knows that Oal-
vary is not & mountain. It may have
been & very slight elevation near the
walls of the city on its north-western
side. When compared with Mt,
Morish or Mt. Zion, its summit may
not have risen any higher, nor even as
high as either. But when compared
with the valey of the Kedron on theeast,
and the valleys of Hinnom and Tyro-
peoon on the south and southwest, the
position could be as appropriately
called & mountsin as either Zion or
Moriah, But I doagree with my broth-
er, the doctor, that Calvary may not
bestrictly called & mountain, But it
is sufficiently high to allow a stream
to flow from it. The prophet Zschar-
ish, 13: 1, tells ve that at a future
time the Lord would open a fountain
in the house of David, ete., for sin and
uncleanness. If this refers to the shed
blood of Christ which takes away sin,
there can be no impropriety orviolation
of Christian intelligence or & falsifica-
tion of Christiandoctrinetospeak of itas
flowing from Calvary. If we can sing
to Him “who loved us and washed
us from our sins in His own blood,”
mdy we not conceive of it as flowing
from Calvary? No one can imagine a
a literal podl of blood in which the
sinner may wash ; but he cah conceive
of it figuratively, that as water sepa-
rates the soil from & garment 80 the
blood of Christ, when lsid hold of by
faith & sin from the i
with ‘ail its pollution. The blood of
Jesus Christ cleanseth us from all sin.
I think this myst convinoce the readers
of the Bible and the singers of cur
bymuos that the doctor has been a little
too hasty—not to say flippant—in this
condemnation of our hy mnology.

Barri the only dependent group
in Bhelburne county st present, was
pastorless at the time of my visit, but
sinee my r.turn the Board has syranged
forBro.C. I. McLean, of Albext, to take
up the work. There are five stations
on this field, at all of which there are
neat oomfortable houscs of worship,
although the bassment only of the
‘Woods Harbor house is finished. We
hope to hear that the andience room
has been completed before the end of

another year.

Of the ﬁ\'emmn ohurches
in Bhelburne county, ave received
more or less assistance frcm the Home
Mission Board within the last twelve
years, but three of them are now self-
supporting, and the fourth nearly so.

But what shall Isay of the quarterly
moeting that it was my privilege to
attend at Osborns, & report of which
has slready been given by their secre-
hx,v. Well, this much I can and will
#ay, “It was good to be there.”” Before
the meetings were over I cess:d to
wonder why so many had come to-
gether. I only wish we could have
just such gatherings in every county
in the province. And why can we
not have them.
