STEAMSHIP DODGES
HUGE WATERSPOUTS.

New York, May 19—Watching the
Prinzess Irene dodge through a field
of huge waterspouts was the unusual
experience of the passengers of the
North German Lloyd line steamship
which arrived here yesterday morning.
The waterspouts were sighted Tues-
day afternoon, dead ahead, according
to the story told by passengers, who
differed in their accounts of the num-
ber of the whirling columns. Conse-
vative accounts said six, while the
more excitable alleged that there were
more than a dozen in‘sight.
The course of the Prinzess Irene,
they said, was changed and speed re-
duced, while for more than two hours
she picked her way gingerly past the
waterspouts. Some of the huge col-
umns rose to a height of two hundred
feet, it was said, before they burst, to
fall back into the ocean a churning,
raging mass of water.

Captain F. von Letten-Peterssen,
commanding the Prinzess Irene, said
that he did not count the spouts. Had
the spouts struck the \rmmslnxl they
might have done a glea.l deal of dam-
age,

The steerage passengers were
thrown into great excitement by the
phenomena and many of them fell to
their knees on the deck praying until
they were out of sight,
