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PYed-erlcton, N. B., March 9.—The 
fourth session of the sixth Legislative 
Assembly of New Brunswick was open­
ed this afternoon with a military dis­
play that eclipsed anything of the kind 
ever seen here.

Active service troops now In train­
ing to join the Canadian Expedition­
ary Forces on the firing line in the 
great world war, composed the guard 
of honor, while returned soldiers who 
have been invalided home from the 
trenches, acted as guards about the 
legislative building to keep all un­
known persons away, as one of the 
precautions in connection with the 
opening of the second war-time session 
of the provincial parliament.

The exigencies of the war made it 
necessary to dispense with the cus­
tomary artillery salute that has al­
ways featured the opening of the 
House, but officers who will command 
troops going on active service at any 
*tne now, as well as some who have 
been invalided home, composed the 
personal and military staff of Lieu­
tenant Governor Wood. His Honor's 
two A. D. C.'s—Capt. H. E. Osborne 
and Lieut. F. de L. Clements—are to 
go to the front with the Infantry now 
stationed here, while the twenty odd 
officers who composed His Honor's 
staff, are all actively engaged in mili­
tary work and included Colonel H. 
H. McLean. M. P„ the Brigadier In 
command of the New Brunswick Mill- j 
tary District; Colonel Powell, A. A. j 
G., the officers commanding and 
members of the staffs of several of 
the units now being raised in New 
Brunswick.

House met at 3 o'clock. Hon. Mr. 
Murray said that the circumstances I 
under which Premier Clarke was ab-1 
sent from the House would be deeply 
regretted by all members. For some 
time he had been in ill health, ami 
was advised by his medical attendant 
to take a rest from which he was not 
yet able to be back. Members would 
be glad, however, to learn that Ills 
health was greatly improved, and that 
he hoped he would be able to be back 
in his place before the session closed.

Last session hon. members would 
remember'that the then Speaker, Hon. 
Mr. Dickson, was unable to be pres­
ent on account of 111 hiealth, and whiie 
Ml regretted his absence, they never­
theless hoped for his early recov -y. 
and speedy return to his duties, and 
he was sure It was with feelings o;" 
great sorrow that they all learned of 
his untimely death a few weeks ago. 
The late Mr. Dickson was a gentle­
man in the truest sense of the word. 
His was a character that those who 
knew him soon learned to respect and 
admire, and brought many good quali­
ties to' the duties of his office in the 
carrying out of which he earned the 
respect and esteem of all. He (Mr. 
Murray), felt sure he had voiced the 
sentiments of all members of the 
House when he said his death had 
caused the loss of a real friend.

In choosing a successor to Mr. Dick­
son he was going to offer the name of 
a gentleman well known to them as a 
man ot the highest standing, and of a 
long and honorable career in the busi­
ness life of the province.

He had already served one session 
as Speaker ot the House, and acquit­
ted himself as such to the complete 
satisfaction of the members, and he 
(Mr. Murray) felt sure that his selec­
tion would meet with entire approval. 
He moved, -seconded by Mr. Dugal, 
that Oliver M. Melanson, Esq., take 
the chair of the House as Speaker.

Mr. Melanson was then escorted to 
the chair by the mover and seconder 
and briefly thanked the House for the 
honor conferred upon him.

Ldeut.-Governor then entered the 
chamber and delivered the following 
speech:

All persons attending the opening 
proceedings in the Legislative Build 
ing found it necessary to establish 
their identity before they could gain 
admission to the building. First of all 
they had to pass the military guards 
to reach the entrance, and there they 
were met by police officers and door­
keepers, by whom they were finally 
passed, If they held the proper cre­
dentials. These precautions did not 
have the effect of diminishing the 
attendance for the floor of the Assem­
bly Chamber was thronged with in­
vited guests, while the galleries were 
crowded to their utmost capacity, and 
the ceremonies were watched by Just 
as brilliant a gathering of prominent 
people as ever.

