There are no signs yet of reaction, 
and the principal lines of trade are enjoy­
ing another season of unexampled pros­
perity. This is true of the entire country 
except in the drouth districts, where corn 
and cotton were- badly injured. The agri­
cultural interests of the country as a whole 
are prosperous. Iron has always been con­
sidered a good barometer of trade, and if 
this be true conditions must be satisfactory, 

‘ for the great iron mills of the country are 
running to their fullest capacity, with or­
ders three and six months ahead at present 
high prices. Railroad earnings are excellent. 
The percentages of gain are not quite so 
large as last year but this is not to be ex­
pected, and certainly cannot be construed 
as a bearish feature.

Congress opens in about a month, and 
the prospects are that we shall have little 
disturbing legislation. The nation is busy 
and contented and the party in power will 
be disposed to let well enough alone and 
occupy itself chiefly with international af­
fairs, such as the Isthmian canal, Cuba, 
Upon the questions of tariff, reciprocity, cur­
rency and trusts there may be some talk 
but little action. It is in periods of idleness 
and discount that we look for interference 
with business at Washington.

The future of the market seems somewhat 
confused. It is bright in spots and clouded 
in others, and seems likely to continue 
irregular, with no pronounced changes in 
either direction, until the leaders in the 
various deals who have stocks to sell get 
ready to give prices another lift There will 
be plenty of money to invest this winter, 
and good securities are exceedingly scarce, 
recent offerings being promptly taken. This 
is one of the most encouraging features of 
the entire situation.

Chicago, Nov. 3—Two female nurses at 
the asyium for the insane at Dunning, 
ills., will tomorrow be formally charged 
by Secretary i'oliett W* Bull# of the Civil 
Service Reform Association, with having 
caused the death of two patients in the 
asylum, ivate Nedde and Rate Jx-urkowski.

The charge will be made that the nurses 
deliberately withheld food from the pati­
ents, sometimes giving them, nothing at 
all, and. for weeks nothing but bread and 
tea. It will also be charged that medi­
cines provided for the patients were not 
administered to them. The motive to be 
assigned in the charges is that the pati­
ents were especially obnoxious to the 
nurses, and that their course was prompt­
ed by a desire to so weaken the patients 
that they would become ill and be sent 
to a ward for the sick, thus relieving the 
nurses of the care of them* It will be 
charged that this course was carried too 
far and that the .patients’ death resulted 
from it-

The women died early in September, 
and the causes of death were given in the 
death certificates as inanition in one case 
and scurvey in the other. The case was 
brought to the attention of the Civil Se^ 
vice Reform Association by Miss 
Addams, Miss Julia C. Latlirop and Dr. 
Alice Hamilton, of Hull House, who first 
gained their information from Dr* Clara 
Ferguson, for six months woman physician 
at Dunning*

lb St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 1—The list of deaths 
attributed to lockjaw as a result of the 
administration of diphtheric anti-toxine 
manufactured by the city chemist , no-w 
numbers eleven, two more deaths having 
been reported today. Eleven other children 
are reported to the health department as 
suffering from lockjaw with slight chances 
for recovery. The cause of lockjaw in each 
case is said to be poisoning from the city’s 
diphtheric ànti-toxine. The health depart­
ment has now begun the free distribution 
of tetanus anti-toxine for injection into the 
blood of patients who have been inoculated 
with the infected serum and thus exposed 
to lockjaw. The health department has an­
nounced that no more diphtheric anti-toxine 
will be made by the city of St. Louis.

The investigations ordered by the coron­
er’s jury to determine positively the cause 
of the deaths of the eight children who are 
alleged to have died of lockjaw following 
the administration of the city’s anti-toxine, 
it is expected will be completed in a few 
days. Doctors are making tests with the 
anti-toxine and the serum taken from the 
spinal column of thé dead children.

