I cad Strtte 
in my own knowledge that a large portion 
of the trade mentioned now belongs to 
Halifax, simply on account of the miser­
able accommodation in St. John,and that no 
fruit grower would send his produce to 
what might be called, in comparison, sn 
inferior market. In Halifax we have ample 
accommodation—here we have none. Can- 

wf not this be remedied and cannot your Com­
mon Council take the matter into consider­
ation and establish as a market some con­
venient shed or store house where hundreds 
of barrels may be stored so as to give the 
owners an opportunity to sell without de­
taining the vessel for an unwarrantable 
time and without any practical benefit?
