The inquest on the bodies of Holden B.
Borden and Thomas Murphy, engineer
#id fireman, was commenced yesterday
afternoon. The jury were duly sworn at
the residence of the deceased in Peters
strect.

the wheel of the engine regulating the
pressure. He was told by a young man
named Smith that thé water was very
low in the boiler. - The boiler had a glass
water gauge. He-sudderly felt the floor
rising under his feet diid heard the noise of
the explosion and femembered nothing till
he heard Smith calling him to help him out ;
they did so and afterwards lights were
protiuced and they found Borden and
Murphy’s bodies.

Thomas ‘G. Ralston, shoe manufactur-
er in Murphy's ‘buildign, went into the
factory at twenty-five mimites past
ning; went intd the ‘engine room; ex-
amined the steam gauge which indicated
about 50 Ibs. ahd was 6rdindty pressure.
He had some conversation with the engi-
neer as to how slie had been run-
ning. The engiheeir (Borden) said

she was running very well and using
very little coal. He then went up
stairs into the room oveir Mr. Murphy’s
store. He was talking to one of his
men whetl the explosion took

which threw him off his seat, enveloped
them in steam; at the same time the
lights {vent out. He went to the win-
dow and broke some panes of glass to
et fresh afr, after which he went away.
orden was not a regular enginé driver,
but hal been placed in charge by Mr.
Murphy, and had driven the engine about
ten days and run her very steady.. The
boiler was always consit?ered good and
ng; and was owned by the Corpor-
ation, but no examination had ever been
had: bf the engine.
Joseph Andrews, M. D.; was the next
witness: e was first called to see a
young man who had been injured at the
explosion. He was then called to see
Murphy, the fireman. He had a wound
over right eye; on examination with
a probe it was found to have been done
{ some instiumeht thit had penetrated
the brain and was sufficlent to produce
death: Afterwards went to see Borden;
he was.so mangled that death must have
been: instantaneous.

Samuel Plercy, a steam fire engine
driver, was then called. He ran the
engiune last fall for the Corporation; she
was a portable engine, ahd considered to
have a good boiler. He had seen her
frequently since she was placed in Mr.
Mutphy’s building; her beiler was new,’
only having been used about four weeks
by the Corporation. There would be no
trouble if plenty of water was given her;
he examined the boiler since the explosion
and found there had been a scarcity of
water. The crown sheet of the boiler
was completely gone, and had been over-
heated. It had fallen forward over the
furnace mouth; it was burned from ex-
cessive heat, and it could not have hap-
pened if there had been sufficient water.
If the driver of the engine had gone ac-
cording to his instructions, and never al-
lowed the water to be less than two inch-
es in the glass, no accident could happen.
Witness had seen Borden drive and did
not think he knew anything of engines,
mdr did he consider a man not acquainted
with an engine egpable of driving one.
On Friday last he had gone down
to see the engineer and found the water
enl;udy gone.qnt of the glass and called

aftention to it, and told him he
aﬂ‘{rwtﬁe water to get out
0 s he did not then start the

He t en
went‘hhd‘spdke to Mr. Ralston and told
him that the man there before the deceas-
ed, was- & safer man, though neither of
them knew anything of an engine. He
therefore believed the explosion was from
gross neglect.

Mr. Ralston added to his testimony,
that their firm rented power from Mr.
Murphy, and he had frequently spoken to
Mi. Miirphy on the subject of having

good engineers. They have nothing
whatever to do with hiring the engineers.

The inquest then adjourned until to-
day at three o’clock.
