Beautiful as are the Canadian 
voodg when the fresh green of spring 
lothes them and when they are in 
he full glory of their summer foli- 
ige, it is in the fall, when the crimson 
nd gold to biasing in the forests, and 
when the hills are covered with a 
arpet of many-tinted, low-growing 
reepers and grasses, that their full 
oveliness is apparent. At this season 
if the year it is worth while to gc 
out, away from the town, and climb 
o the top of the mountains that over- 
ook a wide expanse of the Valley. 
From practically any of the mountains 
1 view can be obtained of the Annapo- 
is Valley, which is a riot of color 
hese autumn days.

It was no doubt the wonderful color 
of the maple leaves in the fall, as 
well as their beautiful summer green, 
that made Canadians choose the maple 
leaf as their emblem, for its royal 
hues, as well as for its place a3 one 
of the most noteworthy trees of Cana­
da.

Dean Howe, of the department of 
forestry in the university of Toronto, 
states that the coloration of the woods 
is not due to the effect of frost, as is 
generally supposed. “In fact," he says, 
“we have our most brilliant colora­
tion In the seasons when we do not 
have frosts early.

“The requirements are warm days 
and cool nights. The leaf manufac- 
turers in the warm days moer sugar 
than can be transported. The trans­
portation of the sugar from the leaves 
to other parts of the tree requires 
a comparatively high temperature. 
When the nights are cool, the excess 
of sugar accumulates in the ceEs of 
.he leaf. This excess sugar, in the 
presence of tanic acid, which is a 
natural ingredient of all plant cells, 
forms the anthocyanins. These are 
of various colors, mostly some shade 
of red. This material is in solution 
in the water of the cell sap. You 
know the green coloring matter of a 
leaf is enclosed within the small pro­
toplasmic bodies. These bodies also 
contain yellow coloring matter.

"When the leaf begins to die in the 
fall, there is a retardation and finally 
a cessation In the formation of the 
green coloring matter exposes the 
yellow coloring matter, which has 
been there all the time. That .is the 
reason that leaves turn yellow. These 
same maple leaves, if they are killed 
by a hard frost, will turn yellow be- 
tore they die."
