If you Buffer with perlodieDiabetes is an impairment of the
one-sided sick headache, ushered In

a medicinal cure or any other specific 
cure—there is none. But go to a good 
physician and let h‘m find out whether 
there be one or more predisposing 
causes calling for relief, such as un­
recognized infection of nasal accessory 
sinuses, impacted or unerupted teeth, 
or some source of irritation or Infec­
tion in a distant part of the body. 
This* means the expenditure of con­
siderable time and money in the search 
alone—various instruments of precision 
and experts must be employed. Yet it 
is a sound investment. Were it only 
the matter of treatment of a few bad 
teeth, or a new coat, you would not 
hesitate. Why do people hesitate when 
their most valuable asset—health—is 
concerned?

capacity of the body to utilize certain 
food elements, particularly starches 
and sugars. About two persons in 
every thousand adults have diabetes, as 
compared with about thirty in every 
thousand adults who have tuberculosis 
(nearly all of us have latent or inac­
tive tuberculosis). Diabetes may oc­
cur in childhood, but most cases de­
velop after mature age; and it is worth 
while to remember that most cases of 
food drunkenness or overeating, as In­
dicated by excess weight, occur after 
mature age.

"Nerve strain" in business and so- 
dal and domestic life, has long been 

suspected as a causative factor in dia- 
betes, so many cases occurring in in- 
dividuals who freely admit having en- 
dured such strain. “Nerve strain" is 
all right as camouflage, just as "ner- 
vous breakdown” does very well when 
the doctor thinks the patient’s condi­
tion had best be kept to himself. It 
is curious and inexplicable, if "nerve 
strain" has any relation to diabetes, 
that of about 40,000 soldiers passing 
through a hospital centre in France 
but two were found to have diabetes, 
though routine urine analysis was care­
fully carried out in all cases.

In the comparatively few cases of 
conjugal diabetes husband and wife are 
more frequently exposed to good food 
and too much of that, than to any 
other possible factor, as Dr. L. P. Jos- 
Un points out.

The Jews in America are exceeding­
ly fond of diabetes—and of too much 
good food. Joslin remarks that over- 
feeding begins in childhood arid lasts 
to old age, with the increasing afflu­
ence of the Jewish people in America. 
There are probably more fat Jews of 
mature age than overnourished persons 
of any other race in the country.

Diabetes to popularly supposed to 
occur more frequently among the well- 
to-do than among the poor. If so, it 
is only because the well-to-do are 
more generally given to gluttony.4

Heredity was once deemed a possible 
factor of diabetes, but it is more likely 
that the habit of overeating and con­
tempt for wholesome exercise are 
handed down from father to son or 
from mother to daughter. The aver­
age person really imagines the first 
twenty pounds of excess baggage rep­
resents so much surplus health.

Although rare cases of diabetes in 
children who have probably not -been 
overfed occur, the sum of all recent 
studies of the subject seems to be that
