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Yf the burden was to be felt any where as heavy; it could be only in
the new counties, where the colonifts were occupied, in t.he cultivation of
{ands ftill in a wildernefs ftate.

But even thofe parts of the provmce, young as they are, would prob-

¢, ably find no caufe to complain, The Noble Lord at the head of the Go-
vernment, had already fet apart portions of land, to encourage the inf
truction of the children of their villages; and they had ample ground to
look‘f(o‘r other appointments for the coxnty fchools of their Diftriéts; not
to mention, that the applauded merit of their fidelity to the Crown, in
the late troubles, may expeét aid, as foon as their wants are properly re.
vealed, from the numerous charitable foundations and focieties of the mo-
ther country, for which it is fo greatly renowned.

Leaft of all, as the Chairman conceived, was it to be apprehended that
a Colony-College would fail, unlefs there was in its own bowels, fome.
thing repughant to the energy effential to its fuccefs.

It may moft.affuredly expect the powerful patronage of the Crown, and:
of all that with well to fcience, fo friendly to the interefls of our com-
mon humanity : perhaps, it may be thought worthy of the National ate
tention.
