nity to attend the Atlantic Lesbian,
Gayand Bisexual Conference. Initially
we went as members of the NSPIRG
group HAH, Humans Against Homo-
phobia, burt left feeling as though we
were part of a much larger, stronger
community.

It was through their
successes that, with the aid of peer
support and education, a more positive
future for gay, lesbian and bisexual
youth is in sight.

However, as university stu-
dents and members of the educational
system, we were acutely aware of the
issues surrounding gay, lesbian, and
bisexual youth.

More importantly, it gave usa source of

even after the conference had ended.
This newborn spirit will aid us in the
war against homophobia.

As the conference closed, the an-
ticipation of a future conference was
itself an indication of this year's suc-
cess. If the willingness of people to
volunteer ideas and time for next year
is any indication of what the future
might be perhaps will see more new
faces and feel an even greater sense of
pride.
