was never levied for purposes of revenue, but as a safe-
guard against unrestricted immigration, and might
well be used in providing educational facilities for this
large section of our foreign population.

Jews.

The Jewish work of our church is well known.
There are 100,000 Jews in Canada, and they are in-
ereasing both by mnatural rate and by immigration.
