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Among other problems thrust upon us by the War is the question of 
our Colleges, so sadly depleted of students. The proposal to effect a 
mobilization of the Colleges of the Church, so eminently desirable from the 
standpoint of economy, is likely to meet with many practical difficulties. 
The church and tne country will await with interest the outcome of the 
debate on this important matter. This problem will come up to Assembly 
through its Board of Education.
