—BELA KUN TO THE ALLIES

PARIS, Tuesday.—Bela Kun has forwarded to
M. Clemenceau the following reply to the latter’s
second Note «—

““The Hungarian Republic of the Soviet declares«
frankly and openly, and without hesitation, that
not only will it comply with the demand of the As-
sociated Powers immediately to discontinue hos-
tilities, but that it has already in all respects com-
plied with this demand

““We are not the eause of the continuation of
bloodshed, but the troops of the Czecho-Slovak Re-

publie, who, taking advantage of the fact that at .

the behest of the Allied and Associated Powers, we
at once suspended war operations, took the of-
fensive which we could only repulse by counter-
offensives with the object of making it hereafter

h’a.ible for the:nbto continue their advaneo We

forward advanee in territory occupied by them.
“In order to effect the recalling of the troops

and the evacuation of the territories without blood-

shed we have today invited the governments and

k. commanders-in-chief of both Czecho-Slovakia and

Rumania to send to our general headquarters or
some other place military delegates fully” empower-
ed to lay down the formalities of evaeuation in mu-
tual agyeement with your chief command.

“We desire to point out that, contrary to’the de-
elaration nf the Allied and Assoomted Govern-
ments, geeording . to which eonquest can not form
the Basis of the froutiers of the new States these
frontiers appear to wato be drawn solely by the
right to the strongest.

“It is absolutely impostible to ereate normal
economie life and production within these frontiers
_because it is impossible to ensm the very sub-
sistence of the population hvmg in the territories
thus limited. We hoped to be _given, the oppor-
tunity to prove before the Peace Conference . the
truth of this assertion.

““We wish to emphatically state one péint. viz.,
that under such conditions even a system of guy-
ernment as solidly founded as our own could hard-:
ly prevent the struggle for existence within these
frontiers from degenerating into a war of each
man against his neighbor. We ask you kindly to
tike the necessary steps with the Governments of
Czecho-Slovakia and Roumania—Exchange.

In addition to the case of the labur officials, a
number of foreigners have also been arrested, we
understand, under the provisions of thé recent
Act of Parliament, which the press reported as
heing rushed through both Heuses of Parliament
in twenty minutes. This new Act is a ‘‘blanket’’
measture, oste'nsibly aimed at thé advocates of
physical force for the overthrow of established
authority, but designedly constructed so that very
wide and unknown scope of application and in-
terpretation of it is placed within the hands of
the bureaucrats of thc administration. Should the
under-it, precedents will .
be established which will effect thousands of others
holding unorthodex economie and political views,
and the last femnants of old established . and bit-
terly fought for privileges of freedom of thought
and spee¢h will be swept away. The attempt to
penalize these men constitutes a blow at the work-
ing /elass movement towards a Dbetter state of
things. This blow ean only be met by contesting
thoroughly the validity of the charges in the courts
of law. Every present indieation points to it that
the trial will be the most important and far-reach-
ing in its consequences which has heretofore ef-
fected the labor movement in Canada. ¢
