An Act to naturalize Andrew Craigie White, William Higgins
Sargent, and William Green Armstrong.

[Passed the 31st day of March, 1856.]

SECIoN I. Nanes of persons naturalized.

Be it enacted by the governor, council, and assembly, as follows:
Names of per- 1. Andrew Craigie White, of Yarmouth, inthe county of Yar-
sons natural- mouth, tinsmith; William Higgins Sargent, of Liverpool, in Queen's
"*ed county, trader; and William Green Armstrong, of Halifax, in the

county of Halifax, yeoman, so soon as they shall respectively take
and subscribe the oath of allegiance in manner prescribed by
chapter thirty-two of the revised statutes, shall, within this pro-
vince become naturalized subjects of her majesty, entitled to ail
the rights conferred by the act of the imperial parliament, passed
in the tenth and eleventh years of her majesty's reign, entitled,
"an act for the naturalization of aliens.
