The good result which many persons ob­

tained last year in pitting corn fodder, leads 
this year to the making of many pits, or silos, 
tor this purpose, all over the country. So 
that if there is the least q 
utility of tho process it will 
by a thousand experimenters.

We were much interested in witnessing the 
filling of the pits bnilt by tbe Messrs. Buckley 
Brothers, of Port Jervis, N. Y., whom we 
visited about tho middle of September. It 

been their habit for many years to pat in 
a large area of sowed corn, which was out and 
pat np for curing in stocks, and afterwards 
housed or stacked near the barns. This year 
they have a larger area than nanal, a large 
part of which they put down in pits for winter 
feeding. This matter of pitting or ensilaging 

rn fodder has been carefully investigated by 
tnem, and they have made, this ; 
pits under the cow bam floor, 
are 22 feet long, 9 feet wide, and 151 
deep, side by side, with a two-foot vu 
twepn them; They are walled all around 
cemented water-tight. They would answer 
well as cisterns. These two are jnst bnilt, 
but there is an old one, 10 feet wide, 50 feet 
long, and 7 feet deep, which is under the 
ing floor. Tho cow-barn is 120 feet long, by 
30 feet wide. Tbe feeding floor is 10 feet 
wide, and the standing space for the cows is 
tho same width on each side. There is room 
for 86 cows in this stable, np to the barn floor. 
The floor, the stalls and all from side to aide, 
was taken up for the filling of the pits, bnt it 
will be relaid.

I never heard of a more abominable case 
of cruelty than that oisclosed at a recent in­
quest held by Mr. John Humphreys, the 
coroner, upon a poor woman who was found 
dead upon the steps of the Poplar Union. At 
9 o’clock at night she first applied for admis­
sion, telling the porter that it he did not let 
her in she should die. He answered that 
without an order from the relieving officer, 
which she had tried in vain to procure, " she 
must remain out all night." Again she 
ged him to let her in, saying : 
move further—I shall die," whereupon the 
porter replied : "Then yon must die." At 
about 1 o'clock the poor creature again re- 
peatedly importuned the Cerberus for shelter 
bnt all to no effect. Between 3 and 4 o’clock 
—six hours after application for admission— 
the poor outcast died, and was removed by 
the police to the mortuary. The night watch­
man, who did not deny the main facts of the 
case, admitted that he occasionally absented 
himself, and left an aged pauper in charge of 
the gate. The Coroner, of coarse, “ animad­
verted in strong language," and the jury ex­
hibited the customary" indignation bnt this 
revolting case must not be allowed

And for 
short : " Not worth a damn ’’—or bit of paper 
that was a dead loss 1 It is not to the credit 
of our American lexicographers that they 
have not recognized this origin of a phaase 
peculiarly American, and that if " slang " at 
first having a basis in fact, like a countless 
number of other words, it has been enrolled 
as a factor in onr accepted language—as 
•• gerrymandering ” lias been. The people 
did better than their writers of primers, 
grammers and dictionaries. Damn means |a 
loss (in American parlance, as above a worth­
less scrip). Damnable, for its general mean­
ing signifies *• worthy of severe censure."

Cat the neck off as n 
the head as possible, remove the wings 
drew the entrails,before taking the bird d 
The turkey is hung np alive, and taken down 
ready for market. Lay the bird on his breast 
upon a clean board to cool. Turkeys 
should be carefully handled in dressing, to 
avoid breaking the skin, for it robs off very 
easily when they are warm. Remove all the 
pinfeathers and pack the birds when sent to 
market, in clean straw, eo that there will be 
no marks of blood upon them. Handsome, 
clean dressing will add a cent a pound, and 
often more, to the market price of all kinds 
of peultry.
