Kaiser is “Bound to

London, Aug. 14.—Reuter’s Tele­
gram Co. has received the following 
despatch from Christiania. The Brit­
ish auxiliary cruiser India was sunk 
by a German submarine in Norwegian 
territorial waters, according to the 
contention of the Norwegian govern­
ment.

“Prompt action to stimulate 
port were made necessary by the fact 
that it was impossible to find stor­
age for new crops on account of the 
unexported balance of last year’s har­
vest.

"Unless Germany’s threatened boy­
cott is carried out, it is hoped tnat ex­
ports will proceed henceforth at the 
rate of six hundred cargoes a day.

thrown into Europe. What is needed 
to make assurance doubly sure for the 
allies is for Great Britain, after a year 
of war, to rise to the biggest view of 
her military requirements and make 
bolder use of her military means. The 
effect of that will be the same as 
though another great power could be 
added to the Great Alliance.

“No competent critic of European 
conditions believes we will be secure 
against all contingencies until we 
have nearly 2,000,000 men under arms 
in Europe, with as many more behind 
them training at home. This country 
will not be equal to its duty to the 
allies and to the issues of existence at 
stake for the empire until we have 
created the factor that will alone 
insure overwhelming the enemy.

“We believe the fall of Warsaw 
ought to be more than redressed in 
its effect upon our allies and the 
world by a declaration of universal 
service in this country. By that mea­
sure alone the full determination and 
capacity of Great Britain can be at­
tested without those doubts and de­
lays which should not long be tolerat­
ed in waging in this most fateful of 
wars.”
