INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Jan. 15—

Representatives of  the coal mine

owners and miiners -of the central
tompetitive distriet, comprising the
states of Indiana, Illinois, Ohio and
Western Pennsylvania, met here. to-
day to fix a date and place for the
holding af the joint wage scale con-
ference. It is also planned fo draft
an agreement whereby the miners
will continue work 2a'though the'wage
conference may not agree ‘on a scale
by March 31, when the present con-
tract expires.

Miners and operators agree that a
suspension of work during the nego-
tiations of a new contract i€ unnec-
essary, and both sides are hopeftu
that a plan to.continue working the
mines will be reached. Tt has been
said that the miners are fairly well
satisfied with the, present working
conditions, .and have intimated that
their wage demands will not be dras-
tic. For these reasons it is believed
that the wage conference will not
have niuch trouble in drafting a new
working contfact.

Two committees, one on resolu-
tions and the othu on the wnatnu-
tion of thé United Mine Waorkers of
America, which  holds its biennial
convention here beginning next Tues-
day, commcxued work to-day in pre-
paration for the meetiflg. More than
300 resolutions have been submitted
by iocals in all parts of the country,
and the commigtee will sifit these
and makc a report to the convention.
