Continual Fight

BUT I'HE ALLIED LUSSES WERE

SLIOHT — POWERS DO NOT

“ REALIZE FHE EXTENT OF

© THE WORK THEY HAVE
UNDSBRTAKEN, .

London, June 21.—A news agency de-
pateh fram Shanghai, dated June 20,
Sayp:—'‘After an arduous march and
frequent fighting with the Chinede,
Viee-Admira! Seymour arrived at Pe-
kin om Sunday afternoon. On five oc-
casjong the Chinese attacked the col-
amm im great force. There were many
mognted men among the Chinese, but
most of the natives were badly armed.
At times they fought with! admirable
courage and bravery. The losses of
the Chinese during the march are esti-
meated at 500 killed. The losses off the
foreigners were trifling. The state
of affairs inside Pekin it is impossible
to, describe, in view of the many con-
flicting reports ,nothing  baving en
received from the legations of foreign-
ers there. Surprise is expressed at the
ifact that a large force of Indian
troops have not been ordered here.”

The reports of ‘Admiral Seymour’s
arrival at Pekin and of the safety of
the foreign legations, originating from
Chinese sources and cabled to this
city from Shanghai, are still unveri-
fied, However ,the Italian consul at
Shanghai has wired to the Italian for-
eign minister, Marquis Visconti-Ven-
osta, that Lhe legations are safe, The
rebellion is spreading far and wide.
There is an impression in diplomatic
circles here and on the continent that
the allies have not yet grappled the
situation effectively and that even 50,
000 troops woald be powerless to do
mach to-control 4,000,000 square miles.

The latest story sent out by the
Shanghai gossips is that Prince Tuan,
,’Hvsif # of the Tsung Ii Yamen, has
burned the imperial palace at Pekin
and, murdered the Emperor and that
the Empress Dowager had committed
saicide.

The effect of the bombardment of
the Taka forts as described by the
Shanghai correspondent, was gory in
the extregee—nothing less than “rivers
of bleood,” and ‘muiilated ecorpses”
piled up inside the forts. The Rus-
sians guaarding ' Tien Tsin, according
to another regort, fired artillery and
rifles ,on Jane' 15, at a range of 50
yards, into dense crowds of attacking
Boxers, and killed. 300, Japan, ac-
cording to a despatch to tke Daily
Mail from Yokohama, intends to land
L 9. . -
an expedition at Foo Chow,

A Hong Koag despatch says:—"The
{Chinése expect troable at Canton on
the departure of Li Hung Chang for
Pekin. It is rumored that the forts
Bave received orders to fire on any
foreign warship attempting to pass.

Telegraph correspondent at Pretoria, in a
despaten dated Sunday, says:—‘‘An inform-
al truce, for five days, is 1 operation be-
tween Lord Roberts and Commandaat Gen.
Botha. : i

The British have pengirated Transvaal
territory as far as Mach orp. Pass ng-
ers who arrived at Lorenzo Marquez from
the Transvaal asserted that heavy artillery
was engaged, and that the Boers abandoned
Machadodorp, retiring northward. Presi-
dent Kruger is still at Alkamar.

Boer bulletins regarding General De Wet's
operations along Lord Roberts’ communica-
tions assert that two convoys were captured
and 300 workmen, with fifty military, taken|
prisoners.

It is reported from Lorenzo Marquez
that a resident of Komatipoort has beeu ar-
rested and shot by the Boers for complicity
in the breakdown of the Malana bridge

President Kruger's unstamped sovereigns
have been offered for sale in Lorenzo Mar-
quez at 20 shillings.

A member of the British House of Com-
mons, who has had an important connec-
tion with South Africa, is telling a story of
a telegram alleged to have been received
from Cape Town, which says that Mr. Krug-
er has really escaped, and is aready on the
seas bound for Europe, and that the person
oceupying the executive office car is not Mr,
Kruger, buc is a substitute.

Advices from Pretoria, dated June 17,
say that an official proclamation has been
issued to the effect th .t any further wreck-
ing of communications will be followed by
the demolition of the farms for five miles on
both sides.

As Candidates for President and Vice-

Philadelphia, June 20.—Late to-night
Senator Hanna made an announcement
that all other candidates for the vice-

o wov, Theodore

wvy O Roose-
velt of New York, bad been with-
drawn, and that Mr. Roosevelt will be
nominated by acclamation.

“The adminigtration,” said Senator
Hanna, “has had no candidate for vice-
president. It has: not been for or
against any candidate. Tt has deemed
that the convention should make the
candidate, and that has been my posi-
tion throughout. It has been a free
field for all., In these circumstances
several eminent Republicans have been
proposed; all of them distinguished .
men with many friends.

"I will now say that on behalf of all
the candidates, and [ except none,
that I have within the last twelve
bours been asked to give my advice
to. After consulting with as many
delegates as possible in the time with-
im my disposal, 1 have concluded to
accept the responsibility involved in
this request. In the present situation,
with the strong and carnest sentiment
of the delegates from all parts of the
country for Gov. Roosevelt, and gince
President MeKinley is to be nominated
without a dissenting voice, it is my
Jjudgment; that Gov. Roosevelt should
be nominated for vice-president with
the same unanimity.” -

This announcement of Senator Han'-
na was mode after a ong consultation
withl many leaders of the party. He
called all the newspaper men into one
of the rooms where the cansulations
had taken place, and read it from man-
