Until 1870, or thereabout, nothingwhat- 

ever was known about Russian budgets. 
A vague kind of tradition existed that 
they always miraculously balanced, but 
how or why they balanced nobody knew. 
Gradually since that date a little more 
light has been let in upon the affairs of 
the Finance Minister. Regular budgets 
and accounts of a sort have been published, 
and â few facts are now known. They all 
tend to sustain the conclusion that Russia 
is not solvent. Deficits are the rule, and 
recent years have brodght little reduction 
in tkeir amount, although the Empire 
lias been at peace. For the year 1883 

tht last whose accounts have lieen 
published—the shortcoming was about 
three-and-a-half million pounds, and it is 
doubtful whether there has been a single 
year of honest surplus since the Crimean 
War.

Facts like these are well calculated to 
alarm the creditors of Russia, but the 
methods of Russian finances are such that 
they need not disturb the equanimity of 
the imperial Finance Minister very much. 
We have said that a State may contend 
with bankruptcy for well-nigh a century, 
and that is, we suspect what Russia has 
been doing. The ..
WARS AGAINST THE FIRST FRENCH EMPIRE 
unquestionably made Russia bankrupt, 
for ner silver rouble then went to a pre­
mium of 320 per cent., so completely was 
the currency swamped by over-issues of 
paper. But part of this depreciated pa­
per was withdrawn by means of a fund­
ing loan, partly issued abroad. That was 
in 1817, and from that date until now the 
necessities of the Russian Treasury have 
been met from time to time by large 
drafts upon purses of wealthy and cre­
dulous foreign investors. The diversity 
of Russian borrowings has been something 
wonderful, especially since the Crimean 
War. When the State itself could not 
find a pretext for coming upon the money 
markets of Holland, England, France, and 
latteriy of Germany, there was always a 
railway loan handy. By one means or 
another the Treasury was replenished, 
and not only so—financiers and banking 
establishments at home were kept in good 
heart. The Crimean War added at least 
seven Jiundred million roubles to the to­
tal obligations of the Empire, including 
the new issue of bank notes, and Russia 
ought then to have stopped payment. 
She did nothing of the kina. She mere­
ly borro wed the more industriously abroad. 
Between 1859 and 1884 upwards of two 
hundred millions sterling were raised in 
foreign markets on one pretext or another, 
and even that was by no means sufficient. 
The last war with Turkey swelled out the 
debt by about one hundred million pounds, 
broke down the rouble to less than two 
thirds of its par value, and Foreign 
Money Markets were not so ready as of 
yore in coming to the rescue. The Lon­
don Market has been in a great measure 
shut against Russian Loans since 1877, 
and the only markets open on the Con­
tinent—those of Beilin, Frankfort, and 
Amsterdam—have not been strong 
enough to take up the burden. The in­
ternal debt has, in consequence, been aug­
mented in spite of every effort to throw it 
upon the foreigner, and Russia is thus near­
er bankruptcy now, and much nearer than 
at the darkest hour of any earlier period 
in her history. Were the rouble now 
worth three shillings instead of two, hep- 
total debt would exceed that of England; 
while such is the poverty of her popula­
tion and rudimentary character of her 
trade that her hundred millions of people 
are not one-half so well able to bear the 
load laid upon them as England is. Five 
and thirty years ago, in 1850, the interest 
and other charges of the Russian public 
debt were just one fifth of what they are 
now, and the revenue was put down then 
in official papers at about one-half its pre­
sent amount. The pace of the borrowing 
has therefore, been terrific, and there is 
reason to believe that it has almost ex 
hausted the carrying capacity of the 
Empire.

In all probability, therefore, war on 
large scale would at last strain Russian 
credit to a breaking point.

If employers and 
employees everywhere had an equally 
exalted sense of their responsibilties and 
obligations one toward another the strifes 
and strikes which so unceasingly and too 
often so disastrously disturb labour and 
capital would convulse the industrial 
world no more.

“ There is no such thing as ‘ deteat’ in.

It would be well if temperance workers 
would make the above sentiments their 
own when discouraged by seeming failure 
in their efforts to promote the good cause.

There is undoubtedly much in our town 
and country to discourage temperance peo­
ple if they have not strong convictions 
that they were working in the right dir­
ection, when they seek to put down the 
liquor traffic, there is however also 
much to encourage in the reports that 
come to us from other places. And while 
we would thank God and take courage, 
we would respectfully and earnestly ask 
even those who do not see their way clear 
to identify themselves with the temper­
ance people, to consider how far it is just 
or kind to the boys of our town to toler­
ate the violation of the Scott Act.

Is not this state of things just training 
them up to disregard the laws of the land?

Surely it is not too much to ask that 
for their sakes, all difficulties in the way 
of enforcing the Act be removed and give 
it at least a fair trial.

THE SCOTT ACT AMENDMENT.
The House of Commons spent practical­

ly- the whole of yesterday’s sitting in die-

The Vale Colliery Explosion. 
John Greener, manager of Vale Colliery, 
in a letter to the Halifax Herald shows 
that the explosion in the Vale mine, 
which resulted in the loss of thirteen 
lives, was caused not by gas, as first be 
lieved, but by an explosion of gunpowder. 
He says; “ The men at work at the face 
of the slope at the time of the accident 
had bored a hole a distance of four feet 
into the bench of coal at an angle of 45 
degrees. This hole being one foot into 
the solid coal in advance of the mining 
performed ~by these men, and being charg­
ed by powder, steamed and fired, causing 
a blow out on the first shot the flames of 
which set fire to a can of powder stand­
ing near the spot and also to coal dust, 
thuscausing the disaster. Greener thinks 
the Albion mines explosion five years ago, 
by which forty-four men were killed, was 
caused in the same way, and demands a 
government enquiry and additional legis- 
ation to prevent such disasters in future.

But although 
the valour of the Goovkhas in 1880 dis­
mayed even the Afghans themselves, they 
were an equal terror to their English lead­
ers from the cruelties in which their 
native ferocity and fierce religious hatred 
of their Mussulman foes found constant 
vent. After one of the battles near Can- 
dahar, a Goorkhas battalion went over the 
field with their long knives and literally- 
cut to pieces every wounded Afghan 
whom they found. On another occasion 
a Goorkha soldier set fire to the clothes 
of a fallen Mussulman, and then danced 
around him with shrieks of delight while 
the poop wretch w-as slowly burning 
alivp,

Ottawa April 13.—House met at 3.30. 
Chapleau introduced a bill restricting 

and regulating Chinese immigration. It 
provides (1st.) for the imposition of a tax 
on each Chinaman landing in any part of 
Canada of $25 a head; (2nd.) that the 
number of Chinese carried in vessels 
shall not be more than one for each ten 
tons of net tonnage, the mates and crew 
to be counted in the computation; (3rd.) 
that strict quarantine regulations shall be 
adopted preventing any landing of any 
Chinaman or woman having any con­
tagious disease—any Chinese woman 
known to be a prostitute not to lie allowed 
to land; (4th.) each Chinese person to 
receive a certificate, which must be regis­
tered. Chinese already here must pro­
cure certificates within twelve months. 
Penalties àre imposed as punishment for 
joining any secret organization or tribunal 
for the trial of offences. Any Chinese 
desiring to leave Canada must obtain a 
certificate. The act is to come into force 
October 1st, 1885.
