We natura'ly 
thought a whale had been cast ashore 
and was going to swallow all the bass in 
the freeze, s at the Point, and we were 
net far wrong, as it turned out that one 
of the officers from your town had been 
sent hy tlie inspector to ascertain if such 
a fish as bass had been frozen last 
autumn in the several freezers, and on 
examination, to the officer’s amazement, 
the whale had swallowed them all and 
grounded. After an explanation by 
Ambrose, the officer returned satisfied, 
and made his report accordingly.

Now, sir, what stupidity is still 
manifest in the department of fisheries, 
to send its officer to 1 oak for base at a 
place where everybody who reads knows 
that even if the officer had seen bass 
in the freezers he could not lay a finger 
on one to seize it, as every fish was 
caught in season and in the waters cf 
Kent county, which washes the shore 
near the freezer» and bought from the 
fishermen there.

The only county where bass are pro­
hibited from being caught is Northum­
berland, its river and tributaries. Point 
E«cuminac fishermen can fish in Kent 
county waters and sell their catch after 
September in any yenr, and they can 
ship at their own station at St, Louis too. 
And if our merchant» choose to buy 
they are free to do so and ship at Chat­
ham if they choose. All that is required 
is a certificate from the locel officer that 
they were not the produce of our river 
or bays.

A BAFFLING POINT.
Which Troubles the Government in 

the Lizzie Borden Case.

Boston, Pec. 6.—It is thought that 
the arraignment of Lizzie Borden for the 
murder of her parents will take place in 
about two weeks, when the prisoner will 
be taken into court at Fall River to 
plead. At that time, it is understood, a 
special session of the court will he 
arranged for and time and place set for 
the trial. The Providence Journal says 
that one of the baffling points in the 
investigation by the government was the 
method used by the murderer to destroy 
the garments which he or she had worn 
during the committal of the deed. In 
-the evidence submitted at the prelimi­
nary trial it was developed that, upon the 
arrival of the police officers at the scene 
of the murder, they lifted the covers 
from the stove and discovered the dying 
embers of a tire, with the presence of 
ashes, the latter giving indications that 
an attempt had been made to burn some­
thing. It is known that the grand jury 
was told that a dress was burned iu the 
stove on the day of the murder, hut 
there is no evidence to show that it 
belonged to Lizzie Borden.
