It is a fact but little known! to., people who 

keep poultry, that the first part of a hen which 
becomes disarranged on the approach of die- 
•aae, ia the ovaries or egg produsiug organa.

Iixeeis of fat, exposure to w et ana told, poor 
condition, shedding leathers, improper food, 
went ef exercise, or lack of certain element, in 
the food to develops the embryo evg, will all 
produce the same effect and cause the liens to 
stop laying.

It sannot be laid down as an “ironclad” 
rule, that when n hen ceaaas laying it is a posi 
tive symptou she will soon he sick ; but it can 
lie stated with the utmost assurance that 
something is wrong or she would not cesse lay­
ing for weeks, and often months.

The annual egg [iroduct [ier lien, in this 
country, ranges Iroin three to sight dosen each. 
Now thia is by fur too small. There ia no 
earthly reason why every lien that lays at all, 
h.uld not be made to lay from ten to fifteen 
dozen aggs each per year, and continue to do 
so for at least five years. We kuow of parties 
who get eggs at that rale iu mid-winter iu onr 
cold climate.

How to get eggs iu cold weather interest» 
every person who keeps hens. Mr. Charles 
Raymond of New Canaan. Conn., writes under 
date of March 8, 1887, “ 1 had excellent ré­
sulta from feeding SueniDAS’e I’owdkh to my 
seventeen hens. In December they laid 924 
eggs ; in January 177 ; and in February 241.

Farming is a business, a profession, 
a practical and icier.liOc operation 
Tho process of nature^must be under­
stood, and worked in harmony with 
1 lie chemtalvy o! the earth and air. 
The processes of nature poust be 
understood, if not in their technical 
terms and language in that common 
way, in that lensib.'c understanding, 

|«Uiat common sense way, that theit 
own advantage and capabilities may­
be turned to the best account. The 
lawyer works by law and precedent, 
the physician works by symptoms 
and indications, the , merchant by- 
rule and observation, the mechanic 
by measures and capacities. The 
farmer must work by *11—by rules, 
laws, obeervation and expei intents. 
He must be a skilled workman in the 
productive, operative end commercial 
circlesdn which liis business lies and 
his sphere of circulation extends.

FEEDING STRAW 1’ROFH’A- 
BLY.

Opinions of feeders differ prelly 
widely ss to whether straw can bo 
fed with profit or not. The best 
dairymen arc .strongly opposed to 
any straw feeding to cows giving 
milk. One of them said to us re­
cently, “ I never let my cows get a 
liste of straw if 1 can pi event it. 
It is used for bedding, and they, will 
eat some, 1:0 mit ter how well fed, ns 
it is a change ; but I had mtiïh ralli­
er they would not,”

Feeding straw successfully proba­
bly requires pcculinr conditions not 
gonciully found. It is a dry food 
and therefore illy adapted to making 
milk. I.i is aot a rich food in any 
respect, much of it being a woody 
fibre of no more nutritive value than 
so much sawdust. What it has of 
nutrition is mainly carbon or heat 
giving and if it were even richer in 
this it would not alono keep an ani­
mal in vigorous health. And yet 
there are feeding uses for straw in 
which it serves an excellent pu-pose 
Given with linseed meal or cotton- 
seed cake it furnishes the bulk which 
those excessively condensed forms 
of nutrition require for safe feeding. 
As it is bulk rather than nutrition 
that is needed, straw may be well 
substituted for hay. This has been 
found true in practice by those who 
have given it a trial.

Tlrre is great différence in the 
quality of straw. That from early- 
cut grain retains more freshness, and 
becomes much loss hard and woody. 
Too often straw is considered hardly 
worTt caring for, and cut late and 
pooriy stacked it rots down into 
very poor manure. It may bo brt- 
ler even thus than to be relied on as 
a staple for Winter feeding, unless 
there are large supplies of foods 
rich in albuminoids to give with it. 
—Am. Cul.

RICH MANURE.

Under the most favorable condi­
tion a considerable part of the feed is 
undigested, and is found in tho ma­
nure heap. The great differences ic 
the character of the manure of dif­
ferent classes of animals is obvious 
to all, and farmers speak of the dif­
ferent kinds as varying in strength 
(richness), according to the animals 
from Which they come. Few ideas 
are more fallacious. The value 
(strength or richness) of manure de­
pends upon the character of the food 
upon which the aniiml lives. The 
manure of pigs is oidinarily rich­
er, because the common feed of pigs 
is much more nutritious. It is ex­
actly eo with all oti cr animal ma­
nures. Their value depends upon 
the food, and as scarcely two kinds 
of food an of the same digestibility, 
and produce manure of equal value, 
it becomes an important matter to 
study their character as effecting the 
value of the manute of animals fed 
upon them, __

Attend well to the sanitary condi­
tion of the cow, says the Lew Eng­
land Farmer. Give her pure air, 
pute water aud pure feed, and keep 
her in a good, clean stable whenever 
it is necessary to protect her from 
inclement weather. Never allow her 
to drink dirty, stagnant water, or 
sour swill slops, and then expect 
good, pure, sweet milk. Absolute 
cleanliness must be observed in 
every manipulation of butter. You 
néed to use tin pails for milking, and 
they must always be thoroughly 
scalded between milkings and kept 
sweet and clean. The milker should 
never resort to the filthy practice of 
wetiinjj the teats and letting the 
drippings from bis dirty hands go in­
to the pail, lie should have clean 
hands, and should be kind and gen­
tle with his cows, and milk them at 
regular hours each day.

TREATMENT OF BARNYARD 
MANURE.

The proper treatment cf barnyard 
manure is a matter of pecuniary in­
terest to the farmer, l’rof. Weber, 
in a recent repott issued by the Oh o 
S'.alo of Agriculture, says on this 
subject :—

1. The stab’c floor should, be im­
pervious to water, and may be made 
of brick or plank.

2. Enough bedding should ha used 
to completely absorb the liquid ex­
crements. Strpw is the best bed­
ding.

3. Where the manure is allowed 
to accumulate in the stable it is often 
necessary to apply some absorbent 
for the escaping ammonia. The best 
ahsorbeuts arc muck and soil sprink­
led over the surface from lime to 
time. With this precaution no loss 
or evil results will come from ths ac­
cumulation of manure iu stables.

come, and hot water is often poured 
into the churn to get the bu'1er, says 
an exchange. This makes it come 
soit and white. By all means use 
the thermometer in the cream, and 
do not let the chart! be too cold when 
the cream is poured in it Keep it 
in a warm room for a a hour before 
churning. Bring the cream to a 
temperature of at least sixty-ihree 
degrees, and a little higher may do 
belter. This will save work an J 
make better butter.
