From the data supplied 
by this inquiry has licen carefully reck­
oned thennmber (120,000) of intemperate 
persons dying every year in England 
and Wales from all causes, and, what is 
more important, the number of those 
who were killed hv drink. This latter 
number is a little over 30,000. It does 
not include those (infants and others) 
dying is a result of crime or negligence 
on the part of drinkers, or as a result of 
inherited defect”, but simply those who 
kill themselves with alcohol. The num­
ber is about the same for the United 
States, estimating on the basis oftlie latio 
of absolute alcohol consumed in thc two 
countries.

Thirty thousand killed each year in 
the United States, 30,000 more in Eng­
land. Let us go further. In the report 
of the Swiss lederal council iu 1885, after 
a special and exhaustive investigation, it 
appears that the amount of alcohol' con­
sumed in the countries of Canada, Nor­
way and Sweden, United States, Great 
Britain and Ireland, Aus'ro Hungary, 
France, Russia, Get 111 in Zollverein, 
Belgium, Switzerland, the Netherlands 
and u uiua.k is 076, 724,985 gallons, or 
about s x times as much us in England 
and the United States alone. The same 
amount of absolute alccl.ol can be safely, 
reckoned as causing an equal amount of 
mortality on an average, in all these 
countlies. Six limes 60,000 equals 360 
000—the number of deaths each year 
caused in these countries by drink.

Three hundred aud sixty thousand a 
year! In an tverage generation of thiity- 
three ycais the uuinber is nearly 12,000-, 
000 (11,880,000). Iu the lifetime of a 
man of seienty years the aggregate death 
roll will teach thc amazing figure of over 
25,000,000 (25,200,000).
