OCG FED TRAPPED FRIEND

Sugar Prices Fixed
By New Order

Montreal, Sep. 3—The Board of Com* 
merce yesterday issued its order concern­
ing the sugar inquiry. The order, in ad- 
lition to providing sh'pments by the re­
tainers in combination of 2,000 tons of sug 
ar for the purpose of Western Fruit Grow- 
;rs, dealt with its recently promulgated 
embargo up n the export of sugar. It 
further provided for fair prices for sugar, 
which prices are made applicable to the 
refiners, wholesalers and retailers. The 
embargo has been modified so as to per­
mit the export of sugar which was the sub 
ject of a bona fide binding contract fir 
sale to persons abroad, hereto fore made, 
provided[that no such shipments shall be 
mTde which will prevent any refiner from 
inanufacturing and supplying for domestic 
consumption the amount of raw sugar pre­
viously allocated to that factory for tha1 
purpose.

The board further orders that hereafter 
ind until the board shall, if necessary as 
the result of changed conditions, othtr- 
wise order any price on sales for consult p. 
tion in Canada, shall be deemed an unfair 
price which exceeds a price arrived at on 
the following basis:

1. Refiners—All sales by refiners may 
bear a net profit not greater than two 
fifths of one cent per pound, it being es­
timated that such profit will ensure from 
sales at net over eleven cents per pound 
which sate price will include a commission 
of not more than five per cent., payable 
by the ref nersto wholesalers, or other di;- 
tribut.ng to the retailers and other trade.

2. The wholesalers - All sales by whole, 
salers may produce not more than five per 
cent, commission mentioned. This five 
per cent, commission will be paid to the 
wholesalers by the refiners, and wil| 
be included in the refiners’ list 
prie3. The refiners’ list price will be that 
at which the wholesalers will sell to the 
retailer.

3. Retailers-AU sales by retailers by a 
profit not greater than the last listed re 
sales of the refiners which produces the 
sugar, plus the actual freight paid or pay­
able, and plus one cent per pound as the 
retailers’ net cnly profit.

If the export market is ultimately for­
bidden to the companies they may apply 
to the board for reconsideration of dom­
estic prices.

In brief the result of this fixation of 
prices or rather of profits, by the board§ 
is that the utmost profit that can be 
made by the refiners is two fifths of a cent 
per pc uni, but, because, according to re. 
finery practice, sales are frequently made 
b.low ac.ual cost of production (this be­
ing the result of market conditions affect­
ing the raw product), out of this two 
fifths of a cent per pound, the refiners will 
have to pay*their losses during non profit­
able periods. The wholesalers’ profit is 
limited to five per cent. The utmost pro­
fit that a retailer may make is one cent 
per pound. It is conceived that in actual 
practice, it will be only occasionally that 
the various profits mentioned will be 
made in full.

Massachusetts Farm Agent Tails Re­
markable and Touching Story of 

Canine Affection.

In the Telegram, Worcester, Mass., 
John E. Dearth, field agent of Worces­
ter county farm bureau, tells this \ 
story of the intelligence, sympathy, af-r 
fection and clever understanding on 
the part of n dog, which came under 
bis observation In a recent visit to 
Princeton ;

A Princeton man who Is fond ol 
horses and dogs owns n finely bred 
hunting dog and he misstgl It for sev­
eral days, lie made Inquiries all 
around, hut no one hud seen anything 
of the animal, and after a week the 
owner gave ItTffi'as lost. One of the 
farm hands was rambling through a 
chopped off wood lot a few days later 
and came upon the dog caught In a 
steel strap set for a skunk. Both fore- 
paws were held In the jaws of the 
trap and the dog could not escape.

But In spite of Its terrible prédira^ 
ment It was not emaciated, and al­
though in pain had not gnawed its 
forelegs as many animals will do when 
they are In the torture of a steel trap. 
Strangest of all. scattered all around 
were bones and scraps of meat. Sev­
eral hen bones and beef hones, with 
shreds of meat still clinging, were un­
der the captive’s nose, and it was 
chewing a bone when the farmer dis­
covered Its plight.

The trapped dog was carried home 
In the arms of the man who found it. 
and then, a little later, the owner went 
to the trop to see who or what brought 
those bones and scraps of dog 
food to the suffering captive. While 
he stood silently regarding the little 
heap of bones and scraps, another dog 
from his own kennels came through 
the brush with its jaws filled with 
chicken bones, meat trimmings and 
other gleanings from the kitchen, gar­
bage pail. The dog dropped its load 
close to the trap and sniffed around as 
If It were worried.

Calling the dog after him, the own­
er went back to where the injured 
dog was licking its wounds. When 
the other dog saw the rescued animal 
It barked, capered around, wagged its 
tail almost off, and then lent its own 
moist tongue to the healing process 
on its friend’s sorely bruised paws.

Empires That Have Fallen.
Six empires have disappeared within 

the memory of living men. remarks a 
writer In the Brooklyn Eagle. Nearly 
800,000,000 people, close to one-hulf 
the world's population, have liven re­
leased from the shackles of imperial­
ism since 1871. History has no paral­
lel for such changes. In the retro­
spect of history 50 years are hut a 
flash in the march of the ages and yet 
since 1871 the doctrine of republican­
ism has been embraced by half the 
world. Not all the preceding 2.OU0 
years of mankind's march toward lib­
erty records such progress.

Six emperors have laid down crown 
and scepter since Theodore Roosevelt 
became the exponent of the strenuous 
life. Three have died, one was mur­
dered, the other two are in exile, while 
of the three still living, only one, the 
boy emperor of China, Is still enjoying 
the luxuries that sweeten life for those 
in high places. It was Napoléon III 
who led this debacle of Imperialism, 
Dom Pedro of Brazil was next and the 
last of the Manehu dynasty followed. 
The crash of the three remaining Eu­
ropean empires. Russia, Austrla-llun- 
gary and Germany, resulted from the 
war for democracy. When It comes to 
mere kings, memory cannot recall 
them all, for they have tumbled ev­
erywhere from Hawaii to Portugal, 
from Saxony to Bulgaria.

Record Apple Profit Seen.
The apple growers In four north­

western states will receive $21,000,000 
for their 1018 apple crop, according to 
reports from those states. This is con­
siderably the largest sum they have 
ever received for their apples and is 
not due to the large crop, ns the 1918 
crop was not a record crop. The 
larger returns from the Northwestern 
orchards the last year is due mainly to 
the exceptionally high prices that have 
been and are being received.

A fair estimate on the 1918 produc­
tion in Washington, Oregon, Idaho and 
Montana puts the apple crop at 18,500 
carsi A 'car of apples this year means 
756 boxes, as against 030 In former 
years. This gives a total production 
of approximately 13,986,000 boxes. 
—Rural Life.
