G. Moren, an independent trader 

from Lesser Slave Lake, arrived in 
the city this morning with a pack of 
furs. His trip down was an eventful 
one.

“I came .down all alone,” he said, 
“and made the whole journey in a 
waggon over the new government road. 
I followed the north side oi the river 
all the way, and the second day, no­
ticed signs of wolyes. On making 
camp that night 1 heard them, arid 
immediately built a great fire to keip 
them away. It was only a short 
while till I heard their growls and 
from the restlessness of my horse 
knew they were near at hand. The 
norse I had tied with a strong piece 
of rope, but it was not strong enough 
tp hold the animal for he snapped it 
as if it were a shoestring, and imme­
diately I saw if I did not secure him 
I would be minus a horse, so I put 
a chain around his neck and "bhained 
him.

“Sitting within the firelight and 
gazing around in the bushes. I count­
ed nine different pair of eyes that 
glowed like jewels, so there must Vave

SYNOPSIS’ OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do 
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may' be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years ot 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a eurb-agency. Entry by proxy may 
however, be made at an agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mo 
ther, son, daughter, brother or sistei 
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
Agent liy the Sub-Agent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the

land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and tlie land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
Complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail

In case of “personation” or fraud 
the applicant will forfeit all priority 
6t claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must 
De made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for cancella 
tion will' bo received from an'indivi' 
dual until that application has been 
disposed Of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse­
quent to institution for cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for cancel­
lation will be entitled to prior right 
of entry.

Application for cancellation must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
the subject of cancellation proceedings, 
may, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favoui 
oi father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but tc 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one oi 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) À homesteader may, if he so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of 
his homestead. Joint ownership in

(3) If the father (or mother, if the 
land will not meet hie requirement, 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the 
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him in the 
vicinity, such homesteader may per­
form his own residence duties by liv­
ing with the father (or mother).

(4) The term vicinity in the two pre 
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean­
ing not more than nine miles in a 
direct line, exclusive of the width of

road allowances crossed in the mea­
surement.

(5) A homesteader intending to per­
form his residence duties in accord­
ance with-tbe above while living witli 
parents or on farming land owned by 
himself must notify the Agent (or the 
district of such intention.
: Before making application for pa­
tent the settler must give six months’ 
notice in writing to the Commissioner 
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his 
intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—-Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period o* twenty-one 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
Àt least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to tlie 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase ilie land at 
$1 per acre.

Tkfl patent provides for the pav- 
mevt of a royalty ef 2 12 per cent, vn 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square ; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable ■ 
at the dtoe ration of the Minister of 
the Intertixr.

The les;;:-» 'shall have a dredge in 
operatic:. ..rihin one season from the 
date of the lease for each five mile*. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.
