He knows from 
the writings V>f Hlndenburg, Luden- 
dorff, Von Tlrpltz, and Falkenhayn, 
that all these men, who differ on 
many points, are unanimous In this: 
the realization of probable defeat (if 
the war continued) came to them nt 
the end of 1916, the year of the Somme 
fighting. This condition was kept 
from the German people and from 
Germany’s Allies; but the High Com­
mand knew, save by a miracle, Ger­
many could not win, and efforts to 
secure a peace on the basis of a bat­
tle drawn were commenced and con­
tinued until the hour of surrender. 
The significance cf these records lie 
In the fact that the period in question 
—the close of 1916—was the very time 
whan Britain began to despair. Lloyd 
George was especially pessimistic, and 
practically demanded the resignation 
of Mr. Asquith and a general shaking 
up. If Britain had known that her 
blows on the Somme had told so heav­
ily, and If France, where despair was 
much more widespread, had been equ-

Behind the Coal Strikes, retained its name as a branch of the 
union until 1894, when such distinc­
tion was dropped and the union be­
came known only ae the United Mine 
Workers of America.

Before the fusion of the two salons 
as the United Mine Workers of Amer­
ica, several attempts were made to 
form a national organization of 
miners. Unionism in the coal fields 
had its birth in 1849 in the anthracite 
district, but the move for national 
unity was made by the soft coal 
workers and the anthracite field was 
not brought into a national organiza­
tion until after thq creation of the 
United Mine Workers of America.

Until 1861, unions had been only 
local organisations, but on January 28, 
that year, the first national union was 
foundsd at St. Louis by the soft coal 
workers of the Bellevue, Ill., district 
forming the American Miners Asso­
ciation. This organization was ex-
