BIG APPLE CROP IN ENGLAND. I 
England has this year the largest 

apple crop that has been seen for many 
seasons. In all the European countries 
the crop is larger than usual, with the 
exception of France, where the crop is 
only good. American apples, if any 
are needed, must be of the fanciest 
varieties, and reach London in October. 
The drought that prevailed during May 
and June caused a loss to the Scotch 
farmers of nearly £3,000,000. Potatoes 
will reach a moderate average. Barley 
will reach the average production. In 
oats and wheat there is er deficiency of 
25 per cent. There is only half a hay 
crop Fodder will be very deficient 
during the coming winter. The Ger­
man potato crop will probably be a 
failure.

It is not supposed here that Lord 
Salisbury can accept the new Franco- 
Chinese treaty without a protest, or at 
least, without seizing for England terri­
torial compensations, and it is conti- 
dently expected that friction will be 
developed in that far-away quarter, 
either on this point or between Japan 
and Russia before European affairs 
disclose any genuine cause for un­
easiness.

40 inch Habit Cloth, price 25cAlladvisers of the Government are exer­
cised over a curious state of affairs dis- I 
covered in connection with the dura-1 
tion of Parliament in the event of the 
Queen’s death. By the act of 1696 it 
was provided that Parliament should 
not last more than six months after1 
the demise of the crown. This applied 
to Scotland and Ireland after they on-I 
tered the Parliament of the United 1 
Kingdom, but the Reform Franchise 
Act of 1867 enacted that tne demise of 
the crown should not affect the dura­
tion of Parliament. This act applied 
only to England and Wales. A sim-] 
ilar reform franchise act was in 1868 
passed in Scotland and Ireland, but 
does not contain any clause referring 
to the demise of the crown. Hence in 
the event of the Queen’s death Scotland 
and Ireland would have an election six 
months thereafter, unless Parliament should extend the clause of the English 
act of 1867 to them. In view of the 
Queen’s age and the size of the pres­
ent Parliamentary majority, indicating 
that the House will last for several 
years, the matter becomes of practical 
importance, while the delicacy of the 
subject makes it difficult to immediate­
ly introduce an act thereon.
