BRITSH BUSY
SUILDING SHIPS

More Vessels Turned Out Last
Year Than Ever.

AN ULTIMATUM FOR TURKEY

HISTORIC LEGAL CASE.

Bright's counsel commenced his
client’s defense July 3 by submitting
volu 1ous documents and accounts
to prove his client’'s intricate financial
transactions were legal.

The Imperial Government has noti-
fied the acting premier that the colon-
ial parliament should be assembled as
speedily as possible.

the petition for the suspension of tne
constitution of Cape Colony, was pub-
lished in a parliamentary paper Satur-
urday evening. It says there is no
of the
constitution of a responsible governed
colony. The suspension could be af-
fected only by an act of the Imperial
Parliament, and the government ke~
lieves such a step is
NOT CALLED FOR,

unless it is proven that the constitu-
tion is a positive danger to the colony's
peace or that a great majority desire
that the authority be completely trans-
ferred to the Imperial Government.
Such a desire could only be constitu-
tionally expressed by a resolution of
the Cape Parliament.

It will be necessary to pass an
act of indemnity, on account of viola-
tions of the constitution, and it may
also perhaps be needful to confer spe-
cial powers on the Cape Government
for carrying out the pacification of the

| colony and the maintenance of British

interests. The government was satis-
fled that the Cape Parliamenit would
take the necessary steps to provide for
the security of the colony and to dis-
courage the racial and political con-
troversy which was interfering with
its prosperity, and which can serve no
good purpose among members of a
community having common interests
in the peace and prosperity of South
Africa.
CAPE PARLIAMENT MUST ACT.

Mr. Chamberlain concludes with re-
