ous witness was next called. He was 
ordered in June last to deliver several 
loads to Mulhall’s place by a city em­
ployee named Clarkson.

Laurier arrived in the city this even­
ing at 8:30, alter a triumphant jour­
ney up the River St. Lawrence in the 
Government steamer Druid. Sir Wil- 
trid, accompanied by several of 
his ministers, and followed by the 
steamer Frontenac, left Quebec at un 
early hour this morning, stopping en 
route at Three Rivers and Sorel, 
where addresses of welcome were 
presented to him and speeches made 
by the Premier and a number of his 
cabinet ministers. Everywhere the 
greatest possible enthusiasm was 
shown, thousands gathering at each 
of the stopping places to cheer Sir 
Wilfrid, and to assure him of their 
cordial and continued support in the 
forthcoming struggle. At every hamlet 
and wharf coming up the river 
crowds gathered and cheered the 
passing boats. Flags were flown, 
bells rung, and • general holiday ob­
served.

The climax was reached when Sir 
Wilfrid arrived in the city tonight.

The town of Cochrane, at the 
junction of the T. and N. O. Railway 
and the Grand Trunk Transcontinent­
al, which was nearly wiped out the 
other day by fire, was levelled to the 
ground today, and the inhabitants 
are in a bad way for food and shelter 
and are asking assistance from neigh­
boring towns to the south.

Wiped Off the Map.
South Porcupine and Pottsville 

have been wiped off the map, while 
Golden City was visited by fire, but 
the town proper was saved, thus far 
only the outskirts being turned. The 
south part of Tisdale has been swept 
clean and other townships have suf­
fered severely.

Lose of Life.
All the mining camps from Dome to 

Whitney Township have been burned. 
Hundreds of people, men, women and 
children, were forced to rush into the

The 
flames swept down on South Porcu­
pine and Pottsville today, and wiped 
out both towns so quickly that the 
inhabitants were driven into the lake, 
as no living thing could withstand the 
fierce heat and fire, which burned the 
very ground. Gasolene boats removed 
refugees from both towns to Golden 
City, across the lake, where they were 
cared for. although the outskirts of 
that town were in flames and a desper­
ate fight was being waged to save the 
place.
