Mysterious Murder of Philadel.
phia Physician to Be Probed.

Startiing Revelations Promised by the
Police—Doctor Said to Be Slain as
a Result of Unsuccessful Operation
—Received a Bottle of Poisoned Ale
Which He Drank—Murderer De-
stroyed All Records.

Philadelphia, July 2. —Hunted down
by a man who wished to avenge him-
self for the death of his wife, upon
whom the doctor had operated, Dr.
William H. Wilson of this city was
murdered on Friday evening last. His
death was encompassed by means of
a bottle of poisoned ale, purporting to
be a sample sent by a brewing com-
pany

The police are on the trail of the
murderer; and refuse to divalge any
names, but startling revelations are
promised as a result of the case.

The bottle of ale came by express
to Dr. Wilson, and on the same day
there arrived a typewfitten letter from
a brewery inviting him to try the
beverage. He drank it and was im-
mediately seized with convulsions and
fell to the floor in the agonies of pois-
oning He immediately recognized
that be was the wictim of a plot, it
is said, for in the agonies of his con-
vulsions he asked his wife to put the
remainder of the ale by to be tested
This was the last he said. He died
on the way to the hospital

The murderer, it is believed, is the
husband of a woman who died on the
operating table under Dr. Wiison's
hand some time ago. The man has
gone cunningly and carefully to work
to cover up every trace of his iden-
tity, and those of the woman and
family involved

Dr. Wilson had practiced in Phila-
deiphia for years, and was & spe
ist on women's cases. It now deve
that he was practicing - withou
license, and his clientele lay
some of the wealth x
Philadeiphia and
operated in the winter at his
at 810 North Seventh street,
the summer st his bungalow on the
Delawsre river. Splendid equipages
with crests, were continually driving
up to his office, and exquisitely-dress-
ed women went in and out

Despite the fact that in his practice
he had never registered either a birth
or a death he always kept a careful
private record of his cases

Here the murderer showed his cun-
ning. and as soon as possible he en-
tered the bungalow and destroyed the
private record. Puapers, appliances
and furniture were scatlered every-
where. Nome of the fine brica-brac
was faken, and everything points
the rummaging having been the w
of the murderer or his aecomplices
searching for the doctor’s private pa-
pers on some case or other.

Frank Paul, the coroner’s-detective,
left for New York Tuesday on what
is considered an important clue, and
the murderer, it i thought, is either
there or has sailed for Europe.

Dr. Wilson has always been a mys-
tery to his neighbors. There was no
doctor’s shingle on his house. On his
doorbell was the inscription “Branch
medical,” and which always excited

At the b \ s fast
launch and sn automobile always
stood ready for emergency calls. His
prescriptions. were often turned back
by druggiste because of their danger-
ous character.

Suspicion points to a wealthy busi-
ness man and member of a well-known
Philadelphis family; whose wife died ;
some time ago. The plot was to in-
clude not only Wilson but also his
wife and child.
