though he usually carries a simple 
one of bodhi beads—fruït of the pipul 
or bo tree—and always in his left 
hand.

In Thibet the rosary is not only an 
essential part of the Lama’s dress but 
that of nearly all the laity, male and 
female. An early writer says as a 
Buddhist article the rosary is especi- 
ally peculiar to the Northern school 
of Buddhists and the outcome of the 
esoteric teachings of the Mahayana 
school, instilling belief in the potency 
of muttering mystic spells and other 
strange formulas.

There is in the National Museum a 
rosary in common use among the La- 

m’as which is described by W. W. 
Rockhill as follows:—It contains 108 
discoidal shell beads of uniform size, 
divided into four groups of twenty- 
seven each by three red coral bads. 
Where the two ends of the string come 
together they are passed through a 
larger amber bead, a smaller discoid- 
al and a conical.one, so that the two 
look like a long necked vase. Four 
short leather thongs strung on the ro- 
sary by means of silver rings have 
pearl beads on ach of them and at 
the lower end of one there is a little 
silver dorje.

There is a grewsome rosary in the 
museum, the beads of which are sec- 
tions of human skulls, while the divid-

fortune has bestowed her goods ona large amber one and a small wooden 
one. These rosaries are especially 
used for the worship of Yama, the 
King of the Dead.

Another is made of narrow disks 04 
ros wood with four red coral beads. 
These are called "red sandal-wood ro- 
saries" and are used only in the wor- 
ship of Tamdrin, the tutelary god of 
Lamaism.

The beads of another sort are made 
of yellow, wood and are called the "yel- 
low rosary." It is used for all knids 
of worship, including that of the furies. 
Rosaries made at the famous Lama- 
ists sanctuary in Northern China are 
turned from pieces of poplar wood and 
stained yellow. A large revenue ac- 
crues to the monastery from the sale 
of these.

The Mohammedans in China use a 
rosary made of ninety-nine beads 
divided by date stones.

An artistic Chinese rosary is made 
of eighteen olive shaped beads of 
some hard brown wood. Each bead is 
carved with an image of one of the 
eighteen Lohan (Arhato). Another is 
made of the rough brown seeds of a 
tree which grows in the outer Hima- 
layas.

Besides the material for rosaries 
mentioned the Thibetans prize two 
varieties of seeds, which the Chinese 
"bodhi wood with phoenix eyes" and 
"wood with stars and moons on Rte 
These seeds are turned suberical and 
then polished.
