Although it may 
not be strictly correct to say that our rail­
ways are all monopolies, the principle just 
enunciated is nevertheless applicable to 
them. When one thinks of it, their 
vast development in wealth and power 
during the last twenty years is .some­
thing both marvelous and threatening.
If there are railway men and corporations 
in this eountiy who have acquired fifty or 
a hundred million, possibly more, during 
so short a period, it may reasonably be ex­
pected that the next score of yean will 
farther build these vast and apparently in­
destructible fortunes into hundreds of mil­
lions.

Tnis assumes that they now take 
less than they could obtain in consider­
ation of the greater security which the pre­
sent law gives them. We fancy it will be 
a little difficult to get anyone to swallow 
this story. But let us see how the argu­
ment will stand the test of a little thought.

The landlord has better security than 
the grocer, therefore he can and does take 
lower rents than if he had not this extra 
security.

Change the law and place him in the same 
position as to security on the grocer, and 
lie would have to false his rents, sav for 
example one per cent.
