SIR CHARLES TUPPERS PROMISED
EXPLANATIONS,

—_—

A Tardy Reply tothe Leader of the Opposi-
tion—Mr. Blake on His Legs at Last
Reports.

Specwal Despateh to The World.

Orrawa, May 4—When Sir Cbarles Tup.
per rose to make his Canada Pacific railway
statement this afternoon, he was greeted
with loud cheers, and his remaiks were
eagerly listened to by a crowd of spectators
who crushed into the galleries as soon as the
doors were opened in order to hear what it
was supposed would be the minister of rail
ways’ farewell speech. Sir Charles still looked
quite ill, and said at the outset that he
would only speak briefly, His speech, how-
ever, lasted nearly four hours, but it was
evident that the man who was delivering it
was not the Tupper of old. His v.ice although
powerful as compared with that of most
speakers in the house had lost much of i
former strength, while his nervous manner
was very different from his old self-
reliant,sledge-hammer mode of atating what
he had to say. The facts which he stated
concerning the cost ot the Pacific railway
were for the most part not new, having
already been made public sinco parliament
was in session, ;

H"inﬁ delivered himself of the facts and
figures which composed;his statement proper,
Sir Charles proceeded to reply to Mr,
Blake's speech on the Canads Pacific,
delivered during the early part of the
session, He said the government organs
appeared to be very much afraid that the
speech would be allowed to pass unchal-
lenged, but in view of the fact that the

veople_of the dominion had declured so

rgely lgtimt Mr. Blake's view of the
question, he did not think that bis speech
really requiréd any answer, Nevertheless
he procteded to answer it for nearly two
hours, He made elaborate calculatious to
show that Mr, Blake's estimate of the profits
of the company was greatly exaggerated.

Mr. Blake had cslculntesr the value of the

syndicate’s land on a ;basis of $2 68 per

acre, which they had obtained for
what they had slready sold, but Sir Charles
argued that if that was all they could get
for the lands they had sold in Southern

Manitoba they could not hope to get more

than a dollar an acre for the remaining

18,000,000 acres they had in the more

remote part of the Northwest,

He argued at great length that the con-

siruction of the rrilway wonld be of such
inestimable benefit to the country that we
should receive back with interest every
dollar we had spent on it. Contrary to
general expectation he concluded without
sayiog a word about his 1ntended
departure o- uttering anything that partook
of a valedictory nature,
Mr., Blake, who had been taking volum-
inous notes while Sir Charles Tupper was
speaking, followed. He commenced by
denying mm indignant toues that the fact
that the government had a majority in the
house, obtained by gerrymandering and
other upfair means, - was sufficient
reason for having his speech un-
answered, as ha been stated by
Sir Charles Tupper. He then proceeded to
make an elaborate defence of the position
he had assumed in his first speech, and
which had teen so lengthily attacked by
the minister of railways, i'{e is speaking
in his happiest vein, and is making oue of
the best speeches he has yet delivered. He
has now had the floor for over . two hours,
and the general impression is that he is
good for three hours more,

A London correspondent says :  ‘“When,
in 1865, P. J. Tynan—‘No. 1’—came t
London in search of employment, I was in-
daced by a mutual friend to try and obtain
him a sitnation, Failing, Tynan wéat back
to Kingstown, but returned to Londonm in
February, 1866, in more desperate circum-
stances than ever. In fact so critical was
his position that he threatened, rather than
return to face his wife and children, to
commit suicide, At the end of seven weeks
Tynan, through gross falsehood and misre-
presentation, was appointed by a large firm
as traveler in Ireland at a salary of £200 a
year, with £1 a day for expenses, He
was profuse in his professions of
gratitnde 10 me in return for
what had done for him, and
asked me to come to Kingstown and stay
four or five months every year. [ called on
him at his house in October, and was re-
ceived very coolly, and he expressed his re-
gret that he could not show me any hospi-
tality, as he had recently lost his child and
was going away in the morning. I met him
in London and insulted him in the street,
telling him that unless he gave me his real
address I would advertise him in the daily
papers, 1 told him he was a mean, con.
temptible cur, who had obtained board and
lodging at my residence when he was starv-
ing in London, He walked off like a drg
who had lost his tail, and sever spoke a

word.”

view with Mrs, Skelly, Kingstown, who.is
the mother of the mysterious ‘No 1,’ Pat-
rick Joseph Tynan, She is a small, quiet
looking woman of 70, and resides with he:
busband and her daughter by her firs"
marriage, at 110, Lower George street, Kings-
town, Mrs. Skelly did not appear to le
inclined to make any communication on
the subject of ‘No. 1." After some little
time, however, the following facts were
elicited : My son is now forty-one years of
age. He has several brothers and sisters liv-
ing. His father died whilst he was a child,

between 15 and 16 years of age he Jleft
school and entered business, Atthat timehe
could speak ssversl languages, having a
great aptitude for ths mastery of foreign
mm. He was apprenticed in s commer-
ial house in Sackville street (McSwiney’s).
He remained there for afew years till a
more lucrative situation was offered to
him in London, which post he accepted,
He then married the daughter of a busi-
ness man whom he became acquainted with
in his capacity as ttraveler., He has a
family of nine children, all still Jiviog, the
eldest of whom is filteen years of age, He
became tired of the business and crossed
the channel. He did not write to me for
a long time, and I did not hear from him
for years, when one morning he sud
denly landed in Kingstown, and soon estab-
lished a large book shop and lending library
in Upper George street in that town, His
manner was on his return changed. No one
knew much of his private alfairs, as he was
most silent and reserved. I do not know
whether he was connected with any political
societies,or it any way mixed up with
the feaian or other illegal associatiors.
