It caused two boating
accidents im the bay by which three lives
were lost, as detailed below.

A double drowning acoident eccurred off
the New Fort at 4.30 yesterday afternoons
and but for the gallant and speedy conduct
of. the soldiers stationed there five lives
might have been lost in the angry waterg
that were rolling at that time. Half an
hour or so before a party of five left the
Humber river ina sail boat. They wer®
John Harper, aged 18, a carpenter who
lives on Brock street, two young wo"
men, one mamed Ettie Farmer the
other Jennie McEwen, the latter of 339
Adelaide street west, and George H.
Randall and William Tarleton, who board
at 62 Muter street. At the time of the
acoident a great sea was running and just
as the boat was about to tack for the island
baths she was suddenly capsized, and the
whole five were precipitated into the
water, The men in the fort witnessed the
upeet and immediately had two boats put
out to the rescue, Lieut. Bolster agd
Gunner Tipper of the Garrison Artillery,
and Private Middleton of C Co. school of
mhntryl, manned the boats and at great

risk

P ded in rescuing three
of the party, John Harper and
Misse Farmer sank and were
never seen again, The girl clung

to young Harper, and both were drowned
together, The other three were rescued
in an almost famished state and were taken
to the fort. The young woman was taken
charge of by Mrs. W. D, Otter and Mrs.
Forrest, wife of C, J, Forrest. steward of
the officers’ mess, and everything possible
was done for her comfort, When ' she
was carried into the officers quarters’ she
was in an unconscious state, but after the
application of stimulants was brought
round. The soldiers took charge of the
men, and in half an hour they were both
fully revived.

The Depth of Sleep. -

Two Russian physicians,jpupils of the
renl ed Vierordt, have been making
inv ations as to the depth of sleep.
They worked upon the priaciple that the
depth of sleep is proportional to the
strength of the sensory stimulus necessary
to awaken the sleeper—that is to call forth
some decisive sign of awakened conscious-
ness, As a sensory stimulus they made
use of the auditory sensation produced
by dropping a lead ball from a given
height. The strength of the stimulus was
reckoned, in accordance with some recent
investigations of Vierordt, as increasing,
net directly as the height but as the 0,50

wer of the height. For a perfectly
Ezalthy man, the curve which they give
shows that for the first hour the slumber is
very light, after one hour and fifteen
minutes the depth of ‘sieep increases
rapidly, and reaches the maximum peint
at one hour and forty-five minutes; the
curve then falls quickly to two hours and
fifteen minutes, and afterward more gradu-
ally., At about four hours and thirty
minutes there is a second small rise, which
reaches its maximum at five hours and
thirty minutes, after which the curve again
gradually approaches the base line until
the time of awakening,
