A Terrible Engine of Destruction to Be
. Tested by Uncle Sam,

Urica, March 13.—The preliminary ex-
iment in the test of the Justin dynamite
cartridge for heavy ordnance was made to-
day near Canasto. The gun, a twelve-ton,
nine-inch Blakasls{nriﬂe, had been placed in
ition in the ravine with a range of one-
third of a mile againsta target of solid rock.
The gun was tested this_morning by firing a
245 pound solid shot with 80 pounds of heavy
ined powder point blank at the clifft. The

QUESTIONABLE METHODS OF A
LIVE STOCK INSURANCE CO.
—a—

Members of the Legislative Assembly Who
Say the F'nrmon of Their District Are
Being Defrauded by the Lion and
Provident Company. The Government
Should Investigate at Once.

From the facade of the brick building No.
48 Queen-street east projects a sign bearing
the legend, ‘The Lion Provident Life and
Live Stock Association.” The sign is made
more prominent by a lifelike representation
of the king of beasts. .

A young man of The World, who has a
half interest in the entire horse ‘“The Pride
of Vaughan,” came into the city -on the
Thornhill stage yesterday, and his attention
being attracted by the sign he pro-
ceeded upstairs and obtained a prospectus
from the managing director, William Jones.
The circular sets forth that the company was
incorporated in August, 1887, and was pre-
pared to take risks on horses of all
descriptions for $1 membership fee and 8 to
414 per cent. on amount of indemnity.”

William Jones, managing director, who, it
is understood, is the company, sign and all,
imitated Milton’s lion rampant and “shook
his brindled mane” when'asked what the pre-
mium would be to place $500 insurance on
“The Pride of Vaughan,” He stepped to the
wicket _and sized-up the applicant even to the
moss on his coat nap and the hay-seeds in
his hair, The scrutiny was evidently
satisfactory, as he suavely invited the
young man inside, and after a whispered
consultation with the clerk announced that
the premium would be £38.50 s;{gt cash, but
if not convenient to pay the whole sum down

CRIME WAS COMMITTED.

He Takes Things Coolly After Arriving at
the Woodstock Bastile—A Talk About
Pickthall and Other Matters—Com-
ments on His Quarters and the Bill of
Fare—*Did You Shoot the Man?”?

W oopsTock, March 13.—The 10.32 express
from the Bridge was ten minutes late this
morning when it rolled into the station.
There was a crowd of probably 150 people
waiting the arrival of Burchell. Detective
Murray, Burchell, and Chief of Police Will
stepped off a few feet east of the end of the
statiop building. They had to walk about
the length of the car to reach the cab which
was waiting. This gave every one present
an opportunity of seeing the prisoner, who
glanced at the crowd as if to recognize old
triends or to see if any demonstration would
be made against him\ The most perfect
silence was preserved by all persons.
The party were driven off at a rapid rate
to the jail. The prisoner jumped nimbly
from the cab and walked boldly in as ifina
hurry. With a smile on his face he shook
hands with Jailer Cameron and others, as if
he were greeting his warmest friends. He
chatted and talked with a nonchalance that
was surprising and seemed more unconcerned
than any prisoner or anyone else within the
jail.

He gave his name as «J. R. Burchell,
gentleman by profession, aged 25, born in
England and belonging to the Church of
England.” When asked if he were married
he replied ‘‘Yes.” ‘Are you temperate or
intemperate?” asked Mr. Cameron. This
seemed to puzzle him for a second and when
the question Was put in another form, ‘‘Do
you take a nip occasionally? " he replid,‘*Yes,
When I can get it.” He was entered as ‘‘in-
temperate.”

He Engages a “Suite of Rooms.”

The prisoner was taken upstairs to his cell,
which is at the west end of the west wing. It
is well lighted but does not command an ex-
tensive prospect. About the only furniture
ip it is & small table, on which lay a couple of
books, one of them evidently a Bible. He
will sleep in another cell opening into the
corridor which leads to the first one. The
mention of the fact that he would have
another cell to sleep in provoked a smile and
a joke about a suite of rooms. He shook
hands with the reporters and others when
they were leaving and invited them to call
and see him again. He took Detective Mur-
ray's extended hand and grasped it warmly.
“1'll do anything I can for you outside of this
case,” said Mr. Murray.

“Thank you, thank you,” replied the
risoner.

«Qf course you understand’® my business,”
said Mr. Murray. )

“Of course; that’s all right. Thank you.”
He requested that he be allowed to have his
meals brought in to him and was instruc
to make a written requisition to Sheriff Perry
for that purpose, which he did. Heexplained
that he given his attorney ac eck to
cash and that there would be mno lack of
funds. He said that besides Messrs. Hell-
muth and Ivey he had retained Mr. Meredith,
which one he could not remember, and that
doubtless the family lawzer from the Old
Country would work on the case too. Being
asked if he would like to make a statement,
heu:-ﬂes jed that he would think over it.

but as to himself  he d not care
much except that he would like to correct
that report that he had been & theatrical
manager-or that his wife had-ever been on
the e, both statements being wholly un-
true. He was sur%rised to hear that his old
companion, 8, V. Dudley, had been accused
of stealing both money and clothing from a
room-mate in Detroit. He eng very
anxiously as to his whereabouts. ‘‘Now,
Dudley,” said he, ‘‘was well connected. He
served in the army and was for a time on
board a training ship. He was to marryan
English lady, daughter of Lady Murray, I
think, and one night he swamyfrom the ship
to the shore to meet her. He was found out
and expelled from the ship.,” He also volun-
teered the information that Dudley was a
hard man to beat witfi the gIloves and a
master of the art of fenci:{;. “Icould do a
little of both myself,” he ded.

He spelt his
name both ways, S0 that in case anything
was willed him in either name he would have
no legal difficulty in securing it. He enquired
about **Prof. Sullivan” (Con. Sullivan, the
athlete), and that was the only one he did en-
quire for, unless the name was first suggested
to him, except Hazleton the actor.

When his dinner was brought in to him he
looked at it with & curious smile. The meal
consisted of a large piece of bread, some
potatoes and & few dry-looking pieces of meat
all on one plate, There was neither knife nor
forlk. o asked that it be laid on the
table and said that after a while he would
investigate it. He added that the “swell
dinner” in Welland jail copmsted generally
of a piece of fat meat floating around in a
bowl of water. .

He volunteered the information that The
Chicago Tribune had offered to furnish a
lawyer to defend him. He again denied the
story told by Young of Woodstock to thé
effect that he (the prisoner) was the son of a
livery stable keeper, and enquired with some
interest as to what manner of man_Young
was.

He
said that he left Woodstock hurriedly, it was
true, because he had business of the most
pressing importanco to attend to, but he left
checks to pay for eygrythmg he owed. He
was taken into the ;ml yard this afternoon
for an airing. W hile there one of the prison-
ers. a lunatic, approached him very cau-
i tiously and after some preliminary remarks
