The Supreme Court Say VBe Must Not
Hang Until After Dec, 1.

Orrawa, Nov. 12.—Mr. F. Chequette,
M.P. for Montmagny ahd counsel for Morin,
the condemned murderer awaiting execution
in the jail at St. Thomas. de Montmagny,
appeared before the Supreme Court to-day
and asked that the trial be declared illegal
because the Crown challenged twice the
same jurymen withbut assigning any cause.
The Chief Justice and Justices Strong and
Gwynne agreed with Morin’s counsel that the
crown must give reason for their challenze,
and decided ‘that the/ Attoriéy-General
must grant Morin" a further respite until
somé date after Dec, 10 in order to allow a
full judgment.to be rendered.

Morin’ was sentenced to be hauged for
killing a companion named Roy with a jug
in lgunken row. Both were friends and
had beéen trading together that day. 'AS
soon as be sobsred up he_attended ‘Roy and
sought medical aid, which, however, came

Imprisoning a man
for drunkenness bas no good result, but on
the contrary, if he is a beginner, it simply
debases him, The majority of these have no
families. Those who have, after their first
or second commitment, simply become a drag
on their families.

Mr. Langmuir: “What scheme would you pro-
pose to effect a remedy?

Mr, Ohristie: “I have thought of the subject a
great deal, but never came to0 a satisfactory con-
clusion. The conditions of society are so varied
that it is impossible to get a general law which
would apply to each case.”

Mr, Langmuir; ‘‘What do you think of an in-
ebriate industrial mormuory, where the inmates
would be kept at d work on a system of inde-
terminate sentences? "

Mr. Christie: ‘It would be immensely better
than the present system of jail custody. On the
low ground of finances it would be a saving to the
country. Jails ought to be kept for their proper
gurpose, the confinement. of  criminals, n this

emocrafic eountry, however, it is doubtful
whether the people would consent to an
expenditure necessary - to carry om such
institutions as you propose. Under that System
the cost of maintaining these people would be
much less than at present, but the trouble is you
can’t convince the public of it.”

Mr. Christie said he would to a limited ex-
tent, but was somewhat guarded on«the
point. :

A Gradation of Prisons,

In the evening the examination of Mr.
Christie was resumed. He thought more
could be effected by a gratation of  institu-
tions according to the age of the offenders
than by a classification of offenders Com-
pulsory schools should be established for the
youngest juvenpiles. ' Then should follow in-
dustrial schools, reformatories and schools
with some degree of military discipline for
offenders according. to their age. The Boys
Home and the Orphans Home to hisknowled;
have done an immense amount of good, = All
such institutions should have as much as
possible of the parental character. He fav-
ored the cottage system in reformatories as
being better than allowing all the inmates
to associate. He said the industrial training
at Penetanguishene was not what it should
be and that the boys lost & great deal be-
cause there were not more facilities for
teaching tarming, Whether the boys came
from towns or not, every effort - should be
made to . induce them - to .take up
agriculture. A good - effect would be
produced if there were better means of
shortening the term of confinement at Pene-
tanguishene upon the good conduct of the
boys. The Dominion Government should
establish an institution for first offenders be-
tween the ages of 20 and 30. ~ Many of tliese
younF fellows are felons by accident and are
merely contaminated and hardened by
mingling with the gld offenders in the peni-
tentiary, With regard to the control of
prisons, he was in favor of control by gov-
ernment, but this could not be done
with the present buildings, because
there was no uniformity: among  them
and he doubted hethier the public
would sanction the expenditure necessary to
obtain uniform  buildings. Every - county
should be compelled to support its own poor.

Good Conduct Should be Rewarded.
