Orrawa, Feb. 14,—The Budget Speech
of the Hon. Mr. Foster, Minister of Fi-
nance, delivered this afternoon, was one of
the very best of its kind ever heard since
Confederation. The galleries were packed
on the four sides of the chamber. Nearly
every member was in his seat. Even Mr.
Tarte was alert enough to be introduced as
a new member in time to hear the Budget
Speech delivered. Mackenzie Bowell and
Hon. Mr, Angers had privileged seats near
the Speaker’s entrance. The Hon. David
Mills, who has been ill for some time, man-
aged to be in his seat and George Casey of
Elgin made his first appearance for the ses-
sion this afternoon.

Mr. McCarthy, however, was busy at a
law case before Judge Falconbridge, and
Mr. Charlton did not occupy his chair be-
side Mr. Mulock. . Hon. John Carling, who
has not been seen in the House since the
opening, oecupied his seat for a portion of
the afternoon. ;

Lady Thompson and Miss Thompson and
the wives and daughters of a great “many
ministers and members filled the Speaker’s
gallery, while in the Senators’ gallery there
was & goodly atteniance of the old gentle-
men and their lady friends.

Mr. Fostar’s speech occupied exactly two
hours and 20 minutes, the last hour of
which was devoted to the tariff, its effect
upon the country, and the proposed revision
and present amendments brought down by
the Government.

A Pen Picture of Foster,

Mr. Foster.is a slight man in his 46th
year, weighing less than 140 pounds, with
a siall, well-ahaped head covered with fine
brown hair, not often cut but always well
brushed, and a tache and halt-pointed
beard, and spectacles of & high power al-
ways on his nose.

e wore a black morning coat, stood up
quite erect in his place and is very free and
easy.on _his feet in addressing the House.
His voice and cut and manners are all

_‘favored with his early occupation of teach-

er. He has a well-pitched voice, and his
address is marked by a frequent emphasis
on many of his words. But to those whohave
watched him trom his first advent in this
House 11 years ago, the characteristic
most apparent to them is the stéady de-
velopment of his powers and widening of
them, not yet by any means completed,
and which have every promise of a still
more astonishing rise. .He stands easily
the ablest man in 'his line in the House,
its cleverest debater and only second to Sir
John Thompson in general parliamentary
grasp and ability.

These two men from the Maritime
Provinces are the recognized leaders of the
Conservative party, and were Sir John
Thompson to retire to-morrow the succes-
sion would go to Foster because of  his
eminent position in the party. He isstilla
student. He has no great magnetic power
in the sense ot attracting men. He still re-
mains a cold water man in practice and en-
vironment, but he can get right in touch
with business men on a business
question, - and e knows enough of
diplomacy as applied to men and govern-
ments not to make a mistake. No-one has
ever caught him misinformed, and in his
speeches in England and in his conferences
in Washington he made a favorable im-
pression by reason of his business capacity.

s Loudly Cheered.

‘During the “course of his speech Mr.
Foster was loudly cheered by his followers,
and especially when he took a shot at his
opponents across the way. The Opposition
listened in good temper, and gave him, as
like everyonme in the House, an attentive
hearing.

As a prominent business man from To-
ronto, who occupied a seat in the gallery,
said to The World, after hearing Mr.

Foster:

“It was no trouble for me to listen to
him. 1 could have listened as long again
without any displeasure.”

How He Opened.

Mr. Foster opened by reviewing the
yevenue and expenditure for the past year,
which had resulted very nearly as he had
forecast in March last. The revenue had
been $36,921,871, a decrease from the
previous year of $1,657,439.

He went over the increases and decreases
which had taken place in imports, the
most noticeable of which was the remark-
able increase in the quantity of sugar im-
ported, which was 345,418,485 pounds, or
an average of about 70 pounds for every
man, woman and child in the Dominion.
All the duty collected on sugar was $77,828,
butlif the duty had not been almost abolished
fn 1891 and the old doctrine had bueen
maintained, the duty would have amount-
od to $5418,918, so that, even al-
lowing for the ipcrease in excise
duties, the decrease of taxation had
been about four and three-quarter mil-
§ions, or about 90 cents per head of the
population.

It was the fashion/he said, to pretend
that taxation was lower under the Macken-
sie regime, but on the articles of tea, coftee
snd sugar alone there had been a saving to
the people of $6,833,000, from what it
would have been had the duties remained as
shey were under Mr. Mackenzie.

