THE JUDGE'S LOT NOT A HAPPY ONE

Why Many Men Refuse to Act As Such in
Sporting Events—Often Subjected
to Imnsult.

Macon MacCormack,: well known here
among the theatrical and pugilistic fra-
ternity, says many timely things on the
arbiter, his duties, etc., in sporting events :

Men who have had experience as judges
of sporting' Bvents, be it on the turf, the
cinder path, the diamond or the ring,
know full weil their lot is not always an
enviable one. The losers are too prone
to suspect that unworthy motives govern
the judges, and they are very apt to give
tongue to their suspicions on very little
or no provocation. This is one of the
reasons why it is so dirficult to get gen-
tlemen to act as judges of sporting events,
I don't mean by this to infer that those
who do act are not gentlemen, but that
many more would be willing to serve in
the judges’ boxes if it were not for the
trouble, annoyance &nd often abuse they
frequently endure through so doing.

Slugged omn Christmas Day.

On Christmas, Day & Mr. Olney, who was
the umpire of a football game played in
San Francisco between the 'teams ot San-
ford and Chicago Universities, was, be-
ocause of a decision he had given, verbally
assaulted by the quarter-back of the Chi-
cago team, a fellow named Herring. He
wound up his charge of favoritism by
adding, “Don’t rob us.” Stung by this
accusation, Olney hit Herring and was in
turn hit by him. But for the interposi-
tion of cooler-headed men, the affair would
have developed into a free fight. Mr. Her-
ring should be made to apologize, not
only to Mr. Olney, but to the public for
his conduct.

The Referee Is Human.

When men agree upop a refepee or &
judge they have a right to assume that
he is honest. They should also remember
that, no matter how honest he may be, he
is also human, and being human, he is
liable to err, If, during the progress
of a game or sport, they find that he is
incompetent or unfair, their proper
course is to appeal to the manhood of
their opponents, and ask them %o unite
with them' in retiring the obnoxious judge
and the substitution of another, Failing
to obtain this boon, they can withdraw
from the field. I am aware that either
of these alternatives are very unsatisfac-
factory horns of a dilemma, but they
are better than having a player gbuse a
judgo and cause a fight.

The Gentlemanly University Men.

University men are universally presumed
to be gentlemen, and their athletic  re-
presentatives should, as Oscar Wilde
would say, “live up to their blue china.”
If the captain of.the Chicago team had
protestéd firmly But in a gentlenianly man-
ner against the decision of Umpire Olney,
he would have done his full duty. I have
seen a howling mob surround a judges’
stand on a track and shout “highway rob-
bery,”” “thieves,”” and, & dozen other
very uncomplimentary assertions and epi-
thets at the race officials because in a
close firish they had placed a horse first
that the shouters thought was not en-
titled ta that honor. I have known turf
writers. too, to abuse these judges the
next day as though they had wilfully mis-
judged the race.

Speaks By the Beok.

I have been a rhce judge, a referec and
an umpire in my time, and I know the dif-
ficulties that beset the faithful perform-
ance of the duties of these offices, even
with the best of intentions. I have, there-
fore, had charity for others in sych po-
sitions, and I believe that ninety times
out of & hundred any errors are due rather
to miejudgment than to intent. For many
years I have struggled ineffectually to
have photography invoked to aid judges
of racing. It is possible and entirely
teasible, too, to photograph the finish of
every race, so that if there is any doubt
in the minds of the judges it can be dis-
pelled by a glance at the picture pro-
duced by the sun. -If the authorities °of
the track were to furnish proper facilities
for stich photographing, it would be pos-
gible in favorable weather (and there
should bé no racing in any other) to de-
velop &' plate in three minutes. Then the
positions of &he horsas would be deter-
mined beyondsthe cavil of a doubt. This
would be greatly conducive to  honest
equine contests, and free the judges from
many unjust suspicions, But our race-
track magnates have mainly been progres-
eive in tha line of facilitating gambling
on the events. Therein their greatest pro-
fits lay, and consequently they gave it
their especial attention. They were not as
wise in doing so as they thought, for now
they cannot gamble at all

Photograph All Plays When Possible

Let me say that I am in favor of pho-
tographing all sports and plays wherever
so doing is possible. I predict that the
time is coming when this will be done.
Some day the kinetoscope will be  per-
fected so that it will be possible to re-
produce a baseball or football game in its
entirety, Then the millennium of sport
will ecome, for players, knowing that
every crooked move they make will be pic-
toriaily recorded, will be very ;careful, in-
deed, to play fairly, and then the umpires
and judges, will be able to give absolutely
fair decisions. Speed this happy day!

