Venting of Sinks Is Expensive 
and Unnecessary.

That it would he possible to do better 
work In London without the present 
plumbing by-law than can be done 
under the regulations of that by-law, 
is the opinion expressed by Mr. Merk- 
ley, a local plumbing contractor, to­
day. Mr. Merkley has had approxim­
ately 15 years' experience in the city 
as a contractor and he worked here as 
a journeyman plumber for quite a num­
ber of years previous to the time he 
entered business for himself. He was 
one of a deputation that waited on the 
Board of Health recently to ask for 
some modifications in the present by­
law. Incidentally, he also stated that 
the compulsory venting of sinks adds 
10 to 300 per cent, of the cost of in­
stallation of some in the city.

"The plumbing by-law has a tendency 
to rather encourage a lower standard of 
work to some extent," Mr. Merkley de­
clared. "Formerly the careless work­
man was crowded out as a man's work 
was his only recommendation. But now 
that all jobs are inspected the public 
does not depend so much on the work-

"You w 
find the ruddy-cheeked people down in 
the section of smaller homes, where the 
plumbing Is at most cheaply done, while 
pale-faced, delicate people are nearly 
always to be found in the homes on 
the avenues where the plumbing is of 
the best. Ventilation of homes is of 
far more importance, from a health 
standpoint even, than is the venting of

"In any event, the venting of a sink 
now does not mean that the sink will 
be ventilated for all time," Mr. Merk­
ley continued. “There are hundreds of 
vent pipes in the city now that arc 
completely blocked up, although they 
were properly installed when the plumb­
ing fixtures were installed. If venting 
is so necessary to the health of the | 
community, there would surely be j 
much more sickness than there is now. j 
It would be of much benefit to the city j 
as a whole if the Board of Health would i 
allow a little latitude in respect to the j 
venting o sinks, as is done in all j 
other municipalities."

Two gangs of painters under the 
direction of School Superintendent Rob­
inson have commenced work on the 
decoration and renovation of the vari­
ous schools of the city.

Ranges Between $930 In One 
Department To $77,654 For 
Domestic Excise Tax Receipts 
—Many Factors Responsible.

June witnesed the greatest decrease 
of the year in customs and excise 
collections in London atid district, 
statistics compiled to-day show. With 
the exception of two relatively unim­
portant departments in which small 
Increases were registered, the decreases 
are from $930 for domestic excise 
duties, to $77,654 for domestic excise 
taxes. All others range between these 
two.

-Customs men insist that the figures 
are not a true barometer of business 
conditions generally in view of the al­
teration made at the beginning of the 
year in the sales tax. Deductions on 
raw material purchased -by manufac­
turers before the end of 1923 have not 
been entirely wiped out. t lis estimated 
that this will require another two 
months and at the end of that time 
increases In monthly receipts are look­
ed for. The deductions are largely re­
sponsible for a decrease of $2-1,343 in 
sales tax on imports and indirectly re­
sponsible for -the $77,654 decline in do­
mestic excise taxes. Collectiop-s under 
the latter will materially increase 
when the sales tax deductions are 
completely off the books. -Revenue 
frvrn the sales tax formerly came under 
the sales tax on imports and consistent 
decreases in that -department wlil con­
tinue.

The total customs receipts fell by 
$56,245, while excise revenue showed 
a decline of $75,585. The to-tatl de
crease in all departments for the montl 
was $134,831.

Premier Sun Pao 
Chi. who tendered the resignation of the 
Cabinet to the president, alleged that 
owing to age and illness, he was unable 
to cope with the situation in China. 
President Tsaokun is reported to be 
preparing mandates for the acceptances 
of the resignations of the ministers.

Premier Sun Pao Chi, who succeeded 
to the premiership in January last, fol­
lowing the resignation of Chang Shao 
Tseng, was the first premier named for 
many months in accordance with con­
stitutional requirements, his choice 
being approved by the Lower House. 
Sun is a nonpartisan and served in the 
diplomatic service as minister to France 
and Germany, in addition to responsible 
posts- under the old regime.
