In Newfoundland, where a general elec­

tion has just taken place, the result is some­
what of a surprise, as the defeat of the gov­
ernment led by Sir William Whiteaway was 
gene^lly looked for. 
ever, he comes out of the contest sustained 
by a majority of over two 
Morine, formerly of the Spectator, is one of 
the ten opposition members again returned. 
He seems to have more than held his own, 
defeating the ticket headed by Sir Robert 
Thorburne by over eleven hundred majority. 
Political parties in Newfoundland do not 

to have any fixed principles, the divid­
ing line between government and opposition 
being more imaginary than real. In the 
recent contest both sides made extravagant 
and unreasonable promises of what would 
be done in the event of success. If one half 
the railroads and other public works promis­
ed, were to be actually constructed, the 
ancient colony would as a result be burden­
ed with a debt far beyond what the popula­
tion of the island could possibly sustain. A 
Newfoundland despatch to one of the Hali­
fax papers intimates that this may be done, 
and that the next election may turn on the 
question of confederation or 
Canada. That is to say, the politicians of 
the island, in order to keep themselves in 
power, propose to run the colony into debt, 
recklessly, and when the burden has become 
to heavy to cany, they propose to unite 
with us and shift the load on to the Domin­
ion. We trust that should such a time ever 
come and such a proposition ever be made 
there will be enough sensible men in the 
Dominion parliament to prevent its 
mation. Canada really has no use for New­
foundland even now. She will surely have 
much less after the colony has rolled up a 
great burden of debt, in addition to what 

she now has.
