Howard Anderson, of the big heart
ind cheery hail, fisherman, master
mariner. town councillor, fish mer-
hant and harbor master of Digby,
was a genuine product of Nova Scotia
md a man who endeared himself to
il who knew him. Born at Parker's
(ove, Annapolis County sixty three
years ago, Captain Anderson grew up
with the breath of the sea in his
nostrils and the roar of its surf in
his ears, and like most boys brought
up in such environment, went to sea
it an early age. Spending his youth-
ful vears as a fisherman and also &
seaman on occasional West Indian
vovages, he reached man’s estate and
inherited then the ability to command
which seemed to be right of most
Nova Scotian seafarers in those days.
Moving from the ancestral home on the
rock bound shores of the Bay of Fundy
to beautiful Digby and
suceessfully commanded many fishing
schooners out of that port.

\fter twenty years as a fisherman
and skipper, Captain Anderson retired
from the sea and went into business
for himself as a fish dealer. With the
steady purpose and clear sightedness
which characterized his life at gea,
combined with integrity, square deal-
ing and careful management, he built
up a successful business and the firm
name of Howard Anderson, of Digby,
came a synonym among his customers
for products as reliable as the ~man
who prepared them. When the
Maritime Fish Corpdration was for-
med in 1910, Captain Anderson link-~
ad up his business with the Corporat-
ion and became superintendent of
the firm—looking after the vessels
and plants and the preparation of
their various fish products.

Dr. DeBlois was born at Wolfville,
N. S.. the son of Dr. Stephen W. De-
Blois, for 30 years pastor of the
Wolfville Baptist Church. The son
graduated from Acadia College in the
class of 1886 and then went to Brown
University for a post graduate course,
taking his Master’s degree in 1888, and
Ph. D. in 1889, being spoken of at that
time as “the youngest Doctor of
Philosophy in the World”, and later
“the youngest College President.”

Dr. DeBlois later studied in Berlin
and Leipzig, returning to America to
take the vice principalship of the
Union Baptist Semiaary at St. Mar‘ins,
N. B., later made principal, and after
serving for 2 years in that office ~a8
¢ailed to the Presidency of Shurtleff
College, Alton, 111., the oldest college
west of Ohio.

Five years later he assumed the
pastorate of the First Church of
Elgin, just out of Chicago, a church of
1300 members. Later was pastor at
the great First Church of Chicago.
succeeding Dr. P. S. Henson, who had
succeeded Dr. George C. Lorimer, both
far famed pulpit orators.

About eight years ago Dr. DeBlois
was called to the First Baptist Church,
Boston, where he has since been
preaching to large congregations. The
First Baptist Church is one of the
Landmark edifices in Boston, designed
by Richardson, the famous architect,
and one of the oldest. religius organ-—
jzations on the Western Continent,
founded in 1665, and has enjoyed 254
years of continuous life and illustrious
history. The friezes on the tower
were modeled by the French .sculptor
Bartholdi, and brought from{Qance
to adorn the beautiful edifice. 5

Persons visiting Boston will find a
hearty welcome, especially from Dr.
DeBlois, at this church, known as “a
church with a welcome”.

It is a particularly gratifying fact
to the Canadians. of Greater Boston
that Dr. DeBlois has been chaplain
to the Canadian Club of Boston for
some years, and taken an active
interest in the stirring events of that
well known organzation.
