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become the nations of our God and His
Christ.” '

Tt is easy to accept these truths, but we
greatly fear too many of us are hiding behind
a general responsibility that should be

shouldered by the Church, forgetting that-

the Church is ourselves, your work, my work,
each one of us responsible to the extent of
our capability in working, praying, giving.
This is the only way by which we can spread
the missionary spirit, and if our capability
will only allow us during the coming year to
influence one little child, or young lady, or
young man, in this glorious work, who
knows but that one may take his or her place
by the side of those who have left all that

has been precious to them in life, that they. -

may carry the glad tidings to those who sit
in darkness and the shadow of death, and be
