Colonies. Vol. I. By C. P. Lucas, B.A.
(Oxford : At the Clarendon Press.)-Our
readers will probably remember the " Intro-
duction to an listorical Geography of the
British Colonies," by the same autnor, pub.
lished some time since and very well re.
ceived. The larger work, of which this is
the first volume, will he, we think, the au-
thority on this sulject. Mr. Lucas has

availed himself of special local knowledge,
and, it would seem, almost everything else,
which was likely to aid him, and the result
is certainly very satisfactory. In this volume
there are three sections : I. -The European
Dependencies; II.-The Minor Asiatic De.
pendencics; III.-The Dependencies in the
Indian Ocean.
