Grcoves are soon formed, and in a comparatively short time the links are worn-or, properly speaking, cut-
through.

Tbese facts are well shown on a cow tie recently brought us fDr repairs. It was an ordinary No. 00 three-
chain tie. One chain was wire, the otter two American. One of the wire links was worn entirely through.
The others were nearlv as bid-a strong p ilI would have broken alnist any of them. With the American
chains, on the other hand, the we r was very slight, and hardly noticeable-three times this amount would not
have weakened the chains seriously.
