Where is the society which will give
hirn autharity to call himself a Catholic,
when I, in my authority as a Catholic
Bishop, declare that such a man has
no right to the name ?”

The
marvel is that rzople of any intelligence
would keep their necks in such a
yoke, !

That the fear of disease is not the
real reason of opposition to the com
mon cup at the Lord’s Supper is strik-

many other things handled over and
over axain by cooks of whim they
know nothing—African, Chinese, Ger-
man, Irish or native—and use milk ;

ouaness at the Lord’s Table as to be
unwilling to touch their lips to the
wine, because of possible unpleasant
contact in occasional instances which
they are unable to foresee, is certainly
unworthy the serious consideration «f