The only un-usual event of the cere­
monies within the Assembly Chamber 
was the election of a new Speaker. 
This was made necessary by the 
death of the late Hon. W. B. Dickson, 
and Mr. O. M. Melanson, the senior 
member of Westmorland, was ele­
vated to this position. Hon. Mr. 
Melanson Is the fink French Acadian 
to occupy the position of Speaker of 
the New Brunswick Legislature, and 
the popularity of the choice was evi­
dent by the hearty applause from all 
over the House when he was declared 
elected and took his place. The mo- 
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4L Murray, the Acting

Premier, who is leading the Govern­
ment forces until Premier Clarke 
recuperates at Clifton Springs, N. Y„ 
where he was forced to go tor a rest 
as a result of his recent sudden ill­
ness. Mr. Dugal, of Madawaska, as 
leader of the opposition, seconded the 
motion electing his compatriot, Hon. 
Me. Melanson, and in so doing briefly 
expressed his congratulations to the 
new Speaker.

Hon. Mr. Murray proved a capable 
leader of the Government forces and 
the business of the House in connec­
tion with the opening of the session 
went along smoothly, while It was al­
ways evident that he has the complete 
confidence of his colleagues in the 
Government and the suptftTiters of 
the administration in the House. Mr. 
H. B. Rainsford, the veteran Clerk of 
the House, who, after twenty-eight 
years of service, was prevented by 
illness from attending the last ses­
sion. was on duty again, while the 
Clerk Assistant, Mr. George Y. 
Dibblee, who also has unfortunately 
been In poor health, was at his accus­
tomed post. The staff of thé principal 
officials of the Legislature is there­
fore practically unchanged, except 
that Mr. G. Hudson Flewelling, chief 
of the engrossing clerks, is also 
assisting in the work of the Clerk's 
office*

Speech From The Throne.
After the military and other formal 

proceedings, including the election of 
Horn. O. M. Melanson as Speaker, His 
Honor Lleut-Govemor Wood opened 
the legislature with the following 
speech:

This work has been commenced and 
will be carried forward as rapidly as 
is consistent with the thoroughness 
which is required to have It satisfac­
torily accomplished.

The lumber cut of the past year 
was much larger than was expected 
at the beginning of the season, the 
revenue from this source being the 
largest In the history of thé province. 
At the present time, prices for lum­
ber are satisfactory and the opera­
tions in the forests, while probably 
not as extensive as last year, are be­
ing conducted on a comparatively 
large scale.

met, are occurrences 
largely featured la tÿne 
adlan history. One by one the grand 
old fathers of Confederation have pass­
ed to the Great Beyond, -but ona sur­
vived to tell the talje of early strug­
gles under adverse circumstances, and 
to see the obstacles conquered to this 
country’s progress. Sir Charles Top­
per livjed to the age of ninety-five 
years, and his death at Bexley Heath. 
England, on October 30th, 1915, caused 
widespread regret, not only In his na­
tive province of Nova Scotia, but 
throughout the British Empire. His 
life was one of perseverance, forti­
tude and accomplishment and he llv 
ed to see many of his visions realized. 
Having been most prominent In bring­
ing about the Confederation of the 
British North American Provinces, In 
1867, he became one of Sir John A. 
McDonald's most Intimate friends, 
and chief adviser, and was largely In­
strumental In causing the construction 
of the Canadian Pacific . Railway. 
When Sir Richard Cartwright, as FI 
nance Minister in the MecKenzle Gov- 
eminent, announced the liberal party’s 
adherence to the free trade system, Sir 
Charles immediately denounced it, and 
proclaimed for a National Policy, 
which the people of this country ap 
proved, and it has since that time been 
the policy ot both political parties. 
When the Boer war broke out he ad 
vised the then Premier, to not furth 
er delay, but to send troops with all 
speed to the assistance of the mother 
country. The history of Sir Charles 
Tupper is the history of Canada, and 
today, as In his time of activity, the 
essential material which goes to make 
up the backbone of our Federal Gov­
ernment, is largely obtained in the 
Maritime Provinces.