Dr. Bavold, city bacteriologist, who made 
the anti-toxine complained of, taken from a 
horse, which developed tetanus on Oct. 1 
and was shot, declares that if the animal’s 
system contained tetanus bacteria when the 
last serum was taken from it, it was pos­
sible to detect by an inspection of the horse.

At the Baptist hospital an independent in­
vestigation has convinced doctors that the 
presence of tetanus germs in the city anti­
toxine has been undisputable. A goat was 
inoculated with the anti-toxine Wednesday 
night, developing symptoms of lockjaw 
later and died, today.

Truro, N. 6., Nov. 2—(Special)—Only 
$100 now stand between the Intercolonial 
BaBwuy and the town in the water sup­
ply fight.

Quincy, Mass., Nov. 3—A body found in 
the Quincy woods, near the Milton line, 
yesterday morning, was today positively 
identified as that of George M. Treat, of 
Livermore Falls, Me., who had been miss­
ing from his home about a year. The 
identification was made by a son, Harry 
Treat, this afternoon, and the body will 
be buried in this city, 
at one time one of the richest men in the 
state of Maine, and it is supposed his sui­
cidal act was the result of despondency. 
A bullet hole in the left side of the skull 
showed that he came to liis death from 
.that wound. The medical examiner de­
cided it a case of suicide. The body had 
eviideatiy been in the bushes about a year 
and but little remained except the skele-

Liverpool. Nov. 3—No further cases of 

the bubonic plague in Liverpool were offi­
cially reported today. United States Con­
sul Boyle assures intending passengers for 
the United States that they need not fear 
at present that they will be quarantined 
on reaching American ports. Mr. Boyle 
said: “I can say .that I am not a bit 
nervous over this outbreak of the plague 
in Liverpool. If I thought the situation 
serious enough to require the quarantine 
of vessels from Liverpool at United States 
ports, I would recommend it; but thus far 
I have not seen any such necessity.”

New York, Nov. 1—A despatch from 

Cape Breton, N. S., says it is reported 
there that the Dominion Iron & Steel Co. 
discovered that it is unable to make Bes­
semer steel owing to the fact that its coal 
contains too much sulphur, and its iron 
ore too much phosphorus.

It is therefore reduced to the necessity 
of manufacturing merchant iron only.

[It was reported more than a month ago 
that the Bell Island ore contained a too 
high percentage of phosphorus to make 
good Bessemer steel. This statement, 
however, was subsequently denied by per­
sons who were supposed to be able to 
spas* authoritatively and consequently 
was not made public. The information 
from New York is, therefore, not sur­
prising.—(Ed. Teüep-aph.

Still a Or Shortage—Crop Prospect* in 
South Benefited-Canadian Business Sat­
isfactory.
The complaints of car shortage noted in 

Bradstreels’ trade reports for weeks past 
are repeated this week in an even greater 
degree. The holding off of killing frost at 
the south (it is now weeks behind the 
average date) has bemefitted the crop pros­
pects, but, coupled with immense receipts, 
has induced a Tailing of estimates' and low­
ered prices six-sixteenths 
week.

In keeping with raw cotton, wheat has 
feflt. the influence of the heavy movement of 
grain at the northwest, heavy increases in 
visible supplies in Manitoba, and rather 
lass critical advices from Argentina. Hog 
products are lower, it is claimed, because of 
manipulation, 
strength, and some grades of sugar are 
also lower.

Among the staples advancing, corn is 
prominent. Wet weather and good buying 
have stimulated prices of that product and 
of oats. Print cloths have gone counter to 
the raw material, mainly because of manipu­
lative buying. The effect of these two di­
verse movements has been to unsettle the 
market slightly^ while the failure of the 
Fall River spinners to vote in favor of a 
strike is still another disturbing element.

The. woollen goods situation is in good 
shape and manufacturers have bought free­
ly, sales at Boston alone aggregating 15,- 
000,000 to 20,000,000 pounds. No particular 
change in iron and steel is noted. Copper 
maintains its former strength, an agreement 
to restrict production being reported among 
the great interests.