The Long Session Dia It,

Turning to the expenditures he said that
shey showed an increase of $422,327, but
.shis was entirely caused by the long session
of 1891, which had cost $1,209,876, as com-
pared with an expenditure of $596,486 the
previous session. He added, amid laughter
from the Conservative side, that the
@overnment had no control ever the
Jenigth of the session and had given no occa-
sion for it.

From 1887 to last year the expenditure
Rad been kept almost at a dead level, and
#6° would not bhave increased-last year but
for the long session. This was the best
snswer to the charge that the Government
was rolling up the expenditure.

With regard to the debt he pointed out
that for several years there had practically
been no increases, but the reduction of the
pevenue by the removal of sugar duties had

caused an inecrease of $3,322 403 last year.
For the curren: year he estimated that the
revenue would be over $37,000,000 and the
expepditure about §36,000,000; but this may
be increased by the expenditure on quaran-
tine stations.

Turning to the commerce of the_ country
he reg d that the statistics relating to
internal trade were mot more complete
and hoped that the new Minister et Trade
and Commerce woild do something in the
way of improving these” statistics. 1n
forelg:‘noommm, however, the increase
had the largest ever known.

Iscrease in Exports.

In round numbers the exports in 1878
amounted to $79,000,000, in 1891
$98,000,000 and in 1892 to $114,000,000.
The percentage of increase in 1892 was the
largest ever known. He then entered into
details of the export trade, showing how
greatly the trade with Great Britain had in-
creased, as well as the trade with Germany,
France,the West Indies and other countries.
Trade with the United States had de-
creased, and this he astributed largely to
the McKinley tariff. He deait at some
ength on the development Jof our trade
with Great Britain, and pointed out the
great increase which had taken place in our
exports of cheese, bacon, eggs and other
articles to that country.

The 'Tariffs,

At 47 minutes past 4 he turned his at-
tention to the tariff, saying that no man
with his eyes open dould deny that the
tariff was attracting great atsention.
There is a ‘food deal of  agitation on the
subject and a good deal of discussion. He
reviewed the three propositions of free
trade, revenue tariff and moderate protec-
tion, pointing out why the latter was best
suited t9 Canada.

&  Preferential Trade. :

With regard to preferential trade within
the empire, he said that the idea of pre-
ferential free trade between all the islands
and countries embraced within the British
Empire was a very seductive one, but
he doabted whether it was oue which
could be carried out immediately. If
it coull be’ brought about he thought it
would be the highest, greatest and grandest
achievement ever accomplished in the
world’s history. It was so great an idea
that it would be well for Canada to hold
herself in a position to take advantage of it
should it ever become practicable.

Parliament was already pledged to the
principle of preferential free trade, and
many leading thinkers in Great Britain
were becoming impressed with its import-
ance. It did not appear as if it was imme-
diately practicable, but -still changes of
opinion sometimes came very swiftly, and it
was well to be prepared.

Tarifft Changes.

Coming to the question of tariff changes,
he said in effect that the Government pro-
posed to make a thorough investigation of
the subject during summer, and if any
changes were found pecessary they would
be proposed next year. There were a few
items, however, which it was proposed to
deal with this year.

With regard to the export duty on logs
he said that question would be examined
during the summer, but clearly indicated
that if the duty was reimposed no respect
would bé paid to any conditions which had
been incorporated in timber limits sales.

Coal Oil Reduced,

With regard to coal oil it had been de-
cided to let the duty of seven and one-fifth
cents per imperial gallon remain, but to re-
move the in,cidenuﬁ Prmtion in’ the way |
of importation in bulk, duty on barrels and
inspection, which was estimated to amount
to about two cents a gallon.

Also Binder Twine,

With regard te  binder twine
the duty was reduced from twenty-
five per cent. to twelve-and-a-half
per cent. The present exemption from
duty of mining machinery was extended
for three years.

After Recess.

Sir Richard Cartwright spoke for about
an hour and a half, replying to Mr. Foster
and critieismg the policy of the Govern-
ment, which he strongly condemned. In
conclusion he moved the following amend-
ment:

“That the present customs tariff bears
heavily and unjustly upon the great
consuming classes of the Dominion
and should be at once thoroughly
reformed in the direction of freer trade,
and that the amount of taxes collected be
limited to the sums required to meet the
necessities of government efficiently and
economically administered.”

Hon. Mr. Haggart moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate.

Sir John Thompson moved that the de-
bate be continued from day to day. Car-
ried.

The House adjourned at 10 o’clock until
Thursday.

The Industrie« Affected.