GLADSTONE DESCRIBED 48 “ 4
MIRACLE, NOT A MANY

On His Eighty-Fifth Birthday the Liberal
Leader Surprises Even His Friends At
His Mental Strength and Vigor—Ireland
Wants Him to Make One More Speech
On Home Rule.

New York, Dec. 80.—The Sun’s special
correspondent cables from London: The
celebration of Mr. Gladstone’s birthday
is an event in which Englisimen take
a most sympathetic interest. Those
who visited Hawarden couid. but marvel
at the embodiment of  inmtellectual
strength and vigor which the Grand Old
Man presented. .

“He is a miracle, not a man,” ex-
cluimed one adinirer after listening to
Mr. Gladstone’s vigorous and comprehen-
give address to the deputation of Ar-
menjans. It is true that there has
been a complete recovery from the neriod
of feebleness which followed his retire-
ment from public life and the trouble
with his eyes. The only sign of age in
the Grand Old Man’s intelleactual fac-
ulties was the somewhat exaggerated
and almost childish interest which he
himseli took in the celebration of  his
birthday. The proof that the world-
wide interest in him has by no ineans
diminished by his retirement seems to
furnish the mnecessary. stimulus to his
naturally buyoant spirits. This proof
was offered him in almost overwhelming
mesasures. His simple enjoyment’ of it
all was delightful. It is not a paradoxi
to say that his manifest pleasure vrought
the first touch of sadness and pityl into
the love and admiration of those who
watched him. He seems sounder phy-
sically than a year ago.

Early in the morning he took a drive
through the village and the surrounding
country. He sat erect, acknowledged
all greetings with alert interest, and
seemed to emjoy the keen frosty air. It
is not surprising that many came away
from Hawarden wondering it after all
the Grand Old Man might not once more
agsume the leadership of his party.

His Speech on Armenia Caused Commotion

The World says: Mr. Gladstone cele-
brated his eighty-fifth birthday by utter-
ing a denunciation.of Turkish misrule
in Armenia which has caused the liveli-
est commotion amorng politicians here,
while its effects abroad, especially in
Turkey itseli, are awaited with pro-
nounced anxiety.

A member of the Armenian deputation,
which was received by the veteran states-
man says Mr. Gladstone’s voice has re-
covered all of its old resonant sweet-
ness of tone, while his gesturep
were as vigorous and animated as ever,
At the luncheon at which he entertained
his eastern visitors Mr. Gladistone dis-
cussed the ancient and modern history
of Armenia showing & knowledge of
the subject as intimate and accurate as
that possepsed even by the learned Ar-
menians among  the guests. Btlt for his
defective sight and hearing,® both of
which are steadily failing, -he would be,
in tha opinion of his guests of to-day, as
well able to asgume the Premiership as
at any period in his public career.

The Dublin Freeman’s Journal, in a
birthday article, describes him as ‘“‘a
miracle, not o man,” and expresses the
hope -that e will deliver one more speich
for Home Rule.before the general election.

His Keen Interest in Irish Toples.

Mr. A. J. C. Donelan, M.P. for East
Cork, who has been paying & visit to
Mr. Gladstone at Hawarden, describes
the ex-Premier’s step as elastic amd his
spirits as buoyant. His eyes have re-
gained all their lustre, and in conversa-
fion with Mr. Donelan he frequently in-
dulged in a hearty laugh. Mr. Gladstone
conversed jlargely upon Irish topics, and
his interest in the Irish cause seemed as
keen as ever. He 8poke oi the Home Rule
party as ong composed of men of ability
and honor. “Surely,” says The Free-
man’s Journal, commenting upon Mr.
Donelan’s interview with Mr. Gladstone,
“we have the right to hope that once
again the veteran’s voice will thrill the
hearts of people by speaking in favor of
Home Rule.”