"Reference has been made to the 
war which goes on with unabating 
fury. That the British Government 
Intend that the war shall be fought to 
a finish may be found In Premier As 
qulib's statement. Asked as to peace 
possibilities, Premier Asquith replied: 
‘We shall never sheath the sword, 
which we have not lightly drawn un 
til Belgium—and I will add Serbia— 
recover in full measure all and more 
than they have sacrificed^ until 
France is adequately secured against 
aggression, until the rights of the 
small nations of Europe are based up 
on an unassailable foundation, and un 
til the military domination of Prussia 
Is wholly and finally, destroyed.' Noth­
ing could be more positive than, this 
that Great Britain has determined on 
her course, and that course will be 
followed by her colonies.'

"Sir Robert Borden's words of warn 
Ing on December 6th, 1912, in times of 
peace, are just as applicable today in 
times of war. In introducing hie nav­
al proposals he eald: 'But today while 
the clouds are heavy, and we hear the 
booming of the distant thunder, and 
see the lightning flashes above the 
horlaon, we cannot,-and we will not 
wait and deliberate until any impend­
ing storm shall have buret upon ue 
In fury and with disaster.'

What hae Canada done and what 
will she continue doing? This war 
found us unprepared, but no nation Is 
on record as having accomplished 
within the short period of six weeks, 
what Canada accomplished. Within 
that time she trained and placed on 
transports, thirty-three thousand Can­
adian troops, the largest number ever 
eel afloat in history. Compare this 
achievement with the attempt of our 
friends to the south, when calling for 
volunteers in 1898, during the Span­
ish-American war. With more than 
ten times the population of Canada, it 
took them three months and tour days 
to raise 19,000 troops. I am told that 
there are certain sections i 
inoe where people styl&g 
as Canadians, are denouncing Canada's 
participation In this war, and talking 
against enlistment, much to the dis­
couragement of ouir recruiting offi­
cers. I trust that those who are so 
obstructing the advance which is cal-

Speaker and Gentlemen of the 
Legislative Assembly:

It affords me great pleasure to wel­
come you on again assembling for the 
discharge of your legislative duties.

It Is to be regretted that Honorable 
Mr. Clarke, Premier of the Province, 
Is unable, by reason of illness, to be 
present, but I am glad to learn that 
he expects to resume his duties at an 
early date.

I desire to express my deep semse 
of the loss which the house has sus­
tained by the death of the Speaker of 
the Legislative Assembly, the Honor­
able Walter Brittain Dickson.

When the legislature prorogued last 
year we were under the shadow of a 
great war. It Is a matter of great 
sorrow to me that the conflict raging 
at that time has not yet ceased, but 
rather increased in intensity. The 
citizens ot New Brunswick, in 
mon with the rest of the empire, are, 
•however, confident of victory, having 
an abiding faith in the triumph of the 
cause of righteousness and justice. 
The people of the province have re­
sponded generously to the many calls 
made upon them for assistance to the 
different objects relating to the prose­
cution of the war. I am glad to know 
that many of the county councils 
throughout the province have respond­
ed to a most gratifying extent by their 

: contributions to the Patriotic Fund. 
The province has also rendered finan­
cial aid, and. her sons have continued 
to join the colors until a large repre­
sentation of the best of our young 
manhood Is either at the front or pre­
paring to go forward.

In no part of the empire was more 
sincere apprehension felt than in the 
province of New Brunswick when the 
news of the accident to His Most Gra­
cious Majesty the King was received. 
The injury was sustained while, in 
obedience to his hlgih sense of duty, 
he was engaged In reviewing troops 
in France. A general feeling of relief 
and happiness was experienced when 
assurance was recently received that 
His Majesty had fully recovered from 
his serious injury.

In common with the people of the 
Empire we were shocked, by the de­
struction of the beautiful parliament 
buildings at Ottawa, by fire. The ma­
terial loss, while great, is overshad­
owed by the tragic loss of life, which 
occasioned the sympathy of the people 
of this province to be extended in full 
measure to the relatives and friends 
of those who suffered.