Mild weather is a drawback to Canadian 
trade, but it is satisfactory nevertheless.

When the deputy sheriff and his pris­
oner arrived here after the long journey 
up the river from Chesuncook to North­
east Carry and down across Moosehead 
Lake by canoe and steamer and thence 
to Dover by rail, they were accompanied 
by three sons of the prisoner, who at 
once began arrangements for the defense 
of their mother. All the members of the 
party were weary and travel stained and

greatly delayed. Mrs* Gero had frequent 
attacks of fainting, and at Northeast Car­
ry it was necessary to stop nearly 24 
hours because of her condition* It

Peaks, of Dover, to appear for the defense

sessor of the much envied certificate.

The doctor boarded the train about a 
mile from the station, and held the 
sary examination of the passengers. All 
were greatly amused and watched with a 
lively interest the development of the 
purchase.

When the doctor came along, the In­
dian bared his arm and was given a 
check to pass through. Next came the 
Frenchman, who showed his certificate 
and was given a similar notice of liberty.

The Democrats intend to carry the work 
up to the last moment and today have not 
changed their forecast, which is that Mr. 
Shepard will receive a majority in the 
great city of about 50,000. ___

\ IRON CUTS THE PACE. Unseasonable weather affects

The Markets of America, it is Predicted, 
Will Prove Brisk, and Wall Street Will 
Awaken from Its Uncertainties.
New York, Nov. 2—The stock market is 

still under the influence of contusing and 
conflicting conditions. Rumors of an early 
removal of tire Northern Pacific deadlock 
hid a stimulating effect upon values, while 
the Amalgamated Copper situation and the 
possibility of further gold exports were dis­
tinctly unfavorable. Tfie trio of uncertainties 
was quite sufficient to keep out the public 
as buyers, and leave the market entirely to 
the tender mercies of professional traders 
in the absence of any aggressiveness by the 
big leaders.

With so many uncertainties in the financial 
atmosphere and attention to business some­
what diverted by the excitement of a political 
campaign, the time is not oronitiou* for any 
organized bull movement. It may be argued 
that there is very little material for a bear

23 THE ENGLISH TIMBER MARKET.

London, Oct. 26—The Timber Trades 
Journal today has the following: The tim­
ber trade is gradually recovering from the 
depression caused by the heavy importa­
tions and high prices of last year, and 
there is a steady under-current of business 
somewhere to account for the large quantity 
of wood taken out of stock at the chief 
centres of trade. The general commerce of 
the country is in a decidedly unsatisfactory 
state, but it does not lessen the consump­
tion of necessary articles, under the head 
of which foreign timber may be ranked. 
The autumn shipments may now be con­
sidered over, and free-dh-board business has 
become a question of the future. The heavy 
character of the stock here, and the un­
certainty regarding the demand for the 
ing year, will probably make the buying 
Reason later than usual; and it is very 
doubtful if importers, looking forward, will 
have sufficient confidence in the durability 
of the recent advance to make very exten­
sive contracts for 1902 delivery.

The position of spruce is still firmer than 
was indicated in our last issue. We can 
point out that the Nouvelle cargo, for which 
£7 c. i. f. was offered, has been sold at 2s. 
Od. advance to Garaton, on the Mersey. 
Again, we know of. a St. John, N. B., steam­
er cargo sold to the Bristol Channel at £7 
c. i. f. which could have been sold at bet­
ter terms a day or two later. Also, a cargo 
of Miramichi deals at £7 per standard c.i.f., 
with the usual reduction for oddments. We 
cam hear of only one or two cargoes now in 
hands of agents yet unsold, and for these 
there are several applicants.

At Liverpool the Theresa (s), from St 
John, N. B., has just arrived in the river 
with a cargo of spruce deals for Lumley, 
Lloyd & Co., and about 28,000 feet of birch 
timber for Thomas Rimmer & Son. Another 
cargo of spruce deals for Harrison, Robin­
son & Co. will follow in about a fortnight, 
and this may, perhaps, bring forward some 
more birch timber for Thomas Rimmer & 
Son. On an exhausted stock of St. John, 
N. B., birch timber, this should go well in 
the market.