Mr. Stairs, M.P., President of the Con-
sumers’ Cordage Company, would make no
statement to-night, but others who are
posted as to the binder twine industry ex-
pressed the view that the result of the pro-
posed change would be to shut down the
Canadian twine factories and for the Con-
sumers’ Cordage Company to have the twine
for the Canadian market made for them in
the mills of their United States associales,
and in that position they could put up
prices .on the farmers- to a higher
point than at present. It is like-
ly, therefore, thut a large number of
Canadian operatives will be thrown out of
work, and that from being manufacturersin
Canada theConsumers’ Company will be im-
porters of twime from the United States.

The World asked Mr. George Moncrieff,

M.P., East Lamrbton, and the champion of
the coal oil industry, what result the
change of the duties on coal oil would
anmjount to. He said:
P ¢“The restriction against American oil
being admitted in bulk, which unquestion-
ably formed one element of our protection,
has been removed. American oil can now
be imported in bulk; and in that case will
be barreled in Canada at a cost of-about
2 1.2 cents a gallon less than if imported in
barrels.

“This is how 1 make it up: The difference
in the inspection fees of 30 cents a cask
will be saved. The duty of 40 cents on the
barrel will be avoided, and freight will al-
so be greatly lessened.” Although this is
quite a blow to the Canadian wells and re-
fineries, Mr. Moncrieff said that they would
endeavor vo meet American competition and
to hold their own in the struggle.

BALFOUR ATTACKS THE ‘BILL

SAYS IT IS NOT PRACTICAL OR
POSSIBLE, ‘

He Can Find No %oucn for Giving Ire-
land Home Rule and at the Same
Time Rep mn the Imperial
Parliament—He Fears the Influence of
the 1rish Vote,

Loxpox, Feb., 14.—In the House to-day
the Right Hon. 'A. J. Balfour, the Conser-

to | vative leader,asked Mr. Gladstone whether,

under the provisions of the Home Rule Bill,
the contributions from the Imperial Ex-
chequer to'local purposes in Ireland would
be continued, and if they were not, then he
desired to ask what security British tax-
payers would have for advances under the
Land Purchase Acts

Mr. Gladstone replied that contributions
from the Imperial Exchequer for Irish local
purposes would cease and the bill creates a
first charge on the Irish consolidated fund
in favor of the British Exchequer for re-
payment under the Land Purchase Act, It
turther provides a summary method to re-
cover from ‘the Irish Exchequer without
the direct intervention of Irish authority
any sums due to the British Exchequer.

Lord George Hamilton asked Mr. Glad-
stone when he proposed to introduce a bill
dealing with the Irish land tenure.

Mr. Gladstone declined to commit the
Government to any pledge to introduce a
land bill. He said the Government cer-
tainly did not intend to run a land bill
alongside the Home Rule Bill, The ad-
ministration of the land laws would mean-
vime follow the usual course in the hands
of the local authorities. !

Balfour’s Reply. i

M. Balfour then rose amid loud Union-
ist cheers and began his reply to Mr.
Gladstone’s speech of 'last evening. He
said:

The House first of all has the right to
enquire, Why is any bill, good or bad, re-
quired? This is a question which ' the
Prime Minister has tried to answer
on two famous occasions, once in 1886
and again last evening. . Seven years ago
he laid the whole strength of his argument
upon the absence of social order from Ire-
land. He told the House then that the
juries in Ireland could not be trusted to do
their duty, and that evictions, just or un-
just, were looked'on with suspicion by the
agrarian popuiation. Why, you all know
the present Chief Secretary for Ireland has,
told you recently that there never hasbeen a
time when rents were better paid. So great
is the confidence in the manntr in which
Irish juries do their duty that the - Chief
Secretary would not even retain in the bill
a provision for a change of venue, which his
colleagues declared was no limitation of the
liberty of the subject.

Two Causes of Trouble,

By universal admission there are two
causes of trouble in Ireland. One, the
agrarian condition of the country; the
other, the fact that it is-possible, owing to|
the unhappy history of the land question,
for persons with a political object to serve
to arouse eriminal agitation throughout
Ireland, ¢

I do not care which of these alterna-
tives ' is chosen. Whichever is chosen
it, does mnot point to the neces-

sity of Home Rufefibnt 'rather‘to the

impossibility of ‘its adoption.

When the Reform Bill of 1884 was
brought in the present Prime Minister was
fairly warned what the consequences might
be upon Irish representation, but with ‘all
that knowledge he declared that English
majorities were not likely to be moved by
Ireland’s . sending a largely augmented
number of Home Rulers to Parliament.
Perhaps the only sound constitutienal way
of assuring public opinion upon this point
would be to take the votes of the House
without too curiously enquiring from what
country they came.