Gladstone’s Good Health.

Mr. Gladstone was 85 years old Satur-
day. His health, say those about him,
is perfect, and so completely restored
is his eyesight, at least for the, present,
that he can read tem or twelve hours
daily. Nevertheless, his withdrawal
from public life is believed to be final,

Home Rule being shelved the questions
of the day do not desply interest him,
escept perhaps financial questions. He
is not known to have expressed any de-
cisive opinion on Sir William Har-
court’s amaging budget. Himself the
first financier of his time, Mr. Gladstone
had always known how to raise the
revenue necessary for the state without
resorting to confiscation. Whether he
has applied that word to Sir William
Harcourt’s methods I do mot know, but
I know that he applied it in advance,
long before any human being ever
thought of Sir William Harcourt as a
possible Chamcellor of theé Exchequer.
The question of graduation was raised
many years ago, and dismissed as was
then thought forever. Mr. Gladstone
wrote a letter to Lord Palmerston,
which I belieye to be still in existence
and capable of being produced. He said
in that letter that when you begin to
apply the principle of graduation you
adopt confiscation.

There is no reason to suppose that his
opinion has since changed. If it was
a sound opinion then it is sound now.
1i, however, the letter were brought to
light, the socialistic radicals who once
foilowed Mr. Gladstone would scout it
and him. They have already warned
him more than once on other than fi-
nancial grounds that his work is over,
and that they should regard his reap-
pearance in public life as a calamity.
They would protest most vigorously of
all against his finance, for the sheet
anchor of socialism is confiscation.

Many children were
present with thejr parents and relatives,
and weré having s good time and en-
joying what Banta Claus had brought
them, Some one attempted to get where
he could see and hear better by jumping
upon a bench in the middle of ‘the hall
In doing' so his head struck a lamp hang-
ing . from the ceiling, causing the oil to
run out, and it immediately caught fire.
While men tried to take the lamp down
ft was tipped so badly that the oil ran
out on the floor.

A terrible scene followed. The people
were compeiled to run through the flames
in order to reach the door, and in the
panic and fire many were killed and in-

FATAL FIRE IN NEW YORK.

Chief and A For:
Under Falling Machinery.
‘New York, Dec. 80.—Battalion OChief
James J. Bresnan and Assistant Foreman
John L. Rooney met dedth early Satur-
day morning while fighting & fire in Cas-
sidy, Sou & Co.'s gas and electric fixture
works in West Twenty-fourth-street. The
fire was on the fifth and sixth floors,
and CHiel Bresnan, surrounded by men
from Engine Company No. 14, No. 18
and No. 19, was forcinZ his way up the
stairway leading to the fifth tloor. With-
out a moment’s warninz the charead
beams of the sixth floor zave way under
the weizht of a heavy piece of machin-
ery. which carried away the two nupper
stairways and & portion of the [filth
floor. ot
Chief Bresnan and Assistant Foreman
John L. Rooney of Engine Company No.
12 were both pinned under the machinery
as it struck the fourth floor. Both were
probably instantly killed. Halfi a dozen
firemen were also pinned down on the
stairway leading irom the fourth to
the fifth floor, *but they managed to
cut their wa?sout in the face of the ad-

or

vancingz flam¢gs, Four of the men wera
painfully but none seriously burned.

The injured men were taken to the
New York Hbspital, The loss is about
$60,000.

The bodies of the unfortunate firemen
were extricated from the debris shortly
before noon. The body of Chief Bresnan
was frozen stiff, but there was no mark
of mutilation upon it. Death resulted
from suffocation. Rooney’s head was
crushed.

NEW YORK CANAL TRAFFIC.
Large Decrease in the Tonnage Carried
This Year.