At Glasgow the principal import this 
week is per the Unique, from St. John, N. 
B., which is discharging at Shieldhall a full 
cargo of spruce deals for Celder, Henderson 
& Livingston. We understand a considerable 
proportion of this cargo has already been 
disposed of. The only other import to re­
port is per Ava, from Moulmein, with 1,216 
teak logs, 7,350 teak planks, besides which 
are blocks, keys and scantlings, consigned 
to Edmiston & Mitchells, Cant & Kemp, and 
Denny, Mott & Dickson, Ltd. ; in all about 
1,000 loads. This vessel had previously dis­
charged at Greenock 1,150 loads teak logs 
and planks. By the regular liners from Mon­
treal there Is almost nothing, one only hav­
ing c<7i'ne to hand, with 700 deals and 01 logs. 
The Tribonia, which was expected this week, 
has been delayed, but is due in a few days, 
and has on board 400 standards spruce and 
pine deals. At Bowling, the Trio, from 
Bathurst, has landed 4OS standards spruce 
deals and battens for Wylie, Stewart & Mar­
shall. Business is reported being done to a 
faif amount in pine and spruce deals at 
Arm prices.

At Greenock importations this week in­
clude 44,861 pieces spruce deals and ends, 
and 1,281 pieces spruce scantlings, per 
Norge, from St. John, N. B., on account of 
Blackwood & Oo., Port Glasgow.

ing, the weakness of thej industrials and the 
unsatisfactory state of affairs abroad. These 
are facts that must not be forgotten. Com­
petitive bidding for control has carried some 
stocks many points above their value, rend­
ering them extremely dangerous to mar­
ginal holders, because the time must come 
when they will sink to their intrinsic level. 
Nor can the evil day be postponed by 
changing 6 per cent, stocks into 8 per cent, 
bonds, cutting tihem in two and selling at 
par. These are very profitable transactions 
for some parties, but stockholders of the 
guaranteeing companies are likely to feel 
the load when tihe period of contraction sets 
in. As for the industrials there is fortun­
ately little speculation in these but they will 
be the first and most sensitive to any com­
mercial reaction. Thus far our prosperity 
has been so great that we seem compara­
tively indifferent to European depression, yet 
it must not be overlooked that au y im­
pairment of Europe’s purchasing abilities 
will inevitably be reflected here, and that 
the continuance of low prices In Europe and 
high prices in the t/nited ôtâtes means a 
check upon our exports and a stimulus to 
our imports that will soon put an end to 
the phenomenally favorable trade balance 
with which we have been congratulating 
ourselves during the past four or five years. 
Already there have been symptoms of a 
change in the drift of our foreign trade, 
exports having shown two or three declines 
and fm ports a steady growth, and this fact 
was emphasized by this week’s shipments 
of gold at a time when we are usually im­
porting gold. Because of our great financial 
strength and prosperity, it is argued we 
can easily sparè considerable sums for 
Europe’s needs, which may be fortunately 
true, but it docs not alter the fact that cur 
international exchanges are in a less favor­
able condition than they have been for sev­
eral years. At present we need foel no seri­
ous concern about gold exports, for bank 
reserves will soon begin to rise, and there 
are no present indications of important dis­
turbances in the local money market, especi­
ally with (Secretary Gage’s precautionary 
offer to buy bonds in an emergency.

On the favorable side of the market we 
have the expected end of the Northern 
Pacific deadlock, which has proved such an 
insuperable obstacle to all speculative opera­
tions since last summer. Very likely its 
immediate effect will be fully discounted 
when the formal announcement appears; still 
the general market will be distinctly re­
lieved by the removal of a very threatening 
element. Another epcouraging feature is 
the satisfactory condition of general btisl-