Considering Ulsten,

If they were going to adopt any principle
let them adoptit in its entirety. Why
were they torlook to a Nationalist majority
inIreland withoutlooking to aloyal majority
in Ulster? By what right- were they to
proceed to cut off Ireland from the rest of
the United Kingdom because a majority
from an arbitrarily-selected area wanted
Home Runle? When Protestant Ulster,
with an absolutely unanimous voice, de-
clared against the measure with aversion
and abhorrence, -then majorities ought
not to * count; they became mere
local ebullitions of feeling. Ulster
at least ,” deserved exceptional - treat-
ment for which no provision appeared in
the bill now placed before the House.

Great Hardships. :

Proceeding to discuss the proposals of
the bill in detaill, Mr. Balfour contended
that the plan outlined for dealing with the
constabulary and with the civil servants of
the Government would certainly lead to
the infliction of great hardships.

Mr. Balfour next proceeded to criticize
the plan of creating three constituencies of
different forms in Ireland, sending mem-
bers to the Irish Assembly to the
Imperial Parliament and to an Irish second
chamber. The adoption of such a scheme
would, he declared, plunge affairs into a
condition of hopeless entanglement, [Hear,
hear. ]

He did not think the proposal for a
second chamber would stand the fire of
free parliamentary criticism. Its professed
object was the protection of minorities, but
the minority sought to be protected was one
concerned in the ownership of land.

Fertile With Danger,

The whole scheme was one fertile with
danger. As to the exercise of a veto
power by the Imperial Parliament Mr,
Balfour held that sach & provision would
lead to a legislative deadlock in either the
English or the Irish Parliament. [Hear,
hear. ]

It was idle for Mr. Gladstone to talk to
them of the analogies of Colonial Legisla-
tures, [Hear, hear.]” The question now
under discussion eould not be argued as if
Ireland in any respect resembled a colony.
As to the guestion of Imperial supremacy
they were told .that supremacy would
figure largely in the . preamble of
the bill, but what he desired
to know was whether there would be
in the bill itself a valid declaration that the
British Parliamens would have a real opera-
tive supremacy over the Irish Parliament.
It had been said from the Irish benches
thav there would be Imperial supremacy on
the understanding that an honorable bar-
gain was entered into between the Imperial
Government and. the Irish Parliament.
Such a supremacy would never be exer-
cised. [Langhter.] Speaking for those hon-
orable members who agreed with him in
pelitical matters, Mr. Balfour declared no
such bargain was posssible or would be
made.

Willing To Be Liberal. e

As to the financial proposals I do mnot
pretend to have grasped thoroughly the
Prime Minister's plan. It is proposed,
however, to give Ireland a bonus of £500,-
000. The Prime Minister says that we
ought to be liberal with Ireland.
1 am willing to be liberal, but
when there is a division between the two
countries a little less generosity and more
justice 18 not out of place. What is this
£500,000 supposed to be for? It represents
a capital of £17,000,000, and why

ought this country te give to Ireland:
£17,000,000? The only reason which I can
conceive is the confession that we have been.
beaten and must pay this amount asa sort’
of war indemnity. Surely those con-]
cerned in framing this bill are not
deficient im ingenuity, ability, -zeal or
duty. Why, then, bave they done no
better than produce such a bill? Because:
they have attempted an almost impossible

task, [Cheers.}

Neo Depend On Coloni

In regard to the British Empire you all
know that,although in the process of found-
ing beyond the sea great communities of our
own race and blood, we eannot count upon
these communities in every stress to form
a part ot the effective strength of the
Unjted Kingdom, The time may come |
when, unless they can find some method of
binding themselves in . conatitutional
relations to the Mother Country, the thread
of common affection and common sentiment
may be severed. [Hear, hear.] Do not let
us then within the United Kingdom itself
endeavor to bring about a state of things
which we see will be 8o sev-
erally productive of national weak-
ness. Ireland is in the process
of being united to Great Britain more
closely in the bond of common national af-
fection than ever before.

FOR AND AGAINST.

Comments of the British Journals on the
Home Rule Bill,

Loxpox, Feb, 14.—Daily News: “It is
utterly childish to call the bill a separatist
measure, The double chamber arrange-
ment is infinitely better than the proposal
of 1886. The retention of Irish members
at Westminster is the most likely part of
the bill to excite keen resistance.”