Albany, Dec. 29.—Superintendent Ed-
ward Hannan of the State Department
of Public Works has completed his re-
port on the operation of the Staie
canals for the pust season. The num-
ber of tons carried on the canals during
1894 was 8,882,660, as follows: Brie
canal 8,144,144 tons; Champlain, 560,
279; Black River, 56,024; Oswezo, 98,
848; Caynza and Seneca, 38,270. Cow-
pared tc 1893 there is a loss of 449,403
tons. The
smallest that has been transported upon
the canals any year sinee 1859,

The Superintendént says: * The time
ijs fast approaching whe. operation of
the canals in a practical manner must
cease unless the canals are improved, for
practical operations cannot continue un-
less the business done thereon can be
done at a profit to the boatmen. It is
clearly evident that the duty of the
Legislature will be to provide the meas-
ures for construction of largest possible
canals intended for the navigation of
boats of such constmuction as will he
able to navizate the inland waters of
this State.” \

Biddeford, Maine, Dec. 80.—The oity
buildinz was gutted by fire to-day down
to the first story. The buildinZ contain-
ed two banks, the Police station, four
stores, a law oifice, court room, City
Couneil, municipal offices, ¢ity library,
opera house and Masonic Hall.

flome Rule to Be Reafiirmed and Made
the First Plank in the Party Platform
—Japan's Terms for Peace Not Exorbi-
tant- Dissatisfaction at the Personnel
of the Armenian Commission.

London, Dec. 29.—The Japanese Gov-
ernment has made no response ’to the
{resh suggestions from the British Gov-
ernment that the terms upon Which q&-
pan is willing to treat for peace with
China. ought to be communicated to the
powers. On the contrary the Japan?se
have persisted in maintaining a policy
of reticence. The British Minister at
Tokyo has been unable to get the slight-
est scrap of official information upon
the subject of the conditions for which
Japan will contend, and the Japanese
Embassy in London is equally seécretive.
The latter, it is true, has some know-
ledge of the situation, but it is partly
of a negative and partly of a positive
character. The Embassy is free, how-
ever, on discrediting the recent cable-
grams attributing to Japan the design
of forcing au alliance with China agmput
the European powers. The 'leudmg
principle of the peace negogia.twus be-
tween the two eastern empires, as far
as Japan is concerned, will be a total
abstention from any demand which
would give China an ex¢use to ask for
European intervention.

Japan Will Take Formosa.

Japan, therefore, will not stipulate
for any territorial or commercial ac-
quisitions in which the other powers are
directly interested. Formosa will be
taken by Japap as part of a pl_edge
for war indemnity, and eertain Chinese
ports that are not treaty ports will be
held as a pledge for the remainder of
the indemnity, togéther  with such 8
lien upon the Chinese customs as will
not prejudice the customs revenue - al-
ready mortgaged. In regard ‘to Corea,
it is probable that a China-Japanese
dual control over that country, will b'e
proposed. These terms, which are di-
vulged by the Japanese Embassy, are &
great deal more moderate than those
deseribed in, the sensational cable re-
ceived from Tokyo and tlsewhere, and
have the ¢tamp, of belief in diplomatic
circles.

The Armenian Inquiry.

‘As the great body of the members of
the Liberal party are resolved that there
shall be some practical intervention in
Armenia, and hav e relied upon the
Government to carry out their plans,
there is great surprise among _th'em
at finding that the Foreign Commission
of Enquiry which is going to Armenia
is com only of Dragomans. Rus-
sia’s delegate, M. Maior,  has been &
Dragoman attached to the Russian
Embassy at Constantinople ; M. Vil-
bert, the French delegate, is an inter-
preter in the employ of the French Con-
sulate at the Turkish capital, and
England’s delegate, Mr, Shapley, is &
Vice-Consul to Turkey. . The rsonnel
of the .commission, as thus escribed,
gives no security, says The Speaker, that
there will be a satisfactory enquiry.
There is little hope now,: continues The
Spet ker, of getting at the truth; even
if the Dragomans should be allowed, as
they will not be, to take an active part
in the investigation. England ought to
come to some agreement with Russia
without delay to the end of taking ac-
tion together or without the co-opera-
tior of other powers, and they should
act at once. A word from England
would lead to a revolution im Orete and
Macedonia, and even in Constantinople.