The Times: “Those whom Mr. Glad-
stone failded to convince in 1886 will not
be converted now by a- less -powertul and
less persuasive appsal. The speech indoed
was marvelous for a man of 84 years.
But if he has shown that he can still bend
the bow of Ulysses his most uncritical ad-
mirers will hardly refuse to confess that he
no longer sends the arrow straight to the
mark. The exclusion of the Irish members
from Westminster, the very corner stone of
Mr. Gladstone’s policy of 1886, has disap-

red. The most indulgent will fail to
iscern the faintest sign of finality in the
scheme, and his omission of any reference to
the land question until questioned on the
subject indicates plainly how he has artifi-
cially restricted his- view. The proposed
Upper Council is an exceedingly doubtful
protection for the minerity. The most fer-
tile source of quarrel will be the financial
proposals.” The Times denounces the re-
tention of the Irish members av Westmin-
ster and ridicules the notion that they can
sit in two parliaments simultaneously.
‘¢ This beautiful provision enables the Irish
to have absolute control of both English
and Irish legislation unfettered by the
illusory veto that is proposed.”

The Graphic: The prospects of the bill
are not rosy. The measure bristles with
difficulties. A controversy is likely to rage
over the veto power and the retention of
the Irish members at {Westminster. The
latter proposal is undoubtedly the weakest
part of the bill.

The Chronicle: The retention of the Irish
members at Westminster is according to
our judgment one important feature that
makes the Home Rule bill acceptable to
both England and Ireland. Altogether
the present bill is a great improvement on
the bill of 1886, and those opposing it
ought to produce some alternative plan of
their own.

The Standard: The measure is impracti-
cable and impossible.  If passed it would
never work. The device of the retention of
the Irish members at Westminster is sucha
palpable absurdity that Gladstone himself
cculd not attempt to treat it seriously. The
speech, however, was a personal triumph.

The Dublin Freeman’s Journal: Whilst
open to improvement, the bill is altogether
not & good water-tight measure.

The Irish Times: Seven years have failed
to teach Mr. Gladstone respect, either of
the rights of the Irish minority or of the
facts of history. Ulster says simply it will
not have it.

The Dublin Express: ‘It is mostly a
mere repetition of the former bill. Where
it differs it is more complex and impracti-
cable. The suggested safegaurdd are most
illusory.’

‘The Irish Independent: ‘No definite
opinion can be expressed until the text of
the bill is before the public, especially as
Mr. Gladstone’s method is unusually in-
volved,’ On the points of police and
finance, the bill seems especially bad and
justifies Parnell’s account of his interview
with Gladstone.

The comments of a score of leading
Provincial dailies show that the Unionists
have no disposition to give the bill any

uarter. e

Michael Davitt, anti-Parnellite, in an in-
terview, said the bill was more democratic
and practicable than the bill of 1886, al-
though he would personally prefer a single
chamber. He was satisfied Mr. Gladstone
would carry the bill.

The Parnellites expressed hesitant ap-
proval of the bill, though they are dis-
satisfied with the proposal to retain the
land under English jurisdiction for three
years.

It is generally admitted the biil will be
allowed to pass the second reading with
little or no opposition and that the real
fight will be reserved for the final stage.

THE CATTLE EMBARGO.

A :
Bootland, Sends Deputations Asking Its
A = Removal
- Loxpox, Feb., 14.—Lord  Aberdeen to-
day introduced a deputation of 80 repre-
sentatives of the public bodies of Forfar-
shire, Glasgow, Dundee, Aberdeen and
Perth to Hon. Mr. Gardner, the President
of the Board of Agriculture. They urged
the removal of the restriction on Canadian
cattle exported to Britain.

Mr. Gardaer, in replyiog to the deputa-
tion, firmly supported his officials and said
whether the disease found among the Cana-
dian cattle landed at Dundee last year was
‘‘cornstalk,” pleuro or the other pneumonia,
it certainly was contagious. Mr. Gardner
was, therefore, compelled by law to apply
the schedule and, moreover, he could not
remove the schedule till satisfied that Can-
ada was free from the disease.

He added, encouragingly, that he hoped
the decision would not be much longer de-
layed. But he would await further ad-
vices respecting the condition of the Cana-
dian herds, and also the intentions of the
Canacian Government regarding the impor-
tations of cattle from the United States,

In explaining this latter statemeat Mr.
Gardner said he understood that settlers’
cattle were admitted to the Northwest
from:the United States free of quarantine.
The law compelled him to be assured that
the Canadian herds were absolutely secure.
He would gladly and anxiously weigh fur-
ther evidence,

He referred to the fact that the United
States also demanded free entry into Britain
for their cattle, but in the cargoes landed
from 18 States 41 beasts were found to be
diseased. i