Rosebery Wins the Irish Over.

Lord Rosebery has summoned & meet-
ing of the Cabinet Council on Jan. 14,
and has accompanied his summons with
a request ‘that the ministers make ar-
rangements to remain in London there-
after. The Conservative whips have al-
ready intimated to the Tory members of
the House of Commons Who are now
abroad that they should not fail td be
preésent at the opening of the next ses-
gion of Parliament. The leaders on both
sides recognize the fact that the
gtress of the session will at that time
be the greatest. .

If the Governmeut survive the debata
on the address insreply to the Speech from
the Throne they:may tide over the session;
but otherwise they will be in constant
danger of falling.

The danger of the Redmondite faction
of the Irish party throwing their votes
to the Conservatives has lessened consid-
erably under tie influence of the exten-
sion of the Government’s pro-Irish policy.

London, Dec. 29.—Mr. Gladstone cele-
brated his 85th birthday to-day, and
was the recipient of hundreds of jetters
and telegrams of congratulation, aud
parcels containing birthday gifts. Mr.
Gladstone was in remarkably good health
and spirits, and, despite the stormy
weather, drove through tke viliage of
Hawarden to the church, where he met
a deputation of ‘ Armenian Christians
from Paris and London. On behalf of
Mr. Gladstone the deputation presented
a silver chalice to the church. ‘The
chalice was presanted to the Rev.
Stephen Gladstone, son of the ex-Pre-
mier and rector of the Hawarden
Church, in recognition of the interest
his father has taken in the Armefiian
outrage. The deputation took luncheon
with Mr. Gladstone at Hawarden Castlel
The Prince of Walea and Lord Aberdeen
were among those who telegraphed their
congratulations to Mr. Gladstoue.

Bulgarian Outrages Duplicated.

Mr. Gladstone. in reply to the depu-
tation’s address, said that it was not
their duty to assume that all the alle-
gations of outrages ere: true, but
rather to await the result of the
enquiry which had been instituted, How-
ever, he said, the published accounts
pointed strongly to the conviction that
the qntrages and abominations com-
mitted in «1876 in Bulgaria had been
repeated in 1894 in Armenga.

Mr. Gladstone continuing said: “Don’t

authority over another. Every nation,
aye, every human being, has authority
in behalf of humanity and justice.”

He had been silent, he said, because
he had full confidence that the Govern-
ment knew its duty. If the allegations
made should prove true it was tire
that the execration of humanity should
force itself upon the ears of the Sultan
of Turkey and make him sensible of the
madness of such a course as was being:

The Turkish race has not been
without remarkable, even fine qualities,
but from too many points of view it has
been ‘a scourge which the world has
made use of by a wise providence for
the sins of the world, If these tales of
murder, violation and outrage be true,
well, then, they cannot be overlooked,
nor can they be made light of. I have
lived to see the Empire of Turkey in
Burope reduced to less than one-hall
what it was when I was born, and why?
gimply because of its misdeeds and the
great record written by the hand of
Almighty God agaivst its injustice, lust
and most abominable crueity. I  hope
and feel sure that the Government of
Great Britain will do everything that
can be done to pierce to the bottom: this
mystery, and mdke the facts known to
the world.

If happily (I speak hoping against
hope), the reports be disproved or miti-
gated let us thank Gogd. If on the other
band they be established it will more
than ever stand before the world that
there is a lesson, howaver severe it may
be, that can teach certain people the
duty of prudence and the necessity of
observing the law of decency, humanity
and justice.

A Disgrace to Clivilization and Mankind

If the allegations are true, it is time
that fhere should:be one general shout
of exeeration against these deeds of
wickedness irom outraged humanity. If
the facts are established it shonk{ be
written in letters of jron upon the re -
cords of the world tiat a government
which could be guilty{of countenancing
and covering up such atrocities is a_dis-
grace to Mahomet, the prohet, and a
disgrace to civilization at large and a
disgrace to mankind. Now, that s
strong language, but strong language
ought to be used when the fTacts are
ptrong. {(Hear, hear.)
